are more menacing to them to-day
than when Vox Krvek was compelled
to retreat to the Marne. The dance
of death that was to end merrily
with a Deutachland f{iher alles still
continues, but the dancers who re-
main, and those who come to fill
their gaps, are growing weary of the
grim, purposeless sport.

It may he, as Max ORRoRN asserts,
that Germany knows how to beat
“the thought of destruction,” but the
tragedy of It all liex in the fact that
two yenrs ngo her people knew not
how to beat the Prussian militarists'
thought of conquest. There I8 much
sympathy among the neatral nations
of the world for a peopde that be-
came in an evil hour the vietims of
a false fdeal, who were hypnotized
from the top downward by an Influ-
ence that made for thelr own un-
doing.  Slowly but surely the truth
is becoming clear to the German na-
tion that it has heen sacrificed to a
vaulting ambition that leoked at the
realities of the twentieth century
shrough eyes blinded by medimval
misconceptions. And the pity of It is
that millions upon millions of Inno-
cent men, women and children are
paying the price of death and misery
for a nightmare that a hereditary
monurch mistook  for a revelation
from the Almighty.

Whether this confinement of nitro-
cellulose could have heen one of the
causes of the explosion in New York
i€ of course, more or less conjectural
but it is quite likely th gfome cir-
cumstance like the compression of ex-
plosives may have heen a contributing
cause.
