DR. BLINN, HURT,
RETURNS FROM WAR

Volunteer American Ambu-
lanece Man Tells of the
Fighting at Verdun.

Dr. Gray Blinn of this city, who has
been a long time with the FEleventh
Corps of the Fourth Army of France,
returned last night by the French liner
Rochambeau, Invalided because of
wounds recently recelved at Verdun.

He was attached to Dare Devil Dick
Norton’s volunteer American ambulance
corps and rpent several months dodging
shells at or near Verdun, until Anally,
several weeks ago, 4 (ierman gunner
smashed the car in which the physician
was riding  with several wounded
soldiers, who were killed,

Fragments of s-rapnel hit the doctor
in the thigh and he was taken to the
hospital at Bar-le-Duc.

Nearly all the work of the amhulances
is done at night, he said, as the Ger-
mans appear to take delight in firing at
ambulances., He was attached to a car
that was one of six that hid all day In
a quarry near Verdun and came out at
nightfall for duty. The modern method
of fghting, he sald, had taken much of
the pleturesque glamour from war, but
he had high praise for the sympathies
of the French.

Dr, John Corby and Kenneth End,
other Americans who have been at the
French front In amhulance service, also
arrived by the Rechambeau, which
brought $43.000,000 in securities and
gold to pay for munitions for the Allles.

GERMAN EMBARGO ON HUMANS.

Voyagers Must Get BSpecial Per-
minsion, Gerard Reports.

WasHINaToN, July 31.——All persons
entering or leaving Germany after to-
morrow must obtaln special permission
from the (GGerman (Government, according
to & message received at the State De-
jurtment from Ambassador Gerard. Such
permission will be granted, the Ambassa-
dor said, “only In cases of inevitable ne-
cessities, In regard to which thorough ex-
planation will be required.”

In making public Mr. Gerard's dea-

statement: "It Is hoped that American
citizens who contemplate visliting Ger-
many hereafter will consider the regula-
tions mentioned above before applying
for passports.”

British  Field Commander
Gives Graphie Review of
Two Years of War.

GREAT PRAISE TO FRANCE

“Our Unpreparedness No Ne-
cret, but Great Offen-
sive Is On,”

Wit mire BriTism ARMIES IN THE
FirLp, via London, July 31.—At the close
of two years of the war and of the first

month of the Hritish offensive Gen,
Douglas Haig, commander in chlef of
the group of Hritish armies in France,
in mpeaking of the situation laid particu-
lar emphasis on the fact that the begin-
ning of the third year of the war saw
the initiative entirely with the Aliles on
all fronts, while England for the first
time was exerting something like a
power worthy of her numerous resources
on land,

“The tide has turned,” he sald. “Time
has been with the Allies from the first.
It is only a questlon of mors time till
we win a decisive victory, which Is the
one sure wly to bring peace in this as in
other wars, Until this victory s won it
ill becomea a British soldier in France
to think of peace.”

Problem of First Year.

"“The problem of the firat summer's
campalgn and the second for the Allies™
he sald, "was to hold the Germans from
forcing a decision with their ready num-
bers of men, guns and shells. Whether
it was the able generalahip and herolsm
of the French on the Marne, the dogged
retreat of the little British expedition-
ary force from Mons, the stubborn re-
sistance of the French and British to the
Germans' effort for the Channel ports,
the Ruasian retreat last summer. Hel-
glum's or Serbla’'s sacrifice, Italy's
stonewalling against Austrin’'s offensive
or France's immortal defence of Verdun
the purpose was always to gain time
for preparations necessary to take the
offensive away from the enemy.”

He mentioned the days of Ypres in
the fall of 1014, when the British had
not battalions where they have divisions
row and fought with flesh and blood
against superior. gunfire.

“Our unpreparsainess at tha start of
the war, due to its unexpectedness, is no
secret,” he continued. “While France,
which had a great national army and
universal service, was giving all her
strength we had to begin building from
thea bottom.

“The maljority of our hest regular of-
ficers had heen killed or wounded in the
early fighting. With the remainder aa
a nucleus to dr!ll and organize the vol-

PRACE CONFERENCE

Washington Uneasy as He De-
lays in Accepting “Broad
Scope* Idea.

COL. SLOCUM  PRAISED

Gens, Scott, Funston and
Pershing Absolve Him of
Villa Raid Blame.

WarninaroN, July 31.—There is some
uneasiness in Administration circles over
Carranza's delay In accepting President
Wilson's modification of his proposal
that a joint commirsion ba appointed to
scttle outstanding matters in dispute, but
the State Department denles that any
kitch has oocurred to serlously jeopar-
dize the propored agreement. <Carransa
fears protracted delay If the United
States proposal s followed,

Owing to the insistence of President
Wilson on the “broad scope’ idea, it Is
thought Carranza will give way to the
American wishes, He has referred the
matter to his political advisers,

Major-Gen. Hugh L. Beott reported to-
day that no criticism ecould be directed
at Col. Herbert J. 8locum becauss of the
rald on Columbus which precipitated the
present Mexlcan trouble.

Secretary Baker has approved the re-
port, which la final. It follows months of
investigation by army officers appointed
to obtain all avallable facts eoncerning
the attack. Col. 8locum wuas In command
at the Columbus post.

Unreliable information concerning
Villa's whereabouts “unfortunately cred-
{ted"” was responsible for the success of
the attack, the report states. Col. Blocum
made every effort to find where Villa
was and what his Intentions were. De-
partment and brigade headquarters In-
formation as to Villa was such as to
cause “no particular alarm.”

ticular alarm in Col. 8locum’'s mind, al-

"“The very prompt action on the part
