Preparing for rr Cases.
ln preparation for a further spread

of the epidemic Health Commissioner
Kmcr"on ordered a general nirvey of
the hopltal situation. The Board of
Health authorities as a result found that
they had at their disposal In public and
private hospitals beds from 1,100 to
1.400 more children In addition to 2T5
vacancies already reported. Till" num-
ber. In the opinion of Dr. Kmerson, Is
sufficient for cases which will de-

velop before the coming of cold weather
when It Is certain the disease will be
checked.

The question of providing crutches
and bracea of various sorts for chil-
dren crippled by the disease Is less en-

couraging. Commissioner Umerson said
fslerday that there will be at lpast 5,000

canes of Infantile paralsls during ttie
epidemic. If not a considerably larger
number, as the number already standH at
4,1.'3. Of these about l.uoO probably
will die. Half of the remaining 1,000
will have some permanent form of

arul half of these at least will
need biaces of some mjH, costing from

7.f0 to !30 each.

these children with the necessary brace--.

Intltnsln Kxperlruent Oaly.
rhyslclans were loath to comment on

Ihe use of antitoxin extracted from ts

recovered from Infantile paralysis.
This treatment Is being given in a num
ber of cases in Ihe Mount Slnai.

phslclans point out the danger of pro-
claiming the treatment n cure when It
has been tested on relatively few cases.

"We used this treatment on one boy
who was brought to our hospital the
other day. said one distinguished physi-
cian. "He hud high fever, the muscles
of the neck were rigid and ho showed
nlso the other symptoms of the disease.
The next day the symptoms had van
ished and there 1ms been no recurrence
of the disease. No serum was Injected
Into the body of another boy, who was
In exactly the name condition, and he
too. recovered. So you see wo must be
extremely careful and experiment much
more before It would be right to

any particular treatment a cure
for this disease."
