About 7 o'clock tho fog began to lift
and a slight breczo began to flit the
sails that had been lying limp and ae
useless as a cocktail shaker without the
necessary drinks. The breese had
enough strength to send the racing
yachts slowly to the starting line and at
7:15 tho warning stenal was set by the
regatta, committee.

Alera First Across.
In the lightest of southwest winds the

smaller yachts enmo down on the start-
ing line. With booms to port nnd sails
hardly filling, tho thirty footers drifted
over the line. The tide was ebbing and
that helped the craft, as It set them to
eastward. Alera led tho fleet across.
Then came Silhouette, followed by Les
Mona. Okee III. carried a spinnaker to
starboard when she drifted slowly to the
eastward.

In the forty foot class, which was led
by Pampero, the Shawara waa caught on
the wrong stdo of the line and it took
her fifteen minutes to get away.

Alwas on the Job, the two sixty-fiv- e

footers. Winsome and Aurora, managed
to get away only a few seconds after
their signal had been hoisted. Harry L.
Maxwell placed Wlnso'me first across the
line. Aurora waa late, but to weather.
As she crossed down came her staysail,
her only head canvas, and up went a
big reaching Jib. Winsome at once went
over on the other tack and stood In
toward Montauk Point Doris, which
was to have started with the sixty-fiv- e

footers, was twenty minutes late.

BROOKLYN GOLFERS

TO HAVE ADVANTAGE

Making Marine and Field a

Pnblio Course Will Prove
Great Boon to Them.

FAR BEHIND OTHER CITIES

The proposed alliance of the Marine
and Field Club and the Brooklyn Park
Commissioner which Is to result In the
establishment and maintenance of an
eighteen hole seml-publ- lc links within
fifteen or twenty minutes ride from tho
lower portion of Manhattan Is a big step
In the development of golf In New York
city. The suooess of the plan seems as-

sured ; In fact, the only danger seems to
lie In the likelihood that It will be so
successful that there will not be room
enough for all those who want to play.

More reasonable oharges than fifty
cents on weekdays and one dollar on
Sundays and holidays could not have
been fixed, and there undoubtedly will
be a host of golfers more than willing to
pay that smalt feo for the privilege of
playing over the course.

Of late years New York has lagged
behind a bit as far as the provision of
publlo golf courses Is concerned, and
other cities, some of them pretty small
ones too, are doing more for their golfers
than New York Is. Only three finished
and one much unfinished public courses
are provided by tho city of New York,
nnd not one of them measures up to the
accepted standards of the day.

Van Cortlanelt Mediocre,
The recent professional tournament

exposed the weakness of the old Van
Cortlandt course and showed why the
golfers who play there continually do so
poorly when they get on a real golf
course. The Pelham Bay course Is no
better, and the new Mosholu courso
shows no signs of being anywhere near
completion.

In Brooklyn the golfers hare only the
Forest Tark links, and they surely will
welcome the new Marino nnd Field
course, for that Is what It probably will
be called, even though the Park Depart-
ment furnishes the land and nets as a
sort of silent partner.

Chicago has been far ahead of New
York for years In caring for Its goiters,
nnd Philadelphia, with its new Cobbs
Creek links, said to be a splendid test
of golf, now 1s making a better showing
than New York.

The Marine and Field Club surely has
taken steps to satisfy a long felt want,
and It looks ns though the Brooklyn
golfers would have an advantage over
their brethren In other boroughs for
some time to come.

A rule has been adopted by those In
charge of Philadelphia's new municipal
course which might be tried with profit
tn New York. Every player, no matter
how few other clubs he may have, must
carry a putter. This rule was designed
to prevent delays on the green caused
by handing a putter from one player to
another, something that often happens
at van ixruanai and Forest parka.
