The Balkan Attack Begins.

The ndvance of the Anglo-French
froops northward from Salonlen,
which 1s reported from Parls, has
been expected since the beginning of
the present Russian campaign ngninst
@alicia. TUndertaken when the pres-
pure Is severe upon three fronts of
e Central Powers, it seems well
fimed either as a move for the ve-

covery of

Allles’ general offensive.

London has estimated the force
under General Sanrar. in Salonica at
800,000, Included in this Is the rem-
nant of the Berblan army that es.
enped into Greece and Albanin. These
troops have been equipped by the
Allles, and after their long rest have
been eagerly awalting an opportunity
to fight for their lost natlon.
Teutonle army of occupation, made
up largely of Austrinns, has been al-
most entirely withdeawn from the
Balkans. The detence thus falls prin-
eipally upon the Bulgariuns, whose
army at ite full strength will scurcely
number 400,000,

In eapturing Dorlan General Sam-
RAIL'S troops recover a strong stra-
tegic point the loss of which lust year
forced thelr retirement to Salonica.
It lles on the highland between the
Vardar aud the Strumn and on n di-
rect line north from Salontea to Kofia,
the Bulgarian eapltal. Its possession
alds In the reduction of the strongly
fortified positions of the Vardar val-
ley and opens the way for the plan
of enmpalgn against western Bulga-
ria previously announced.

The success of the movement would
not only restore the Serblans to thelr
lands, but might at the same time
bring Rumania and Greece, which
have been waiting a decisive victory
in southern Europe, to a decision. An
allled success would, too, isolate Bul-
garia and give the strong party
which has opposed the alliance with
the Central Powers, an opportunity to
enforce their demands for a separate
peace,

ral waters, After the oysters hnd be-
come thoroughly infected, as ascer-
tained by microscople and other tests,
the water was disinfected with twenty-
five to 160 cubie centimeters of a 10
per cent. suspenaion of commerclal
chloride of lime. Within twenty-four
hours a remarkable purlfication was
evident, The addition of the disin.
fectant 414 not seem to Interfere with
the normal activity of the oysters
which appeared to close immediately
for a short time. A second dows was
used to insure the destruction of all
baclill.

No change in the flavor could be
detected, no difference being percep-
tible between the treated and un-
treated oystera. Coneldering the amall
quantities of the chemicnl and Its
harmlessness in drinking water, mo
undesirable effect need be feared.

In view of the ease with which
oysters may now be freed from any
probable pollution, the sale of polluted
oysters shiotld be made a eriminal of-
fence,

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SHARKS AND CATASTROPHE.

Are There Voleanie Tremors That Send
the Kfillers North?

To s Eptton oF Tia Bun—=8ir: The
unusual migration of man eating aharks
from their natural habitat in the warm
waters of the tropies to the colder
waters of this latitude is undoubtedly
due to that mysterious instinct possessed
{by the lower animals and especially
|lhnne of the predatory kind, by which
i they are warned of Impending danger,
|and 1 cannot but helleve that this sud-
| den exodus of these tigers of the sea is
|fraught with oeminous portent,

Thirty years ago, In Auxust, the great
Charleston earthqualte occurred, and
never before In the history of this
country were sharks so numerous and so
bold as durlng the early summer of
1586, The waters at the eastern end
of Long Island and mlong the Jersey
coast fairly teemed with these monsters.
1t wam a favorite sport, In fact, to fish
for sharks by means of a stout rope
line, one end of which was fastened se-
|Ic|rr-.|y to a wharf plle while the balted
jhook buoyed by ecorks was a'lowed to
float off shore,

Apaln, In the mpring of 1902, the year
of the terrible eruption of Mont P'elee on
the island of Martinique, sharks visited
our ghores {n great numbers, but owing
1o the fact that the bathing season had
not opened their presence was not so
widely commentsd upon.

The narrow part of the Atlantic
Ocean, between South America and
Africa, and especlally the waters adja-
cent to the Lesser Antilles, are prolifie
in submarine volecanis eruptions, 1. e,
eruptions which eccur on the bed of the
ocean, the craters being covered by the
waters. ‘These eruptiona are frequently
accompanied by earthquakes, by sharp
agitation of the mea, columns of steam
or poleonous gases and floating masses
of ashes and rcorim,

These earthquakes, or seaquakes, as
they are termed when the centrs of
disturbance (s under water, often destroy
great numhers of fish, the rharp blow
tn the water stunning and killing them,

CURING THE CURABLE.

An Argument for the Institution as
Agalnst the Home.

To Tie Fuvitor oF Tune Bun-—8ir: 1
concur fully In your criticism of an
institution for permanently deaf chil-
dren that appears to retain as Incurable
30 per cent. of Its Inmates who ean
be cured but because of inexcusable
fgnorance of this fact recelve no
remedial treatment. I have read the
Department of Health bulletin of May
20 giving this report of one unnamed
Institution. The very first requirement
on entrance to such an institution
would eeem to be an examination that
stould prevent it. The charge demands
an explanation.

More serious, however, am it affects
all institutions, Is your conclusion that
“incldents like this lend rupport to the
recent assortion that public institutions
for the care of children are not the most
useful in practical results, and that the
arslgnment of dependent children to
private homes offers better safeguards
to” them. This conclusion Is not war-
ranted unless it 18 shown that [n private
homes guch cases of deafness would he
hetter diagnosed and treated, This (s
negatived by the Inetance In question,
for presumably these very children were
sent asm Incurable from thelr homes to
this Institution,

If we are not to depend upsn home
vigilance Lut on officlal inspectors it
would feem to make mno difference
whether the inspection was made In a
private home or in an institution, exe
cept It would be easter and more econ-
nomlical in the latter. As one actively
irterested In institutional ecare of chil-
| dren, but not Irrevocably committed to
[that form of eare If something better
| ren be had, 1 feel bound to protest
| ARalust the present tendency to think
tv cure all faults in our {netitutions by
placing the children in private homea.

Institutions are but human and there-
fore imperfect; private homes are
human too and are yet to
Imnre perfect. A change would he a
| very merious matter let us consider
only sound argvmenta for it and nat
such as this deaf Institution incident.
Otherwi=e 1 fear we shall find ourselves
out of the frying pan Into the fire,
which T am sure THE SUN would be the
Ingt to wish, .
