GOAL MEN AROUSED

BY 'BUTTON STRIKES'

Say Forcing Workers to Wear
Union Taps Violates Old

Agreement.

Wn.KxaBAimx, Pa., Aug. IS. An In-

creasing number of "button strikes" In
tnls region has caused mine owners to
charge the miners' union with violating
both the tetter and spirit of one of the
Awards of President Roosevelt's Anthra-
cite Coal Strike Commission of 103.
The commission adjudged:

"That no person shall be refused em-

ployment or In any way discriminated
against on account of membership or

In any labor organisa-
tion ; and that there shall be no

against or Interference with
any employee who Is not a member of
any labor organisation by members of
such organisation."

Thts pronouncement, with the ten
other made by the commission, has been
continued through the agreemont of
ISOfi. 1909, 1912 and 1911 between the
operator and their employees. It Is
being largely nullified. In tho view of
the operators, by th system of "button
strikes.' Each member of the miners'
union In good standing Is requlied by
the union to wear conspicuously on hi
cap a button Indicating that his dues for
the current month nre paid. If a worker
shows up minus his button or wearing
one not uji to date, the other union men
In standing refute tn work with
him. tW3 remain. Idle until the
offender either pay. hi duo or gives up
"I JOU.

This is called a "button strike." Since
June 8 there have been fourteen such
strike. Involving thousand of men. Thej
blgges one occurred on August 4, when
3,000 men and boys at the Loomls, Itllss
Trueedale and Auchincloss collieries of
the Delaware, I.ackawanna and West-
ern company stopped work. On the
same day there was a atrlke of 2,000 at
No. S colliery of the Susquehanna Coal
Company for tho samo reason. On the
previous day the appearance of thirty-fou- r

employees without buttons caused
1.600 men and boys to strike at the Coal
Urook colliery of the Delaware and Hud-
son company,

At the Seneca colliery of the Lehigh
Valley Coal Company 600 employees
struck on June 17 to force members of
the I. W. W. to wear buttons of the
United Mine Workers of America.

The operators"are also reminding the
union of this sentence In the Roosevelt'
commission's report:

'Thft right thus to work cannot bp
made to depend upon the approval or
dlsnpproal of the personal character and
conduct or those who claim to exercise
thla right"
