TEXAS STORM LOSS

MILLIONS; 10 DEAD

Hurricane Damaged Crops and
Property 200 Miles Alonjr

the Coast.

Dallas. Tex.y'Aug. 19. South Teiss
psssea through its annual storm ter
ror ht with property damage and
crop destruction probably mounting Into
the millions. Only ten known dead' have
Iteen reported. The perished whan the
small steamer Pilot Boy was wrecked on
a bar off Port Aransas Isle yesterday.
Not a single caeualty 6n land has been
leported.

The hurrlcsne struck the cosst on a
front eitendlng .from Corpus Chrlatl
aouth to Harllngen, a dlatance of nearly
SOn mllea, about t o'clock yesterday af
ternoon. It reached Ita extreme velocity
of about aewnty-flv- e mllea an hour at
corpus Chrlstl shortly .after 9 o'clock.
Passing Inland, It swept on a wide circle
paralleling the Rio Orande Into the In
terior. It spent Itself on the plains of
l.valde county. tenty-flv- e to fifty miles
northeast or .Kugle J'ass. thla afternoon,

All wire communication aouth of Hln
ton sixty miles north of Corpus Chrlatl

went out before midnight laat night
leaving only the Government wireless at
Kort Sam Houaton, Han Antonio, to keep
In touch with the military camps along
the Mexican border. Oen. Parker, at
Port Brown, Brownsville, notified den.
Kur.ston that only 'comparatively alight
damage was sustained In the mllltla
rampa on the border and that there were
no casualties. Tents were blown down
during the night, forcing the eoldlers to
seek shelter In the towns, and a quan
tity of perishable supplies was dam
aaed bv the deluxe of rain.

Direct communication with Corpus
Chrlatl waa established late thla after
noon. Linemen of the Southwestern
Telegraph and Telephone Company en
cased In lavlna a cable from the main
land to Corpus Chrlstl reported to the
dtatrlct offices here thst about one nun
dred yards of the concrete caueeway
was washed away.

Mr. Osborns sxpressed a conviction
that Klng'a confession, later repudiated,
Is the truth and thst Btlelow had no
connection with the crime. He an
nounced his determination to have King
removed from the custody of the Orleans
county officials to a neutral county, or,
falling In this, to have eome person
Interested In the esse obtain a warrant
against King on the chsrge of murder,

A warrant charging murder was
drswn sgslnst King when be waa
brouiht to Albion from Cattsraugus
county last Saturday, but District Attor
nev Knickerbocker withdrew the wsr
rant shortly sfter It waa Issued, ex
plaining he had learned that King was
not at 'the scene of the murder when It
was committed.

C. It. Nichols. Mherlff of Cattaraugus
county, notified Mr. Osborne to-d- that
he would aid In getting King from
Orleans county by coming to Albion to-

morrow morning tn demand tha return
of King on th original charge of as-
sault snd robbery made by A. H. Brown
of Randolph. If .District Attorney
Knickerbocker, who Is holding King as
a material witness fort Wednesday's
hearing, declines to give the prisoner
Lack Lu'Hherlff Nichols application for
a warrant charging murder will bs made
to Magistrate Frederick B. Hklnner in
Medina.
