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Bends to Pay for a Border Patrol.
" 1t is now reported that the Demo-
cfatlc members of Congress contem-
‘Plate & bond issue to pay for the cost
of the preserit troop mobllization at
the Mexican border.

" That such a scheme should be en-
tértained for a moment ia significant
‘of Democratic folly in matters of na-
tional finance.

Nowadays no one
dreams of Issuing fifty year bonds to
pay for a road that will last but
twenty years. A sane man does not
borrow 8300 on a promissory note
te pay watchmen to gunrd his house
for a week.

If we have to Issue honds to pay
for a few months muster of troops
what shall we do when the time
aames to foot the bill for substantial
mflltary preparedoess?

Will There Be a Long Peace?

"fn his graphic way Mr. Davin
Lazovp Georce remarks that “the nip-
pers are gripplng umnd before long we
shall hear the crack.” and he adds:
“I say that we shall see that thers
will not be another war In our day.”
When Mr. Liovp Grogae describes the
great sacrifices the RBritish people
have made, “four milllons of young
manhood"” sot In the front of battle
or walting for the oall, the neutral
world ecries  “Magoificent ! But
whether there will be another war In
our doy after peace Is made at Lon-
don or Berlin depends a good deal
upon the attitude of the victors not
obly toward thelr lnte enemies In the
field but townrd questions of trade
and economics as they affect the
worid generally In the East as well
as In the West.

To-day Great Britain on the one
sidle and Germany on the other are
preparing to enpture the lion's share
of the trade of the world, With pre-
viglon Mr. Hirares has forewarned
his audiences in the West, America
must he efficlent or suffer In the
campetition. But that may not be the
worst. When one considers that the
vietors as well ns the vanquished will
have lost trensure which it took them
A generation to nccumulnte, compe-
titlon In trade muy well become ng-
jression vested rights being brushed
aside,

The great nations of Europe have
seen war mad for two years, and so it
will be %o the end of the conflict. With
the return of peace the conquering al-

‘tles will become mones mad, and In

such a frenzy there may be quarrels
about tariffs, nhout treaties and even
sbout coveted territory., WIll they
readlly submit to arbitratlon? Coin-
manding great armies and fleets, they
will certuinly not be inclined to do so,
There Is no flercer competltlon than
thie struggle 1o live. Economlenlly nll
Europe will be fighting hard for its
bread and butter. Anything that looks
llke interference, even If It be the
nssertlon of n right that In haleyon
days would not have been contested,
will be resented.

Now the applieation of all this Is
that If the victors of Armageddon, who
will stralghtway enter upon an In-
dustrial war (o recoup thelr losses,
the defeated being too poor to pay
an Indemnity, are not content to play
falr and recognize the rights aml
Interests of thelr commerecinl rivals
peace will not endure long. A natlon

ruthless In war may be ruthless n |
the sirife of tronde when It needs the |

money and finds itwelf in a position
of advantnge. A natlon that has
erippled a rival In trade may assume
that a victory on the battle field en-
titles It to the lion's shate of the
world's business, In either case com-
petitors will have to be wary and
resolute, or danger will loom ahead.
The titanic struggle that con-
Tulses  Kurope should »  war
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odious as long as man s a thinking
creature who has a soul, but we very
much fear that after the blood let-
ting is over It will be just as neces-
sary as ever for the United States, or
any other natlon, to be ready to de-
fend its intereats by force If arbitra-
tion Is refused.

Raliway Men Whe Want to Keep

at Work.

The 400,000 rallwny men In train
service who threaten to strike do not
look so Imposing when we read that
more than 35,000 workers In the em-
ploy of the Pennsylvanin Ralirond
nlone have sighed a petition protest.
Ing against a strike and asking Con-
gress to enact lawa compelling arbl-
tration In an industrinl crisis such as
the present.

As a matter of fact the great maes
of rallway employees want only to he
allowed to keep at work. There nre
1,800,000 of them who are not nsking
for an elght hour day ss a basis of
wages, Shopmen, clerks, switchmen,
telegraphers and the rest outnumber
the trainmen nine th two. These em-
ployees cannot see why they should
he jobless and unpaid while a small
minority Is using force to galn lts
wholly pecuniary ends. A strike
means wsevere hardship for the
1,800,000 with neither gain nor com-
pensation at the close,

The tralnmen are only 18 per cent.
of rallway workers, The plea of the
other 82 per cent. for the arbitration
of the trainmen's demands, so that
they ean continue to work in pence
and security, ought to be loud enough
to be beard not only In Congress but
in the Blue Room of the White Honse.

Republiean and Moese in California.

Judged hy
his Influence the Progressives might
expect to run Mr. Hucaes's campnign
themselves ; but Jouxsox s not the
I'rogréssive party, and if the vete for
Sepator be tnken as o test there were
two yenrs ago about ax many organi-
zatlon Republicuns as Progressives in
Cullfornin. Since Mr. Huanes's nomi-
nation, which both Colonel RooseveLr
nnd Governor Jonxsox have indorsed,
n new count would undoubtedly show
that the Republicans are considerably
In the lead.

That the Progressivea shonld he
well represented In the management
of the Republliean eandlidnte's eam-
paign Mr. Hvanes himself has prob-
ubly Intimated, but he is wise not to
take sldes in any local quarrel, The
natlonnl Issue of defenting President
Wisox and restoring the Government
to the Republican party should, not be
complicated with the feud between the
Republicans and the Progressives in
the State.

and deaigning allen races. The Fill-
pinos may regard the American Gov-
ernor-General, who will remaln, as
an Incumbrance, but his power to In-
terfere with them will he restricted.
They need give no concern to a for-
eign enemy, for It will be Incumbent
upon the United States to protect
them with Its military forces.

As to the preamble to the hill,
which solemnly sets forth that It has
always been the Intentlon of the
United States to grant the Isiande
Independence when a stable govern-
ment has been establishad, why should |
a practieal Fllipino who knows the
history of the Islands, and something
about International relations In tho
Far East, bother his head about the
matter? Under the new act he will
enjoy nall the advantages of Indepen-
dent government without Incurring
the responsibility of maintaining an
army and navy to preserve them. The
soverelgn Unlted States will look af.

RED HOUSE PIGEONS.
Where Early New Yorkers Went for a

Little Sport at the Traps.

To Tug Evtror or THE S8UuN—Eir: The
reminiscences you have heretofore pub-
lished about Cato’'s and the Red House
are not only interesting to the general
reader but {nvaluable to students of
local history. On account of this it In
instructive to recall some additional
data concerning the latter resort, which
wan opened much later than Cato's

Originally the residence of Willlam
McGown, of the McGown's Pass family,
the Hed House was rented Ly an arso-
ciation of gentlemen and occupled polely
for plgeon shooting: it was named after
the well known house and grounds used
for the same sport near Londop. ‘The
death of three of the principal stock-
holders and patrons Induced the others
to dispose of the lease. The place was
then employed as a public roadhouse,
for which It was admirably adapted.
One of your correspondents stated that
it was so opened in 1836, but M. W.
Newman, who wrote of “The City In
1332, tells of a drive fram town to
Cato's and then a stop at the Ted
House, “where we found a great many
teama and people on the sime errand
ar ourselves. Game, oysters and their
acceswories were the order of the day
there., with horse talk and sporting.'
In 1834, B. Demarest, ita first boniface,
siated in the Courler and Enquirer of
July 7 that “this retired and delightful
summer resort is but s few rods he-
yond the six mile stone, on the bank
of the Harlem River,” and was open for
visltors. He still catered to pigeon
shoolers, having “the best birds for the
trap constantly in readiness.”

Cato's was on the old Post Road at
Fifty-fourth street and the Red Hotse
wan at 106th street. Two older resorts,
one the Dove Tavern of Revolutlonary
renown, and Dydes, dating from 180%,
were wiso on that famous road. Dyde
occupied the country seat of Colonel
HSmith nat Bixty-first street, near the
river, who married Abigall, only daugh-
ter of Presldent Adams.
