Then they disappear for a little over a
month and reappear again for a period
and finally disappear entirely until the
following year.

The. channel baas la considered by an-tlt-

In the New Jersey section as the
gainest fih, pound for pound, that can
t taken surf fishing, and Is justly en-

titled to the designation given to It many
years ago of llio "bulldog of the deep."

It lias been compared with tho striped
bass, which has been referred to as the
"racehorse." The llrst rush of a striped
baas Is swifter than that of a channel
bass, but after being played and landed
on the beach It Is "all In." ,

Not so with the channel bass, The
writer saw a recent instance of their
sameness which proves their claim to
never giving In.

On August 2 while fishing at New In-
let. N. J., Mrs. Horace C. Klaher, an ex-
pert woman angler, landed a channel
bass which tipped the. scales at 39 H
pounds, which Is, I think, the rcconl
channel bass caught by a woman surf
fishing.

Where to rind Channel Rats.
Channel bass travel northward In

and a noted place to catch them
Is Topsail's Inlet, North Carolina, n
ahort distance from Wilmington. They
generally appotir there about May 15:
they continue travelling toward th
north until they reach different Inlets,
at which they hover. In New Jerse
they generally mako their appearance
at the following places: Townsend's
Inlet, Corson's Inlet. Ocean City. New
Inlet and north point of llarnegat In-

let, which rcetiis to be their nor(herl)
limit on their early run.

This year the first one taken nt New
Inlet was on June 12. the same date a
that of last year. I also learned thnt
the first was also taken at Ocean City
on tha same day.

Channel bass feed nround the Inlets
until tho early part of August, when they
seem to fchool up and go out In deep
water, where they aojourn until about
September 10, when they again make
their uppearunce, only at this time In-

stead of being confined to the Inlets
alone, are found scattered all along the
beach from Cupu May northward to Sea-aid- e

Park.
An exception to this rule occurred

last fall, when n school of them struck
In us far north as Deal JIeach. near
Asbtiry Park. Last year In the fall run
they were all taken on the same day,
September 12, nt the folowlng places,
many miles npart: Corson's Inlet.
New Inlet. Heach Haven, Itarncgat
City, Seaside Park and Deal Heach, and
remarkable to say the first run In the
fall of each year Is very close to the
aame day annually.

Why It Is that they migrate out Into
deep water In August, where they have
been seen In schools of thousands by
fishermen, and nt which time they
seem averse to taking the hook. Is a
mystery which will probably be for-v- er

unsolved ; ami equally mysterious
Is- - why when they again reappear In-

stead of being found only In the In-

lets they are scatter all along the
fcsachea.

"Huk" Follow Migrations.
Many an angler after catching his first

channel bass becomes n "bug" on the
subject, and the writer knows a number
of anglers who follow them In their mi-

grations from Florida to their northern
habitats. The worst feature is that often-
times It causes the angler t" lack Interest
thereafter In the catching of the smaller
Tnrietles of fish.

The tackle neeessaty to handle them
should be tho h;st: the rod a strong

pllt himb'.'o or sreenheatt nnd a 00 reel
capable of holding 000 feet of IS thread
line, n three Any swivel to one end of
which Is attached tl.o sinker, on the
Other end the line, and to the third a two
foot twisted rM leader or piano wire, If
you prefer, and a 0 or hook.
