''Time and Half Par Overruled.
Representatives Kltchln nnd Adam-o- n

coirplcted n first draft of their bill
early This original draft called
for an eight hour day with "time and
a half for overtime. After the House
leaders had seen 1'resldtnt Wilson nnd
J'oitmastcr-CJrner- ul llurlesun there was
n revision of the bill nnd as Introduced
It contained provision for pro rata pay
for till overtime woik. Them was also
added n section proldlng for the punish-
ment of any person violating the eight
hour,law.

Abandonment of the "time and a half
pajr provision Is understood to hao been
uggeated by the l'resldrnt, who Informed

the House leaders that tlil proposal was
hot In his original programme outlined
pa the trainmen and tliut the emploecs
were willing to waive the Increase.
, As soon aa the Administration bill was
Introduced In the House members became
optimistic concerning the outlook for
averting a strike and for an early ad-

journment of Congress. Hepresentntlve
Keating, Colorado, one of the "pro-labo- r"

members of the Hniuse, said ha
had reason to liellcvo that the bill would
m entirely acceptable to the brother-hood- s.

"I believe the strike will be averted
by this legislation," ho mid, "and that

n early adjournment of Congress li In
Ight"

The House leaders believe the Senate
frill accept their bill with the O. K. of
the President and that the strike danger
will pass within forty-eig- ht hours. Even
If there should lo delay In the Senate
House leaders doubt whether the brother-
hoods would stage a strlku In the midst
of remedial legislation constituting a vic-
tory for their cause.

). . 1. Opposition In Iloas.
There Is practically no doubt of the

passage of the bill In the House by a
substantial mnjorlty. There will be con-
siderable opposition from Republican
source, but this will lie rather perfunc-
tory. Republican leasers privately ex-

pressed the opinion this afternoon that
the Administration bill constitutes pre-
cipitate and onesided legislation ; that It
has a decided pro-lab- tinge and the
railroads have been given short shrift.

There Is also n feeling In Republican
etrclss that politics Is not entirely elimi-
nated from the situation nnd that the
brotherhoods arc standing, watch In
hand, In n threatening attitude over the
legislative branch of the Government.
Nevertheless tho opposition to the bill
does not appear to be formidable and the
apparent einercency will soften the fight
against the Administration measure.

The passage through the upper house
present the greatest difficulty. Two or
three Senators, or even one. who might
be disposed to fk'ht could block the pro-
ceedings. This possibility Is the chief
cause for apprehension.

President Wilson will be In his room
at the Capitol when tho Senate meets,
and has arranged to spend all of the
forenoon then aiding In putting the leg-
islation through. At il o'clock In tho

he leaves for Sadow Lawn, his
summer home In New Jersey, where on
Saturday ho Is to be untitled formally of
his nomination for reelection. A special
messenger will be started for shadow
tawn with the eight hou- - 1 ax soon as
II Is passed, nnd tho President will sign
It there.

Gold Standard Abroad Must

Circular Warns.

Never iifls there been n more Inop-

portune time for the general adoption of
the eight hour day, Is the concltwlon
reached in the September circular of tho
National City Dank, which proceeds to
analyze the railway wage, question, and
with It nK a text to proceed to n survey
of the question of world economics.

"When It Is said that society has made
up Its mind to Accept the eight hour day,
arc wo to understand that society has
concluded to work less, produce lees and
to Ira less ambitious than In the vast?"
the treatise asks by way of preface.

Then It Is pointed out that the with-
drawal of millions of men from Industry
for service In the armies of Europa has
advanced the prices of all the necessaries
of life. The circular continues: "Their
hoarded gold, reptesenttng tho savings of
generations. Is coming to us to pay for
fond and raiment. It Is Incumbent upon
us to do our utmost to supply their needs.
No other country has Industries capable
of meeting the demand.

Time for Kztra Labor.
"To Insist urion leading an easier life

at such a tlmo would be like taking n
holiday when work was needed to save
people from starvation. If the fartH
were seen In all their true relations the
American people would tolerate nothing
of the sort Common sense, common
p.itilotlsm and common sympathy with
and loyalty to humanity the world over
call upon tho people of this country to
work now as they never have worked
before. The fact Is that there never has
been a more Inopvortuno tlmn than the
present for doing anything that wrll have
the effect of curtailing production or

Even should there be no strike, the
transportation facilities of the country
arc Inadequate to tnoe the stimulated
output of our mines and factories to
market. It Is asserted, the outlook for

BRINGS GUARD HOME

Released Beglmcnts to Be Con-

Buffalo, Jersey City, St. Louis
and Kansas City Units Also

Ordered Back.

Wasiiikoton, Aug. SI. President Wil
son has sanctioned an order of the War
Department for the return of enough sea
soned National Guardsmen from the Mex

ican border to put each State organlta-tlo- n

In n condition of military prepared-
ness to copo with any labor dlshorders
that may result from the threatened rail-

road strike.
In addition to the 15,000 troops whose

return to tho big railroad terminals was
ordered last night by Secretary of War
llakcr, after a conference with the Presi-
dent, other State organizations aro to be
speedily rcenforcrd. Secretary Baker to-

day declined to say how many thousand
more troops would be affected. He Inti-
mated, however, that tho movement
would be made as soon as expedient.

It Is understood that the orders by the
War Department last night will bring
the Third New York Infantry to Huffalo
and the Tourteenth nnd Suventy-tlrs- t
N'ew York to New York city. The Klrst
Missouri Infantry will be rushed to St.
Louis nnd tho Third Missouri Infantry to
Kansas City. The I'lflli California will
letum home from Kaglo Pass and the
I'ourth Maryland will go to llaltlmore.
The Klrst and Fourth New Jersey will
returdn to Sea Ulrt.

Avoids the Labor Phasa.
When his attention was called to the

fact that the troops were being sent to
strategic railroad centres, Secretary
Uaker said :

"I cannot say anything at all about
that. I cannot discuss any phase of It."

When the troops reach tho railroad
termluil centres to which they have been
ordered they will be held In readiness
where they can be demobilized at n mo-
ment's notice for any call by the State
(Joernors.

Secretary linker said conditions on the
border had ImproveJ and that this per-
mitted the troops to he withdrawn with-
out seriously aiTectWit the security of
the border. He nditrd that approxi-
mately tl.uoo National Juardsmn were
on their way to the border now to re-
place part of those recalled. Army oftt-ce- rs

say border conditions have ben un-
changed for two months nnd that the
political reasons wn-"- governed their
protracted stay on the border will be
swept aside In face of the Administra-
tion's fear of Intcrnil disturbances In
connection with the strike.

Troop Trains Will De Moved.
In response to questions Secretary

Haker declined to say whether or not the
Government could move troop trains

of strikers. Out he Intimated
that the trains would be moved.
