names, all fairly descriptive.

For tho moment the purple tones
are given prominence a prominence
that Is calculated to make one hesl-tut- o

about choosing anv one of them,
not because they are not bcautr.ul, but
becauso they are likely to bo worn
too generally. Already tho milliners
have floated the purple hat to popu-
larity with all classes, and before the
season Is fairly on the fastidious
woman will bo tired of the purple
hat she chose enthusiastically from
the first showing of autumn millinery.

Tho same oversucccssful career
may await tho purple fabrics; but
thero aro many wonderfully lovely
shades among them, nnd some of these
shades In exclusive materials may
survive tho deluge. Most of tho Im-

ported purple materials, whether dark,
or light, havo a slightly reddish tone,
and the domestic stuffs too exploit
many of the reddish, fruity purples,
though on tho wholo they arc bluer In
tone.

Wine shades approach the border-
land of the purples In some cases, but
Burgundy nnd Dordeaux and simitar
wlno reds are extremely modish nnd
have been taken up very enthusiasti-
cally In Paris.

There aro somo new greens among
tho handsomest materials greens of
bronze tone, most of them, though
thcro aro exceptions to this even
among the dark greens, and many
clear and bright greens aro offered In
lighter shades.

"Haricot rouge," kidney bean red.
btvouao are only less popular than
the wine reds; and mahogany, that
trying and unadaptable color, Is being
pushed.

The browns are possibly tho most
satisfactory line of shades shown, nnd
though one hears less about them thnn
about tho purples and reds It would
not be surprising If In the long run
they proved to bo the favorites of the
winter season. They range from light-
est beige nnd champagne down
through castor and such medium
shades as marron to tho very dark
tete de negre, or African brown, nnd
the Java brown, which Is a new tone
nkln to theso two.

Ilelge takes on various tones, all
modish, some moro gray than brown,
others more brown than gray, and all
soft and lovely. The grays, too, run
throuh Innumerable tones, some of
them differing but very slightly, yet
Individual for nil that; and espe-
cially in velvets grays aro very desir-
able.

All of tho gold and mustard nnd
lemon nnd orange toned yellows nre
Included In the new showing, nnd an
unending piuce-wilu- ii of pink, roi and
light red tones flies before one's eyes
wherever materials nre displayed. As
for blues there is n end to the varia-
tions upon the word blue. Illeu Vlerges
Is a new arrival; ratrouchkn is nn
attractive medium tone; Hague Is soft
tout rather Ineffective (hence the
name?); Fornudo Is a good very dark
blue dashed with gray; I'etrogrnd has
a touch of green In It. and ull of the
blues familiar during the past year are
repeated. No one save the makers
will remember tho name; but they
have a certain Interest, as huvc the
names of the new fabrics.

There are tho cloths, for example.
Tho handsomest of them have soft
velvety surfaces; and because wo
learned several seasons ago to asso-
ciate this sort of surface with velours
de lalno nnd duvetyn we will prob-
ably lump all of these ultra modish
cloths under tho heads of velours de
lalne nnd duvetyn; but the manu-
facturers and Importers know better.

There are velours do lalnes and
duvetyns, to be sure; but there nro
tho suede weaves, too, suede glare,
suede twill, &c, nil suggesting suede
leather In finish, but differing in weave
nnd weight. The chenille cloths are
thicker than velours de, lalne, but
wonderfully light. Glbellnes nre
silky, hairy, lighter in weight than
ever before. Mnquette Is a new wool
with a velveltllke pile. Gluveskln
cloth Is whnt Its name Implies. Snake-ski- n '

has a slightly rough though soft
surface.

Serges, gabardines, broadcloths and
variations upon them aro les ex-

clusive than tho velvety woollens,

An evening frock of white

but still modish and more practical
for hard wear than most of the others,
nnd tweeds and friezes and homespuns
nre with us as usual and In many new
colorings.

Checks, very often self-tone- d but
also In happy and new combinations
of color, are to bo worn In many kinds
of cloth, and some very subdued nnd
beautiful plaid woollens aro among
tho high class Imported stuffs, but
strlpus figure very little nmong
woollens; are Indeed less In evidence
throughout all mnterlals than they
have been In somo time. Taffeta and
velvet stripes in ono tnno effects are
exceptions to this ruling, nnd somo
very good looking autumn models
havo been made up in theso materials.

Ono frock that has pleased the buy-
ers is a distinctly Napoleonic concep-
tion whose full but straight skirt Is
caught In a little at tho bottom to
hint at First Empire and Dlrcctolro
scantness. This skirt Is of widely
striped taffeta and velvet In all black,
the bodice Is of black velvet with
sleeves of sliver lace anil n clovcrly
ndjusted scarf of light red on the
cerise tone.

Another good model has a skirt of
smoky gray velvet and taffeta stripe
and a straight Moyen Ago bodlco or
smock of gray Velvet embroidered
lightly In dull gold and edged here und
there with fur.

Sntlns aro numerous and ore, it Is
said, to be worn greatly. Their color-
ings nre legion and lovely nnd some
of the one tone brocaded Batlns aro
particularly exquisite. Apropos of
brocades, metallic brocades of many
kinds are displayed and some par-
ticularly gorgeous examples have a
ground of brocade In many cleverly
blended colors, over which a gold de-
sign entirely Independent of the other
design Is thrown, the effect being In-

describably rich and harmonious, yet
curiously soft.

Ilrocade taffetas and taffetas In
which stripe and brocade are com-
bined nre again liked, and there Is a
new faille that promises well. Faille
matinco, it Is called, and though Its
weave Is finer than that of the ordi-
nary faille, It has a soft crlspness that
will recommend it to one who likes
n skirt to flare even though robbed of
nil supportlngs, horsehair, Ac. All of
the failles and Gros de Londres weaves
nro selling well, and, so far, though
many skirts have ccllaped. much
fulness Is retained and a flare Is not

i out of order. What will come later
remains to be seen; but the movement
Is unquestionably toward stralghter
and scanter skirts, and the later win-
ter may see this movement ncceler-ute- d,

In whleh case satins will prove
mora adaptable than faille and its

. kindred.
i Satin models are numerous even

now, not only among the little trotting
frocks of dark tones, but In afternoon

Is a double faced satin that shows

It takes
dally nnd hourly effort and watchful-
ness to make the child use tho para-
lyzed part and so restore It to a nor-
mal condition," says Miss Alma L.

Hospital. Miss Guy. working with Vr

Suppose a little girl
has her right arm paralyzed, Never
for ono minute and when 1 say 'one
tnlnuto' I mean 'ono minute' must
she bo allowed to use the left arm be-

causo It Is easier. Tou must always
Insist that she make tho mental ef-

fort un well ns tho physical effort to
use the paralyzed part,

"When a child fusses or says 'can't,' "
Ml-- s Guy continued earnestly, "the
caretaker Is apt to say, 'l'oor little sick
baby!' and let him havo his own way -
a most mistaken Idea of kindness: A
child Is so wonderfully ndaptublo that
he will let tho paralyzed arm lung
helpless every tlmo and content him-
self with making the well arm do
double duty. How I long to make
every parent, every nurse, understand
that they must work every minute, al-

ways encouraging, always insisting
that tho paralyzed part bo used no
matter how hard It is both on child
and nurse. Tho child must bo edu-
cated every now step of the way, every
moment of the day. I havo spent so
much of my life working with handi-
capped children that I feel I cannot
speak too strongly concerning the pre.
ventlon of permanent paralysis,

very rich child under my cure once
who was paralyzed on the right sldo.
He was 7 years old and his governess,
feeling that a seven-year-ol- d child
should dreas himself, disregarded nil
my advice nnd taughr that boy to
drew and undress himself, using his
left hand, praising him 'because he
was so big!' After that I could never
teach that right hand to button or
unbutton,
