The modern double Is practically a re-

quest for the partner to do something,
and the redouble Is an aslst for the
player who Is doubled. The old style as-
sist, before the one trick double came
Into vogue, was to go on with the suit. If
the dealer bid u spade and the second
hand bid something else, the third hsud
assisted by bidding more spades.

It Is rt.illy astonishing haw few players
realize the limitations of nsslstlng hands,
or take Into account the fart that they
have ben credited with two tricks and
that those two ar already in the pari
ner's bid.

There are certainly a thouand rases
of unjustifiable assists where thre would
be one unwarranted redouble. Take this
hand, plajed at the Kuickel hooker Whist
Club cm May 18 last, tho dealer sat west:
