"It may be Important that hern or
there j hull be a ehanso in the vhi!i
scale. 1 know not. It Is a matter for
careiui examination.

There Is something that precedes
any demand, however, and that Is the
willingness to abide by tho results of
reaaon.

to Col. Krederlc V. Abbott. Coni--s of
Knglneers, U. S. A who presided, tho
desire of the board Is to dlcoer what
changes should be made in tho piescnt
permitted anchorages at l'.lker'n Island,
Jilach Tom and tlrave.end Hay In the
Interest-- ! of public safety.

Dr. McKclimi of Jersey City explained
that these anchorages are p, rmlttcd
under the old Kngllsh tabic of ".safe dls.
tances," according to which they are
safely beyond the ra'llus In which an
explosion might endanger neat by cities
This table has been proved fallacious,
