RISING DEATH RATE

DISTURBS EXPERTS

Leaps to 80 Per Cent, as Epi-

demic in Infantile Par-

alysis Wanes.

LECTURES TO TEACHERS

City Instructors Hear Scries

of Talks Regarding Polio-

myelitis Symptoms.

Fifteen hundred principals, assistant
principals and supervisors of physical In-

struction In the public schools met at the
Washington Irving High School yester-
day afternoon to listen to the first of a
series of health talks designed to give
them Instruction In the care of chil
dren relative to the epidemic of Infantile
pr.ralysls.

Health matters were discussed In de- -
tall by Commissioner Haven Emerson,
William O. Wlllcox, president or tlie
Board of Education, and Dr. Charles !'.
Holduan, head of the bureau of public
health education, or. C. Ward Cramp
ton, director of physical training and
hygiene In the public schools, presided.

New cases of poliomyelitis reported to
the Health Department totalled thirty-on- e,

a decrease nf seven from the figures
of the previous day. The deaths for the
day were nine, a decrease of nine from
Tuesday. The slight drop In the num-
ber of new cases did not wholly satisfy
Health Department officials or the Fed-
eral officers In charge of Dr. Charles E.
Hanks, who had looked for a much
larger falling off.

Health CertlBcates Necessary.
The Acting City Superintendent of

Schools announced last night that he will
send the following notice to all schools
within a few days:

"In accordance with the recommenda-
tion of the Commissioner of Health chil-
dren who have resided In localities out-
side of the limits of New York city
within two weeks prior to the opening
of the schools September 25 will be re-

quired to present certificates from the
health officials of such localities stating
that they have not resided In Infected
premises and have not been exposed to
any active case of Infantile paralysis
within tha preceding two weeks."

There were some at the Hoard of
Health who expressed the opinion that
If the epidemic does not recede more
quickly tho school opening date may
have to bo postponed a second time. Dr
Emerson was. however, optimistic, and
saw no reason why present plans should
not be carried out.

In commenting on the day's figures the
Health Commissioner said the proportion
of deaths to the number of cases of the
dlscsse Is not more than 2t per cent,
for the entire period of the epidemic. In
the past few weeks, however, the death
rate has been growing steadily. Kor the
week ending yesterday It was more than
30 per cent. To date there have been
8,614 cases and 2,161 deaths.

Iloasltala Discharge IN,
Two hundred and eighty-si- x afflicted

children were discharged from their
homes and from hospitals yesterday.
This Is a lnrger figure than the greatest
number of cases reported on any one
day during the height of the epidemic,
and is looked upon as being decidedly
encouraging.

Dr. Charles E. Banks of the United
States public health service announced
yesterday that erroneous reports circu-
lated that the epidemic had died out were
responsible for confusion In Inspecting
outgoing tralllc. Torsons leaving tlie
city with children still require health
certificates certifying that they do not
come from Infected districts.

Forty new cases of Infantile paralysis
were reported from New Vork State out-
side New York city yesterday and three
deaths. The deaths were, reported from
Poughkeepsle and Goshen. The total of
cases Is now 2.730 and deaths 2SS.

New Jersey reported thirty cases for
the twenty-fou- r hours ending at noon
yesterday, making a total to date of
3,19V cases. The new cases were re-

corded from Newark, 4 ; VlneUnd and
I'lalnfleld. 3 each : Camden. Mercer,
Trenton, Paterson, 2 each; Iodl, Nutley,
Deal, Avon, Relmar and several other
townships, 1 each.
