There has been considerable discussion
of late, especially among the more dis-
cerning laymen, regarding the freer uho
of color In the fronts of commercial
buildings. The feeling for such an In-

novation seems to be fairly widespread.
Many have been Impressed with the
need of some change from the existing
conditions, but through lack of knowl-
edge or experienced oltservation, merely
realized that the prevailing dull tone
wait unsatisfactory nnd should be
relieved.

When color was suggested to them at
a reiX'dy and their attention directed to
a number of examples to be Keen about
the city, they Invariably concluded that
a more liberal utilisation of contrasting
and permanent colors In the designs for
street fronts of buildings would bu a
welcome deviation from the recent
practice.

A contemplation of some of the build-
ings lately erected and remembering the
probable effect of the new zone ordi-
nance , will rewvll ltobcrt Service's de-
scription of London: There confronting
me was street after street of
houses built nil In the same way. Nay, 1

do not cxaggeiate. They were as alike
n nine pins, dirty, drab cubes
Oh. what a welter of architectural
crime I"

So far as commercial architecture la
concerned (this classification Includes
building erected In blocks where the
Income feature Is largely, If not wholly,
the dominating factor nt their Inception)
Fifth avenue from Washington Square
to the Plaza presents almost a chronol-
ogical history of the development of
this type of building In this city. Fortu-
nately for the beauty and attractiveness
of so Important a street, some of the
treatments which mark certain stages
of the evolution were seldom revealed.

Moving northward from the arch
and leaving behind the relics of the
white trimmed red brick domiciles of
a bygone time, the painted und cast-iro- n

embellished houses are found as
reminders also nf a day long past.

A little further along the full de-
velopment of the cast Iron era has lef'
Its monument. This Is followed closely
by the remains of that once papular
but short lived obsession for rook
faced stone. The red pressed brick
and stone combination next mado Its
mark, and that carries us to the In-
diana limestone Invasion, which Is now

much a part of and has exerted so
great an Influence on the work of the
present day.

The upper pirt of the avenue shows
a moro heterogeneous collection of
urch.tt ctur.U. efforts, anion which Is
easily observable the struggle for some-
thing different, something better. The
innny varieties of small fronts that are
scartered along both sides of the street
fhow much thought and care, and while
good design did not always emerge un-
scathed from the conlllet, there Is n
constant tendency toward more adap-
table and better architecture.

Many experiments and numerous Im-

provements were possible In these
smaller facades which would have been
Impracticable In larger elevations, but
the Ideas developed In the adaptation
of material, form and color give excel-
lent suggestions and nny serve as mod-
els for greater structures.

There ure any number nf m is t suc-
cessful creation, gems of arch tectur.il
conception and execution, whbh are a
credit to tlio designers, the owners and
the city.

Here again appears that Influencing
condition, mentioned In a previous arti-
cle, of the owner erecting and occupy-
ing his own premises, a circumstance
that has the most salutary effect upon
the designs for any class of buildings.
The problem presented Is to get builders,
owner and architects who erect build-
ings only for the purpose of sale or
lease, to use the same taste and dis-
crimination.

There l another cycle of architectural
history Illustrated In tho edifices that
ere scattered along this popular e.

Tho work nt the lower end
! generally In the Colonial style, one
of the chief characteristics of which Is
the broad, plain surfaces, enriched at
the .point of natural accent by the

use of refined detail, from
this pleasing nnd dignified beginning the
treatment mounts by multiplying mean-
ingless ornament to a point where there
is no sp.icn remaining on which to plant
an elaboration. Then n process of elim-
ination rets In nnd the upper part of
the avenue shows a return to tho re-

straint of the Colonial period. Orna-
mentation Is being omitted unless there
Is some very good reason for elaborat-
ing the particular spot or feature, and
then the well studied detail Is given
enough background of plain surface to
brine nut the full beauty and mcaulng
of the design.

While many nf the buildings men-
tioned are very successful, pleasing to
o'thltect and layman alike, each having
Its own particular charm when consid

dency, when taken In groups of a block
or more, for each one to sink Into the
level mass of Its environment nnd loso
Ha Identity. There Is no desire or sug-
gestion to produce freaks that will Jump
out at the observer, but there Is a need
or a pleasing medium between tho ex-

tremes which will add grace and charmto the group nnd yet not forfeit all
claim to separate consideration.

This result, It Is believed, can best
be accomplished by the Intelligent nnd
conservative employment of color In
more liberal quantities than Is the pres-
ent custom. There are several examples
on the Avenue that give more than a
hint as to the possibilities of such treat-
ment, and there are also enough In-

stances to show that there Is a tendency
In this right direction.

There are In other parti of the city
a few notnblc attempts at color decora-
tion of exterior, but those do not seem
to have encouraged any one to repent
or Improve upon the experiments, al-
though each one Is falily successful In
the particular place und purpose for
which It was designed.

The llroadwny Chambers with itsupper stories of d terra cotta
attracted considerable nttcntlon when It
was erected some fifteen years ago. The
Hverett building, at Union Squaje. with
lines a sex ere as a Long Island City
concrete factory Is relieved by a Judi-
cious use of color, and in consequence
presents a very pleasing appearance.

Of the more recent and prosily bet-
ter known examples of color treatment,
the Kdlson shom opposite the l'uhllo
Lihrary, and the Alexander Hulldlng
furtehr up the Avenue, present possi-
bilities that It would be Interesting to
see worked out In larger structures. The
r.ew Astor Market at Ninety-fift- h stseet
and Hrondway, with Its simple lines nnd
colored frieze, possesses character and
an attractive Individuality that could
hardly be attained by any other means.

The new ruilldlii"? now nenrlng com-
pletion In Mfty.sovcnth street opposite
i amegle Hall Is perhaps one of the
most striking effects of color treatment
yet produced. The result Is accomplished
with very little effort or expense and
consists principally In the combined use

f Mund.ird materials. It Is ns satisfy-"- g

as a bit of tavestry. It Is to be
oped that the material Is so prepared

n to resist the ruinous ravages of dust
ltd soot.
The few Instances mentioned only go

o show that there Is no reason why
olnr cannot bo used. One ncedn but to
wk down nny block or think nbout the
"pearancc of the average street to know

why It should be employed.
Within lecent years thero have been

leveloped to many materials both nnt-i-

and manufactured that can be had
n such wonderful ranges of color that

there Is no excuse for a designer being
jnable to satisfy any deslte or meet any
lloblem that he may encounter.' The
necessary supplies are within reach In
luaiuliy nnd quality and at a cost that
L,oes not bar them from tho choavest
structures. It only remains for the

to study the possibilities and take
ailvnntage of the opportunities offered.

The application of color, like any
ither good work, can be overdone : hut

It would be better to have the combined
buildings In any block have the appear-
ance of an Oriental rug rather than the
dirty gray of a cement floor.
