WHITMAN'S DEFEAT
OF SEABURY GROWS

Tabulation of Vote Bhows Gov-
ernor Polled 65 Per Cent,
of Progressives.

MAJORITY TOTALS 5,359

Democratle Managers Sar-
prised by Jadge's Poor Show-
ing in New York City.

Oov, Charles B, Whitman defeated
Judge Bamuel Seabury In ths Progresaive
primary last Tuesday much more de-
cinlvely than waa at first Iindicated, A
tabulation of the vote, completed yester.
day at Whitman headquarters, shows
that the Whitman majority was 5,360
in a total vote of 17,600,

Friends of the Governor are jubllant
now at the showing he made among the
'rprressives, Many Republicans believe
thé result of this primary portends the
denth of the Progressive party a8 a
Biate factor In the general slection.

According to the Intest figures, Gow,
Whitman recelved 11,433 of the votes
cast and Seabury 8,074, showing that ap-
progimately 66 per cent. of the Progres-
sivern who went 1o the polls preferred
the tiovernor. The Governor's majority
In this city was 3,455, while up-Biate It
was L5871, To the surprise of the Whit-
man supporters, the Heabury vete In the
clty was relatively less than up-State,
being 31 per cent. of the vole cast be-
low The Bronx, as compared with 386
per cent. above The Bronx.

Go shead and
manufacture gas and sell it for 80 cents,
and then if it proves Imposaibla to con-
duct your business upon that charge
come back and discuss with us the con-
fiscutory charmcter of this act, and it
