they were good likenesses. And theseportraits show Cleopatra with Irregular
features, bhr ears, small eyes and a
scrawny neck.

Two skeletons, each be.irlng mark" of
violence, have convinced the police of
llrooklyn that n murder farm has been
discovered In the Jamaica Bay iiiohIowh
of the Cannrsle district. There, evi-

dence seems to point, men were killed
und burled beneath the floor of . dl.
reputable timber shuck.

On September U' workmen cIimiIiir
the ground at the comer of liegeman
nventic and l'n'.tll street, found the
skeleton of a man three feet deep In the
sandy soil. There was , hole In tho
skull that Coroner's Physician Charles
A. Wueat declared had been made be- -.

fore death.
Yesterday afternoon, sixteen feet

from this spot a barrel was unearthed.
In It were some clothing and the bones
of a man. Judging from the arrange- -
nient of the bones In the barrel It ap
pearrn tnnt the dead man had been dis-
membered.

In the shack there one .lived an
Italian truck farmer, Joe Verdone. A
woman who shared the shack with him
shot him In the head with a double i

barrelled shotgun on the night or July
7. 1912. She was acquitted on the!
ground of and then disap-
peared. Two years ago. after other
families had lived In It. the shack was
burned.

Unlike the first skeleton, the one found
yesterday bears a clue to the dead man's
Identity. There was a check In the
clothing. It was dated November, 1414,
made out to Ronarlo Passorello and In-

dorsed by Arnaldo de Loctolo on the
Granite Trust Company of Qulncy. Mass.
Detectives are on their war to
locate the Indoraer tf possible.

Detective will guard the plot of
ground where the bones were found to-
day, and the entire surface will be torn
up to see tf more skeletons lie there.
