PLEA FOR STIELOW

TO BE MADE TO-DA- Y

Many Legal Difficulties Con-

front Man Condemned to
Death a Slayer.

MAY RULE OUT PROOF

Recantation by Pcdler Pre-

vents Use of Confession of
Alleged Real Murderer.

(,'hurles Frederick Rtlelow's plea for
another chance to go before a Jury, this
time to prove that he Is not a murderer,
will be heard In Itochentcr
by Adolph J. Hodenbrck, recently ap-
pointed a Justice of the Supreme Court
by Gov. Whitman. Tho three New York
lawyers who will present the argument
for Hllelow Huntjngtnn W. Merchant.
James AV. Osborne and Stuart M. Kohn

will be Joined In Rochester by ex- -
Justice Sutherland.

The lawyers have a ntle of new evi
dence, which they believe places the
killing uf Charles Phelps and Margaret
Wolcott. who were shot in West Shelby,
?. i.. in March, IP in. on the shoulders
of Irving King, a pedler who 1ms re.
pudlated a confession attributed to him,
and Clnrence O'Connell. named as his
accomplice. Hut Mrs. Graco HumMnn,
n lawyer, and Mishn Appclbaum of the
Humanitarian Cult, win have made the
fight to save Stlelow. realise that there
are technicalities of the law, which may
prevent the admission of tlu; evidence
regnrded us most Important. There Is
a similarity of legal difficulties between
this case and that of I.eo Frank.

Confession May Be Ilxcloded.
As the travelling horse trader and

pedler. King, has recanted, the coufes
simi as it now stands may be adjudged
as hearsay evidence, which under the
Inw niy properly be excluded from con
slderatlon by the court In determining
the motion for u new trial.

The newly presented evidence of
Chnrles and Laura l.askey, that Clarence
O'Connell. who lived with them and was
named by King as his accomplice In the
murder, was absent wjth a bugzy on tho
night of the murder; their Identification
of a piece of cloth and blue har.dker
chief as belonging to him. burled lifter
the murder, and their alTulavlts that
O'Connell later shot his horse with a .22
calibre bullet, the samo slae ucd by the
murderers. while having admitted
strength In a charge of murder against
O'Connell. may be ruled out liecauso this
evidence was nvallablc at the time of
stlelow's first trial. Failure to produce
It does not legally Justify Its admission
at the present time. In the opinion of
some lawyers.

Another powerful link of evidence In
the chain forged to free Stlelow of the
murder charge Is the examination by'ex-pert- s

of the bullets taken from
of the murdered mnn and woman. At
the time of the first trial an expert for
the State testified that there were
scratches on these bullets which wre
made defects In the barrel of n

owned by Stlelow. The defence
ha engaged other experts who will tes-
tify that the bullets contain no such
scratches or defects. This evidence was
also available at the time of the first
trial.

Neither Mr. Osborne nor Mr. Merchant
would discuss the legal aspect of the
case 'yesterday. They said no effort or
point of aaw would bo disregarded In
bringing to the court's attention tho
tragic position of Stlelow.

That a man will be sent to his ile.tt'i
when grave doubt surrounds his guilt N
Inconceivable to the many who have

thein-elv- ei In Stlelow. Kuth
Stlelow nnd King hue confessed the
murder and recanted. That placcR them
In the same position. However, expert"
have tistlflfd that Stlelow Is an llllter-at- e

man with the brain of a child and a
vocabulary of not more than !." words.
Ills confe.-slo- n contained .l.'.n words
which It Iv asserted were unMiown to
him. I

The reenntat'on of King was obtained
by the same detective who obtained the
original confession from Stlelow and
was Interested In his conviction because
of the $n,0flo reward. I'vldence of
"third degree" methods employed In ob-

taining the Stlelow confession was one
of the strongest itolnts which caused
Justice Guy t grant a stay of execu-
tion.

NcUou Green, who haa been convicted
as an accomplice of Stlelow, Is an im-

becile. In the opinion of Stlelow's law-
yers he was fnrqcd to confess In much
the same manner as Stlelow. Therefore
no value Is attached to his confession as
corroborative evidence

The argument for a now trial Is ex-
pected to take several hours. District
Attorney Knickerbocker of Orlean
county will oppose the motion and will
be assisted by sumo of the ablest up-
state lawyers.

creased wages are granted. Assistant
General .Manager Flelschnuer sild that
In the circumstances he did no: see how
It was possible for any morning house to
house deliveries of milk tn be made fiom
that drit.

The action of tho men followed a
I'oureretice which II, N. Hallock,

of tlii llorden concern, had
with u committee nf The llion and
lliuliMii strikers, loyal drivers and two
lalsjr delegnies ut tho company's nfllce,
10S . Hudson stleet. In thu afternoon.
The drivers present represented a total
of 47il men employed at eight branch
nations.

"I put Ti up to them this way," said

.Mr. Hallock. "I tokt the drivers that If
tli-i- would tBke nut their wagons to-
morrow (Tuesday l morning we would
Immediately take up with them for con-
sideration any demands tiny had tn
make. I told them that I would call a
meeting nf the employee,-- nt all our
branches In some hull when
we would get together and lilk over the
whole matter. This appeared to be fair
to the men, but those on strike mid they
would have to report yie propni.il nt a
meeting before they could tell
what they would do.

I maintain they have no right
to punish the public ami lose their wnues
pending a settlement. If the present
wage scale ts wrong then we are willing
to consldir tho whole thing."
