'YELLOW BOOK' USED

BY BLACKMAILERS

It Is Turned Over to State's
Hoync nt

Chicago.

Chicago, Sept. 27. A small yellow
book In which the names of Chicago
men of wealth were written was turned
over to State's Attorney lloyno to-d-

for Investigation. The book, nccordlng
to nn Inscription on Its cover, wns the
property of Miss lluda Clndmnn, who Is
at liberty on bonds In connection with
the alleged blackmailing of 13. 11. West of
Chicago and New York.

Petectlves said tho "yellow book" was
a rccotd of tho amount of wine pur-
chased by a number of well known

In their Tho names,
detectives said, were used by 'members
of tho blackmail syndicate, who de-

manded money from the men under
threast of exposing them.

Tho blackmailers of the "syndicate"
wero associated In swindling operations
with tho wlro tapping nnd clairvoyant
trust, broken up when Harney llerlsche.
Frank and Jimmy llyan wcie cenicted
in the Cook County Criminal Court, nc-

cordlng to States Attorney Hoync. The
gang la credited with cleaning up half a
million dollars In Chicago In tho two
years prior to the conviction.

Young, and Trctty Woman
Shot by Mrs. Uelzer Proves

Well Known Singer.

CHICAGOAN RUSHES EAST
