28 —Congressional l
fuventigation of the live stock Industry,
including the production, mirketing
slaughter, distribution sand sale of all
cattle, Is nrked in a resnlution presented
by George 15, Woebb of Ban Angelo, Tex,,
at the firel general pession here fodny |
of the annual convention of the Ameri-
can Pankers: Associntion.

"We fice the alarming fact that for
teranty years the production of cattle
has not kept pace with the Incroase of
population, but has docreased In nume
ber.” the resolution reads, “With thou-
rands of acres of virgin land being |
brought annually under the plough, we '
have reduced our annual average pro-
duction per ncre to about 60 per cent. of
thes production of our wirgin solls, pro-
ducing to-duy less than half the nverage
per acre of Vuropean farms.  Yet our
nation Is in Its infancy.”

Dempite the present prorperity, charae-
terined as the mreatest the country has
ever known, bunkers are making less
profit thmn at any time within the last
twonty years, according to Joseph Chap-
man of Minneapolis. Mintmum rates of
Interest nre pald, Mr, Chapman declured,
although the bankers themselves are
charged the maximum for the money.
