ON SCHOOL GAM

Younger Pupils Will Be Per-
mitted to Play on Only One
Athletic Team.

Atmany, Rept, I8 —Sweeping changes
in athletics are embraced in the compuls
wsory physical training requirements for
secondary schools, made publie by the

State FEducation Department to-day In
accordance with preparedness laws
passed by the Legisiature last spring.

Only those who are physieally fit may
participate In competitions, which must
be under the control of the school au-
thoritien.  Pefore any pupll may try
for n place on a team he munst have A
phyaleal examination and the consent of
hin parents, n registerad physician, the
school prineipal and the district super-
visor of physical tralning. If he meeln
these requirements he can play on only
one athletlc team in & singla athletioc
senmon. In order to prevent excessive
training there is a proviasion that it
must not consume more than six hours
a werk. Tha teachers of athisties, In=-
ecluding conches and trainers, must be
tenchers In the schools

Hehaol  athietle arganizations must
provide for mirls ms well as boys, the
groups belng separated in schools that
are large enourh.

Supervised tralning will  averams
twenty minutes a day. Thers will be
petting up drills at least four times A
day, capable pupiis helping the teachers
as lenders, SBchools having the neces-
apparatus  will have gymnastic
drilla sixty minutes n weck, other achools
eixty minutes of supervised recreation.
Athletio instruction must be such as to
sdovelop good health, good character
anl sportemanly eondner”

Among the permitted subatitutes for
supirvised play are hiking clubs, for-
estry. botany, blology, sanitation, firat
ald, life eaving, scouting, rifie practice,
camping, fence making and bridge bulld-
