The hot
weather of last summer Is blamed for the
falling off In the egg and poultry sup-
ply. Chickens have not regained their
health, uccordlng to South Water
experts, and probably they will not for
months.

The weather also has suppressed the
volume of production of potatoes, onions
nnd caMm(.fc nuwever, there still is
hope of a larger supply ot the latter food.

JOKER SEEN IN SION LAW.

Amendment Said to Permit t'n- -
limited llelifht un Hoofs.

Several civic and trade organizations
have discovered whit they believe to be
a Joker In the amendment to the ordi-
nance on signs which was Introduced at
the meeting of the Hoard of Aldermen
on September 26 by Alderman John T
Eagan and referred to the Committee on
Hulldlngs. where It Is still undergoing
consideration. Under thla measure ad-
vertising signs may rencli any height, It
Is asserted.

Section 213 limits the height of roof
signs with a tight, closed or rolld sur-
face to 31 feet above the roof level, and
roof structures without such surfaces to
11 feet on tlreproof buildings, and 10
feet on buildings. All roof
signs must be set back at least tlx feet
from the face of the front and roar walls,

It Is asserted by opponents of tlm new
