"Fixing Slslr," Credited to
Elusive Blond Pluywrlght,

at the Maxinc Elliott.

Ths blond William Hodge returned to
Xew York last night In a new play by
the elusive Iawrcnc Whitman, who Is

tha Grorara Poelvln of playwrights. It
has of courso been said that Mr. Whit
man, who supplies Mr. Hodge wlUi his
plays, la a slender and blond young man
with a, smooth face and pompadour hair.
These are also the striking physical at
tributes of Mr. Hodge, us his Urgo fol-
lowing well knows. Probably for that
reason It has bocn said that playwngnt
and actor are tho same. At all events
they were again collaborating last night
at Maxlne i:;ilott's Theatre in u piay
called "Fixing Sister."

Xelther was au te so "hick" an they
wero on their last appearance here In

Tho Koad to Happlnss," which turnei
out to be u blind alley, so far as the
metropolis was concerned. No, last night
Mr. Hodge and Mr. Whitman were in
toclely. Which put tho other there was
not made clear, but tho scene of the new
play Is Xe.w York, thero are one of tle
lxiuls drawing rooms specifically the
nfteenth of the dynarty and a bridge
whist party. Kvery theatregoer Knows
that the last word In stage Is it
bridge party.

Forced o Itescne Mster.
If these out and visible hlgns of real

society were not enough to conduce the
inotl scpth'al theatregoer, there were no
lesa than two persons or title In tho play.

Indeed It was to save his sister from
their machinations that the young man
nf business Importance camo out of the
West.

Jhc had become obsessed with the ra
cial Idea huddenly absorbed here, and be
lug still unasslmllated It was likely to

ad her Into trouble. llalng arrive
from his Kansas City home to rescue his
sister Mr. Hodge set out to do tho work
thoroughly.

Mr. Hodge's adventures turned out to
be a rather prolonged monologue. He
did all the talking naturally, with oc.
caslonal Interruptions from the other
characters. They were really society In
lis purest essence. They never talked,
but "conversed." They did not leave.
but "departed." This elegance or die.
tlon did not prevent the hero from flick.
lug his cigarette ashes on tho floor of
the "Louis ' drawing room.

The dramatic climax of the play came
when some supposed policemen raided
the fashionable sister's bridge party.
which sh said was to be followed by
"refined dancing" and other diversions.
Tho two Kngllsh Impostors were expound
quite us they might have been In a play
written as a first exercluc In under
graduate dramaturgy. The curtain did
not fall until the visitor from Kansas
City had become engaged to marry the
young woman on whom his middle West
heart was set.

Seemed Walking In Ilia Sleep.
Mr. Hodge was as usual natal und

suppressed. He was so suppressed dur-
ing tho second act that he seemed to be
walking and talking In his sleep. When
pretty and clever Miriam Collins- - fell
Into this same mood In a lovo scene the
effect was uncanny. It was difficult for
the spectators to believe that they wero
not also falling aclrep. But there was
moro than one suggestion of that poh.il- -

blllty. Thn play during Its four acts
suffers from several prolonged attacks
of suspended animation.

Mr. Hodge's style of comlo acting; Is
said to have many admirers and they
will find what they like In Its very beet
state In his new play. It would eoem to
require a great admiration for Mr.
Hodge's personal achievements to learn
to lova "Fixing Sister." But It may be
possible.

"When I became engiged to marry
your father." says the Duchtia da Plata-tor- oi

In "The Gondoliers," "several of
my relatives bet me that I could never
learn to lova him. But I did desper-
ately."

So It may be possible for tha sake ot
Mr. Hodge for his admirers to learn to
love "Fixing Sister." But would It ever
be "desperately"?

MAJOR VI. WARNER

OF MISSOURI DIES

Last. Illness Believed to Have
Been Caused by Work

for fl. A. 11.

Kansas Citt. Mo.. Oct. I. Major
William Warner, former United States, Z) fe(, p,nt.,ar( f01. ru.,,nlno beauty
Henatnr from .Missouri, died at his home
here this afternoon.

Major Warner wns Vnllrd StaicM
Henator from 1!0T. to 1311. He was born
In Lafayette county, Wis.. Juno 11, 1SIU.
and was educated nt l.awrenco Uni-
versity, Wisconsin, and the University
of Michigan. Ho served with Wisconsin
volunteers during the civil uar, reaching
tho rank of Major.

At tho close, of the war he opened a
law ofllcc In Kansas City. Two years
later he wu elected city attorney, In
189 he woh elected circuit attorney and
In 1S71 ho was elected Mayor. Upon tho
conclusion of his term he resumed the
practice of law, but In 1SS2 ho was un-
pointed fulled Htates District Attorney
for thn western district of Missouri. He
held this post until ISS4. In ISO, from
19o3 lo 190r.. He was defeated for the
United SUnles Senalo In I mv.--

.. but was
elected It Congress, where he remained
for two terms. In 102 ho was Kcpubll-ca- n

candidate for Governor, but was de-

feated. In ll'OS ho was chairman of tho
committee which notliled Mr. Taft of his
nomination. Ho was delegate lo practi-
cally all tho Bepubllcan conventions fiom
IS72 to 1S9S.

Major Warner was first Department
Commander of tha (i. A. It, In Missouri,
and was national commander In thief In
1S8 und 139. Ho had alwa been
active In G. A. R affairs, and his Illness
was reported lo liavo been brought on
by his work In connection with the recent
encampment at Kansls City of that
organization.
