Itecords nro kept of all reported
cobra bites, which produce 4.R0O

.deaths nnd 20,000 wounds annually,
The lnstltuto urges tho authorities of
other sections of Brnzll to orgnnlze
similar relief stations for the prompt
udmlnlBtrntlon of antitoxin, and of
fers to exchnngo tho latter for sup-

plies of tho cobra poison, which It
requests. Instructions for tho admin.
titration of the antidote are sent with
pitch purkiign. It has been practically
klcmonstrnted thnt thcro are four
groups of snnkep, and that from each
n special antitoxin may be prepared
hat Is effective only In cases of pol

toning bv tho samo kind of snake.
An antitoxin prepared n French

laboratories from the venom of ser
pouts obtained In British India falls
to act ngnln.st tho bites of Brazilian
Fniikoo.

But tha
greatest grasshopper of all, a gold one,
went nhove the roof In the form of a
vane. The grocers of London, proud
of Sir Thomas, adopted the grasshop-
per as the sign of their trade. The
vane was a landmark. "I was
wrote Thomas Hood, "under Sign
of the Grasshopper,"

In 1579, but the grasshopper lived on.

SYMPATHETIC STRIKES.

An Advocate of Unionism Benonnces
Them as Criminal.

To tub Editor or Tub Bun Blr: No
mentally sound, right thinking and right
feeling American cltlten, native or nat-
uralized, exercises the leatt measure of
antagonism toward tha striking of the
members of a labor union, provided it
be conducted without exhlbltlona of vio
lence against their employers or their
property or being dlsregardful of the
publlo peace. Labor unlonltm, conducted
within the law, Is not and
therefore hat the Indorsement of a large
percentage of the population of this re-

public. But when It comes to the call
ing out of hundreds of thousands of
wage earners associated with other labor
unions hating no affiliation whatever
with or material Interest In tho status
of the striking labor union, that Is an-

other question entirely.
The hinting even at such a call by

any labor union lender (or nilsleader,
rather) would be utterly shameless, and
ho should bo Instantly arrested and
promptly dealt with by the Grand Jury,
swiftly tried and convicted and Caged
for many years as a Just penalty for his
unpardonable crime ngalnst not only
the publlo peace but also the best In
terest of legally organized labor unions
themselves. This matter has gone suffi-

ciently far along the wrong road to
Justify our Qovernor In convening the
Legislature In special session to enact
a statute carrying with It heavy penal-
ties for the sympathetic strike, denulna
American liberty It bttng eyetematlcally
undermined by polltloo-lnduetrl- al license,
aye, crookedness.

A LAYMAN'S THEORY.

Cans of Infantile Faralyilt at Seen
by an Experienced Bntlder.

To tub Editor or Tws Bon Sir: I
believe that physicians should make re-

search Into tha disease known as the
caisson sickness, more familiarly known
as the bends, and nota the striking simi-
larity of that attack to that of Infantile
paralysis. I have witnessed the symp-
toms of both carefully.

Anything which tends to lower the
vital resistance of the human system
tends to promote caisson Illness; nnd
workmen operating underground, par-
ticularly In caisson and tunnel construc
tion and In damp atmosphere filled with
poisonous gases, suffer sooner or later,
but by a dry air ventilation In caissons
and tunnels the percentage of Illness
drops very muc'.t er.d the polluted air
has no longer the usunl depressing ef.
fects on the workmen. It Is known that
during the con iretlng In the cilons and
tunnels, when there Is considerable more
dampness than usual, the percentage of
the disease Is hither.

The following nro the symptoms of
caisson disease Identical with those of

Infnntlle paralysis: Perspira-
tion, pains In the pit of the elomacih
and Joints, vomltlnir nnd great difficulty
In holding food nr liquid In the stomach.
fever and constipation.

In about 85 per cent, of the cases Ob
served paralysis has been a character
Istlo symptom. Tlie degree of paralysis
varies from slightly Impaired sensations
or numbness of extremities to a com
plete los of sensation and motion in
the affected parts, which are most fre
quently the legs and lower part of the
o"y- - sometimes unconsciomness en
UM IU'1 b disease varies from a fow

hours to several weeks, and It fatal
when congestion of the brain or spinal
cord Is reached,

As we had so much damp, poisonous
weather In the spring nnd summer, I
believe that these diseases are associ-
ated. The overground atmosphere 1s not
as Heavy ns the underground, so the
victims to the nttaek were young children
and Infants, whose constitution are sus
ceptible. Even tha trees and foliage
have been nffected this season ns never
before In my recollection. Therefore I
believe that both diseases are caused
through atmospheric conditions, which
alone will yet be held responsible for
this scourge, nnd not the bite of a rnt
flea, exposed garbage. Impure food, milk.
Ae., thnt have, been nt different times
suggested ns the came.

I havo never heard this theory ad-
vanced before, and feel It Incumbent
to tell the public nnd physicians what
little I know nnd have had occasion
to observe through experience.
