St. Lofts, Oct. 1. Elimination of

the word "obey" In tho promise of the
women In the imrrlage service was
recommended In a minority report of
the Joint commission on common prayer,

submitted to tho House of Deputies of
tho Protestant Kplscopal denerat Con-

vention hero
The house referred It back to the

commission on prayer book on . the
ground that tho present convention does

not .have time to give proper attention

to all proposed changes In the marriage
ceronvony, In the catechism and In tho

Institution of clergymen. These Hies-tlon- s

cannot come before the General
Convention again for tnree years.

Tho minority report recommended
that the present Injunction beginning
"Wilt thou obey him and serve him?'
be changed to "Wilt thou love him, com-

fort him, honor and keep him, In sick-

ness and In health; and, forsaking nil
others, keep thee only unto him so long
a ye shall live?"

The minority report suggested aiso
the omission of the words "and with all
my worldly goods I thee endow" In the
service. An argument advanced was
that the expression "endow" Is a relic
of old Kngllsh law, tinder which the
dower rights of wot en were guaranteed,
and that y the question Involved Is

a civil one to be taken for granted. It
also was proposed to expunge the ex-

pression "as Isaac and Itebecca lived
faithfully together." Ac, and merely say
"living faithfully together."
