While chasing a pickpocket last night

even chance for life.

McNulty, had Just arrested Vernon
Rrachausen. a striking conductor, of
I8SI Lexington avenue, on a charge of
throwing stones through the window of

Lexington avenue trolley car. A
crowd followed them to the East 104th
street station, nnd was getting unruly
Van Dam and William Hetnmann, a ser
geant of the Home Defence League,
went out to restore order when a well
dressed man, shouting "Stdp, thief!" be-

gan to pursue onn of the men In the
crowd.

Van Dam and Helnmann joined In the
chase. The fugitive ran north a block l

and then started east. At 343 ,Kat
lO.'ith street he darted Into the Manhut
tun nicyclc Work. , and reappeared, fol-

lowed by half a dosen men. One Ot the
men held a revolver: he pointed It at
Helnmann, who was in the lead. Hein
mann was not shot, hut he fell and
twisted his ankle.

The man with the revolver then shot
four times at Van Dam. hitting him
three times, onse In the left ear. once In
the right side, nnd once In the right
shoulder. Then he ran east. Van Dam
chased him to the corner of Second ave
nue, emptying his revolver, but not hit
ting his man. who escaped, as had the
pickpocket In the confusion.
