The great demonstration in honor of
the President to-day Wals0 was non-pars
tiean. Mr. Wilson Is the first President
of the United Btates in fifteen years to
wvisit Buffalo while in ofMice, And Buffalo
made the mos! of the occaslon. Thou-
sands caome from surrounding colties,
towrs and villages just 1o “see the Pres-
Ment.” It 1s estimated 250,000 persons
mw him, either in the streets or parka
or at the luncheon or the night meeting.
There were special tra'na which brought
delegniions of Democrats,

Throngs were lined for miles along
the route of the tour the President and
Mm, Wilson took through the city. In
the purks 100,000 school children were
puthered.  They mang and cheered as
the party passed.

promised the world that ahe will look
At things without the passion that has
determined the affairs of other natlons.

Then he spoke of the various kinds of
problems to be molved—social questions
and the organimation of relationships
between classes belng the most impor-
tant. The birth of the Progresslve party,
he suid, showed the strong natlonal feel-
Ing that there should be heart In the
affairs of government, that government
must look to “the health, the moral op-
portunity, the just tremtment and the
neighborly relationships of men of all
sorin und classes and conditions™

He referred to the shipping bill ns an
Instance of the proper relationship bee
tween public and private initiative.

“When things are necessary to ba
done,” he sald, “the Government ought
not to hesitate to do them It somebody
elre does not undertake it, and therefore
social relationships can be gulded, the
relations of classes to each other can be
organized by Government influence and
inltiative.”

Flood of Hughes Money at 10
to 8 Absorbs All of Demo-
crats’ Cash.

Odda on the election continue to work
back In favor of Mr. Hughes.

WHITMAN CHEERED
FOR HIS PATRIOTISM

Governor Explains the Stivers
Aet and Other Prepared-
ness Measures.

MEN OF COLUMBIA

WINS

Attacks Demoeratic Rival's
Attitude—Five Speeches
in Brooklyn.

Gov. Whitman, who has aroused tre-
mendous outhurata of enthuslasm every-
whers he haws spoken this week, touched
the patriotic side of his auditors yes-
terday In hin discussion of the Htlvers
net and other preparedness measures.

He delivered a wspeech at Columbia
University that made the students yell
ax hard as they ever did at a football
miteh, and In the course of five meet-
Ings In Hrooklyn he had a spontaneily
to his speeches thut made the day the
most eventful of hla camponign.

While the Governor went Into various
phases of his administration, he devoted
much time to an expianation of the pre-
parodness measures, and when he made
hie speech at Columbia he made a most
scathing attack on Samuel Beabury, his
Democratie rival, without mentioning the
Judge's name. Ha had rehearsed the
provisions of the Btivers act and had

shown how It sinfply provided a method
for carrying Into sffect provisions of tie
Sinte Constitution on seif-defence,

“This great natlpn and this great Atale
of ours are wortl® while,” sald the (Gov-
ernor, raising his clenched N8t as he
