The Midland landed nunitions at Viade
frostok and then proceeded to Australia,
where she ook on a big cargo of grain
for Havre. The third enginser, who has
Been going to sea. coastwise and other-
wise, for more than thirty years, began
to get a bit nervous, IHis British ship-
mates played tricks on him after he <ot
within a few daym of the coast of Franee
by frequentiy announcing the appearance
of submarines, At last, on the night of
October 20, when tha Midland was enter-
ng the Bay of Nircay and off the Inland
of Ushant, the submarite of the jesters
came along
