tent of the Interference or nttempted
Interference. It Is the omen
of Mexican rather than American
methods of attaining to executive
ofllce, or of holding executive odiec
when already lu possession.

The spirit of our people, Irrespec-
tive of Individual preferences and
hopes, has been admirable during the
many hours of doubt and of fluctuat-
ing probabilities since the polls rinsed
on Tuesday night. The hopes lutxe
been as ardent as the disappointments

In Some Communities One In Kach
Thousand Is a Germ Bearer.
recent weekly bulletin of the De-

partment of Health contains such n
wealth of Information upon the subject
of typhoid fever dissemination that the
public which does Tot havo access to
these data needs to bo put In possession
of facts that may bo of Immense value
In the present effort to abolish this pre-
ventable disease.

It Is onlchdly stated there arc
now thirty-Mv- o chronic typhoid curlers
under strict surveillance, six of whom
nic lu Now York Htato hospital for the
Insane, located In New York city. There
Is probably u much larger number In

community which must be sought
out by the Hoard of Health Investiga-
tors. Until that object acconmllshed
thcro are certain to Intelli-
gent pcoplo may contribute and to which
attention should be directed.

Is more Important than gaanlln ngalns
their Inefficiency and dishonesty: the
former Is a service, which Inures
to the welfare of the community, the lat-
ter Is limited to the personal benefit of
the proprietor.

One typhoid carrier kept a small candy
and Ice cream store; another kept a
butcher shop; another was teacher In
an Institution: one wan a little boy at
school, and others wero married women
supported by their husbands, or If sin- -
Kle or widows supported themselves by

work.
Supervision of these chronic "carriers"

has a distinct branch of ser-
vice. Kach "carrier" Is visited from
time to time, examined and the results
recorded. Printed rules are distributed
among theso "carriers," which teach
them how to prevent contamination of
others. They are also treated by Im-

munization.
Whenever a caie of typhoid fever Is

of Health
It Is promptly visited in order to ob-
tain the necessary data and to Insuro
precaution against dissemination. The
family Is furnished with a circular ex-
plaining bow typhoid fever Is spread
from one person to another by the con-
tamination of the hands Itli typhoid
rerms that can only be obtained by
neglecting simple rules of decency.

That the handa should be washed
before food Is handled must be Impressed
upon the children In our schools.
They should he taught also never to par-
take of unboiled milk or food : to avoid
all raw vegetable nd oysters unless
their clean source known : nor to drink
water containing Ice; to fluht files at all
times; to avoid drinking from
sprlnss or streams and to avoid contact
with families In nhlch typhoid fever Is
knonn to exist.

The Important point which has htth-ert- o

been neslected ts the recojnltlon of
the fact that convalescent from ty
phold fever continue to be carriers for
some time and should not be permitted
to handle food until permitted by the
Health Department.

Physicians have often encountered bos-tllit- y

because they reported cases. This
Is icptehenslble ; they should ba en-
couraged to do so.

It Is disgraceful to learn that New
Tork city still harbor two or three thou- -

sand ca.es of fever, with 10 to
15 Pr '" mortality every year. The
Pllt,ue must aid the publicity department
of Ula board in the effort to remoe
tills stain and Its eeonnmle mv..
