The Alms of thr Allies.
"The history of International relations

before, the war stands clear before tho
eyes of all the world. What made ,

France join with Russia? Alsace and
Iiorralne. What did ltusula want?
Constantinople. Why did England Join
them? Hecnuse Oermnnv hns become
too strong- for her, by peaceful toll. And
what did we want? Viscount Orey says
that Germany with her first offer of
ltelglsn and French Integrity wanted to
purchase from England permission to
take of the French colonies whatever
she pleased.

Denial of Mobilisation Order.
.. . . . .. ,

A few minutes later tne uussian
Amnasanor sent a inira reiegram in
cipher which, according to the Ilushn
Orange Book, stated that the Foreign
Minister at that moment had telephoned
that the news of the mobilization of tho
army and navy was untrue and that tho
special edition had been confiscated. The
quick action of Secretary von Jngow,
which Is confirmed by the official Hus- -

slun Orange Hook, giving Ambassador
Sverbcew's telegram, set right the wrong
news and In Itself refutes Viscount
Grey's assertion that we Intentionally
desired to deceive Hussla In order to
cause her to mobilize."

The Chancellor added that tho Ger
man postal administration had made
ce. tain that. Judging from the times at
which they wero despatched, the three
telegrams of the Husslan Ambassador
must have reached St. Petersburg ut
about the same time. He continued:

"At all events the Incorrect report had
been set right before the Itusslan Gov-
ernment ordered a gcnral mobilization.

"Gentlemen, we do not fear any tri-
bunal, I can state further that this new
version has been brought forward en-
tirely by Viscount Grey, To the Itusslan
Government Itself, which ought to be
the best Informed about the cause of
mobilization, It never occurred that It
could refer to a specall edition of the
Loknlantetger as an explanation of Its
fateful step.

The Russian Answer.
"Viscount Grey, I take It, will not re-

fuse the Husslan Emperor ns a witness,
and the Emperor nt 2 P. M. on Friday,
July, 31, when the order for mobiliza-
tion had already been Issued to all Hus-
slan forces, telegraphed to the German
Emperor as an answer to his last ap-
peal for peace: 'Technically Impossible
to stop our military preparations, made
necessary by Austro-Hungarla- n mobili-
sation. There was no word nbout the
Lokalantetger; no word about German
mobilization."

The Chancellor then recalled that the
Husflan Emperor'a reference to Austro-Hungarla- n

mobilisation could be no ex-
cuse for a general Itusslan mobilization,
since Austria-Hungar- y then had mo-
bilized only eight army corps unaltiHt
Serbia, to which Hussla on July 29 al-
ready had replied by mobilizing thirteen
army corps. Only after the general Hus-
slan mnbtllzntlon did Austrln-IIMngar- y

on the morning of July 31 order a gen-
eral moblllzutlon.

"Oermany," continued the Chancellor,
"after the news of the general Itusslan
mobilization did not mobilize at once,
but at first only proclaimed a state of
threatened danger of war. which was by
no 'means mobilization. This was com-
municated to the Husslan Government,
and It was added thnt mobilization must
follow If Hussla did not stop all war
measures against Oermany and Aus.

within twelve hours, and
did not Inform Germany In clear fashion
that this had been done.

"Thus Russia once more waa given a
delay, even when as a result of Russia's
guilt war already aeemed unavoidable.
LI wise Russia's ajllea and frlenda war
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given the possibility of still using their
Influence with Hussla In the same direc-
tion as Germany with her ally, Austria-H-

ungary.

"Hussla gave no nnswer. England re-

mained silent to Hussla. France,
through her Prime Minister, on the eve-
ning of July 31 merely declared to the
German Ambassador that Hussla had
not mobilized, and ordered mobilization
some hours before Germany did.

"As to tho defensive char-
acter of tho Husslan general moblllzi-tlo- n

I mny slate here In the most ex-

plicit fashion that at the outbreak of
the wnr in 1914 thcie was still valid a
general order of the Husslan Govern-
ment, Issued In the year 1912. In which
was the following paragraph, verbatim:
'From the highest place It Is ordered
that a proclamation of mobilization Is it
the same time a proclamation of war
against Germany." Against Germany,
gentlemen against Germany.

"Hussla never would have decided
upon this fateful step If she had not been
encouraged to do so from the Thames
by actions and by failures to tako ac-
tion."

Austria Aree to Suggestion.
The Chancellor referred to the situ-

ation on July 30, 1914, two days before
Germany declared war on Itussia. ine
German Ambassador at Vienna had been
Instructed to request Austria-Hungar- y

most urgently to reach an understanding
with Hussla, making It clear that Ger-nin-

did not desire to be drawn Into a
world ttnr In consequence "f disregard
of her advice. Austria-Hungar- y agreed
to Germany's suggestion, he said.

"With this," the Chancellor con-
tinued, "compare the following steps
tnken by Viscount Grey: On July 2. 1914,
the Husslan Ambassador at London said
that German and Austro-llungarln- n cir-
cles were under tho Impression ths.t
England would remain quiet. Viscount
Grey replied: "This Impression Is re-

moved by the orders which we gave to
the mnln fleet.' On July 29 he Informed
the French Ambassador of a confidential
warning which had been given to our
Ambassador In Ixmdon that Gcrmanv
ought to he prepared for quick decisions
of E'igl.ind, which meant England's par-
ticipation In tho war. I'ould Viscount
Grey suppose that su"h a disctosu'w
made to the French Ambassador would
be of service to the cause of peace?

England has 4,000 munition factories
within her own territory that nrn work-
ing night and day turning out food for
Its guns.
