WINS $25,000 FROM

NEW YORK 'HERALD'

Jury Oivcs Damages to City
Official in Libel

Action.

X Jury before Justice Hotchklss of the
Supreme Court returned a verdict yes-

terday for $26,000 damages against tho
New York Herald In favor of Tllden
Adamson, director of the bureau of con.
tract supervision, who sued the newspa-
per for 1100,000 on the basis of three al-

leged libellous articles published In the
early part of November, 1914, criti-
cising the salary Increase of Adamson
and George l. Tlrrell, director of the bu-

reau of standards. ,
Adamson and Tlrrell had been Instru-

mental In putting Into effect the salary
standardization scale, which called for
reductions In the pay of minor city em-
ployees. Tho articles represented that
tho Increases of tho two olllclals' salaries
from 16,000 to $7,500 a year were put
through In tho 1915 budget nnd passed
on October 31, 1H, by "trickery." The
articles. It wus maintained by Adam-son- 's

counsel, relloctcd on him by indi
cating that the increases had been ob-
tained at the eleventh hour from the
lioanl of Estimate without sufllcient
consideration by that body.

.Mayor .Mltcncl, called as a witness by
tho plalntltr, declared that the letter
from Adamson recommending his own
huso nnd that of other members of his
department had been received early
enough and that ho lud thoroughly

it with Comptroller Prendcrgaat.
Duo to tho pressure of business, how
ever, It was nut taken up by the board.
lie said, until the very last.

He said that tho other members o:
tho board agreed with him In the belief
that Adamson deserved tho Incrcaie.
Testimony bojrlng this out waa given
by nil tne liorougli. Presidents, by Comp-
troller Prendergast nnd by Ueorge Mc- -
Ancny, of the Hoard of
Aldermen. Witnesses for the defence
wero Frank U Dowltng, President of the
lvoxrj of Aldermen; Joseph Haag, secre
mry of the Hoard of Estimate, and City
Clerk Patrick J. Scully.

After tho case had gone to the Jury
about noon yesterday they wero called
back Into court two hours later for In
structions by Justice Hotchklss, who
told tbcm that the article published on
November 12 had mmo hearing on com-
pensatory damages. Twenty minutes
Inter they brought In their verdict for
tho plaintiff. H Is expected that the
case will go to the Appellate Division.

U. S. SHIPBUILDING

SETS NEW RECORD

Yards Have Capacity Orders
for Two Years, Naval Archi-

tects Are Told.

Tho shipbuilding hoom In this country
has never before been equalled, members
of tho Hoclety of Naval Architects and
Marino Knglnecrs were told esterday
by their new president. Stevenson Taylor,
at their annual meeting. All the ship-
yards have orders to capacity for the
next two years, he said, and it will not
be until that time that the world's
shipping will have renched the tonnage
of beforo tho war.

These years of prosperity for the
American shipbuilder will remove all
doubt nf his ability to meet foreign
competition, Mr, Taylor said, provided
tne new snippingooard adopts the policy of
creating nn American merchant marine.
Before tho war many of the big ship
yards were In the hands of receivers or
undergoing reorganization, he pointed
out, but tho war proved their opportunity
nnd they grasped It,

Tho average production of the world's
shipyards from 1010 to 19U was 2.740.- -
000 tons gross a yoar, of which Great
Britain launched 1,660,000 tons, Ger-
many 330,000, the United States 283,000
nnu Franco izi.ooo tons, said Mr, Taylor,
In the year ended June 30, 1016, the
rnuro tonnage or mercnant vessels of the
world amounted tn 49,262,000 tons. Of
this n.ooo.ooo have been destroyed, 12.
000,000 commandeered nnd 4,400,000 In
terned, leaving only 67.3 per cent of the
nnnnnl tonnnge, which he said readily
accounted for the present high frelghta
ana tno nign vniues placed on old ves-
sels,

American shipyards now have under
contract 1,&00,000 of steel nnd GO, 000
tons df wooden vessels to be completed
wittiin tvn years, ne said. Une-tlilr- d of
this tonnnge, however, will fly foreign
linns, irost nf It going to Norway.

LONGEVITY SECRET

Young "Chanccy," 83 Next
April, Speaks on "Art of

Growing Older."

VOICE CARRIES TO CURB

Ex-Senat- or Calls Three Score

and Ten Theory a Bad
Fallacy.

A lot of middle aged men, and women
In their lata thlrtle and early forties,
and oodles of old folks up around their
fifties and atxtlea crowded the audi-
torium of the New York Academy of
.Medicine tn West Forty-thir- d street last
nla-h-t to hear young Chauncey Depew,
who has It all framed up to be SI years
old on April !J next, deliver an address
entitled "The Art of Growing Older and
the Value of an Interest In p"w,r Life."

Before Chauncey or Chanccy, aa he
called himself during the course of his
remarks came Into the lecture hall the
doctors, doctors' wlvos, daughters, sons,
nurses and everybody elee present buzzed
forth their regrets that tho academy had
been so cruet as to aak so aged a gentle-
man to prepare and deliver an address
to them at such a goshawful hour aa
(MS o'clock at night.

The buzzing stopped suddenly. Into
the auditorium walked the chairman of
the evening, Old Dr. Walter 13. James,
wno waa accompanied by a sum walsted
lad In evening clothes who was laughing
and chatting merrily. The swagger boy
waa ' Chanccy. He gave every appear
ance of a young man who would live
through the night.

"This academy waa founded In 1143,
Dr. Chairman Jamea Insisted upon say-
ing during the applause that rlccocheted
steadily all over the building once
Chanccy entered, "and once a year wo
ask a layman to talk to us. It haa been
said that after a man Is SO years old
ho Is his own best physician. If that
be true, and supposing he grows better
aa he grown older, Mr. Depew, who baa
repudiated Holy Writ, should be accepted
In the profession. Ladles and gentlemen.

A Oood Wife Is a Safeguard.

"Wo haven't got that sort of people
nowadays. To-da- y you can't tell a
mother from her daughter because of the
way mother and daughter dress, and
you'd have a hard tlmo finding a states-
man sitting on u. null keg. I.iughter.

"Everything helps old ago now. Theio
Is the telephone: A man can reach his
friends now by telephone; he can 'get'
hie office, his club, or ho can listen to u
sermon, an opera or a speech, without
leaving h!a home. Tho cable, the wire-
less, connect ft far spread world and co
help to keep alive mental activity,

He had attended a grand concert In
the opera house the nght before. When
I left him at 2 o'clock In the morning
he was still In his box nt the opera
house. The next morning, his birthday,
ho helped review the troops or the garri-
son of Paris ; In the afternoon he read a
sclentlflo paper and In the evening he
attended a great banquet. Laughter
and applause.

Didn't Use Alcohol or Tobacco.
"I asked him how he did It. 'I like my

work," he answered, 'and I never uso nl- -

cohol and I never use tobacco,' An old
man was sitting next to the centenarian,
an old man who was filling his glass
uteadlly and tonstlng everybody. Chev
ral every now and then would lean over
nnd try to stop the old man from being
too exuberant. I asked sjmo ono, 'Who
Is the old gcntlemaii7' indicating the
aged man that Chevral was trying to
keep quiet. That's his son, his oldeiit
boy,' was the answer. 'HIh boy has Just
passed hln seventy-sixt- h birthday.'

In their continued Inquiry Into the ac-

papers wero gone.

An official of the Department of Jus-
tice was under the Impression that the
documents had tr, do with an old pass-
port case and thtt they had been recov-
ered. This official, however, admitted
that he had not been following the case
closely, although he had supervised the
gathering of evidence In the original
Hlntelen Investigation. On the other
hand, It was learned that a man for-
merly connected with the Grand Jury'
stenographic bureau came to the Federal
Building last Saturday and was ex
amined by the Federal authorities.

Whether tho papers were stolen or
merely mislaid Is another matter of con
Jecttire. Mr. Harfaty said any state'
ments made by him at this time might
result In a miscarriage of Justice.
