If Teutons Are Beaten Harvard
Professor Predicts They ‘Will
Rise Stronger.

WAR TO BRING SUFFRAGE

Believes Women Will Play Im-
portant Part in Future
National Life.

German culture and curator of the Ger-
manic museum at Harvard University in
hin lecture last night on “The Future of

Dr. Abrahdm Jacoby introduced the
apeaker, who launched at once into a de-
scription of the new Germany which
should arise when “the biind hatred and
passinns of the great conflict are ended.”
He prodicted broad and progressive
changes In the army, the church, the

achool, the Government, and alao in the | 4y

status of women. Women, he prophesied,
would gain a restricted suffrage out of
her services In Germany's time of stress.

Fatare Waork for Woemen.

“The war has discovered woman to
Germany,” he declared,
never be permitied to gwo back into her
former retirement. She will, after peace
comes, be a social worker In & new
sense. 1 belleve there will be some sort
of clvil mervice, correrponding to the
universal military wervice of men, some
work for the Government obligatory to
women, st lsast to thosa who have any
free timme, And those who perform uils
nervice will have a vote'”

In predicting greater freadom and
breadth in governmental methods Prof.
Francke took occasion to defend the bu-
reauracy of Germany, which, he sald,
had been too long the subject of chaap
witticlsma in the press of other countries.

“No amount of talk about autocracy
and one man rule,” he sald, “can contro-
vert the fact that a bureauracy s after
all the rule of experts. And surely the
rule of experts In more reasonable than
the rule of bosses, of Lig business, of the
mob. Look at the integrity of oMciaidom
in the German citles, and this integrity o
repeated In the oMclals of the Central
Government. True, this bureauracy
lacks too much the humun element, but
out of the suffering through whigh Ger-
many {8 now passing will come that very
human element and a fuslon of the
cluswes now too far apart,

Increased Millturiam,

“One danger agninst which Germany
must guard after the war ia the demand
for increased militarism which Is apt to
follow war. There are finws, too, In the
army that must bg mended. While the
German army = & popular Institution,
us was proved hy the vast number of
men—=2. 000000 —who volunteered by the
pide of the regulnrs lust August, It (s
true that there s too great o gap be-

tween the ofMcers and the men, The
war In hiridging this*
Then Prof. Francke sald something

that pleased the many sons of Iarael In
the audience,

"Thern will he ra mora exclusion of
Jaws,”" he declared “The time when
thera wns no room for n Jew in officers’
row I8 ending. The (ierman army of
the future will have reom for ofMfcers
of any race, and pleo for men of wo-
clnliatio tenntencies, who likewise have
been unjustly excluded.'”

After prophesying the curtallment of

the powers of the militury court, the
speaker passed on to the chuyreh, the
school and lterature. The war, he
mald, had developed wonderful religious
feeling in hundreds of thousands who

had kept apart from the church, and
there wis danger that an attempt would
be mude to trade on this and draw
the people Into the established ehurch.

Withdraw Church Support,

LIt would be well” he sald, “if the
Government should withdraw her sup-
port from the church. No doubt this
would make great d!Meulties. Rut now
or nover s the time to create a trus re-
ligious bond, & free church whirh work-

hall not pegard as hypoeritieal and
as they have the churches of

I'rof, Franckas pald & high compliment
to the Hocialiat party, on whone argan-
feation nnd loyalty, he sald, the defence
of the emplre rested.

“1 have purposely refrained,” the leo-
turer ended, *from speaking of internn-
tional relations.
