SUCCnmbS Suddenly tO Heart
Trouble In Homo at Ago

of 71 Years.

OWNED 50 PLAYHOUSES

Hiul Been Connected With tllO

Stage for Almost Half
a Century.

William Harris, Sr., one of the most
picturesque figures connected with the
theatrical profession and at one time
the most powerful Individual In tha
business, died suddenly of heart trouble
yesterday morning nt his home In Bay-tld- n

at the age of 71 years.
For only a little less than half a cen- -

tury he had been connected with the
tneatre. next year ne was pawning i

celebrate his fiftieth yesr In the busi-

ness. For moro than thirty years he
had been engaged In managing theatres
and producing plays. The extent of his
holdings In tho theatrical business was
unknown to nil but his most Intimate
friends, but It was learned yesterday
that he either owned outright or held
an Important Interest In more than fifty
theatres; nine of which are In New York
city. He was at the time of his death
one of the largest owners of theatres In
tho United States, und was represented
In all tho largo cities cast of the Missis-
sippi.

His death was a surprlte to his asso-elate- s.

He wan at his olllco In tho
Hudeon Theatre ltulldlng on Thursdav
In npp.ircnt health and vigor, lie hud
made arrangements to oomo to his omc"
yesterday and do a lot of work before
attending the Army-Nav- y football gnv.
He wan stricken In bed as his breakfast
was being served.

Started Acting at 10.
Mr. Harris was born In Germany nnd

was brought to this country when he was
years old. His family lived first In

Bridgeport, then In Cleveland and finally
settled In St. liuls. He went to school
for six months In Cleveland and learned
cigar making In SI.

His eventful career In connection with
the stage began when he was 16 years
old. He made his first professional ap-
pearance In a cellar In St. I.ouls as a
blackfoco comedian wdth another boy
named Howman. Ho made M.r0 a
night. Un the same inn was moi Mnmi
Russell, who made only 11 a night. Ills
association with Bowman lasted twelve
years. Then he formed another part
nership called Harris & Carroll, which
lasted four years, during which tlma
they prtiaded Tony Pastor to give
them n showing.

The foundation of his fortune made
In the theatrical hulnei--. he said, was
laid In Boston. Itlch and Harris man-
aged the Howard Athemcum Star Spe-
cialty Company. It was while he was
In Boston that he became n party to
the great theatrical triumvirate known
as the theatrical syndicate. About this
time ho wa known h tho most power-
ful Individual In the theatrical business.
He came to Now York twenty years
ago. Among his cloi-e- t personal friends
were Mali' Klaw anil I J. I.. I'rlnnger,
whose association began In tho early
days of tho fyndlcate.

Mr. Harris's friends yesterday, when
facts concerning his life were sought,
had many anecdotes to tell about tho
picturesque side of his character.

Ilia I'nvorltr Occupation.
He was once nsked lmt was hi

favorite occupation. "Collecting." "And
what do you collect?" he was asked.
"Theatres, coins and friends."

Among tho theatres In New York

which he either owned outright or held
a larKO Interest In are the Knicker-
bocker, Empire, Lyceum. Hudson, Cri-
terion, Fulton, Harris, Liberty and New
Tork. He alto owned four In both Bos-
ton and Chicago and Individual theatres
In other large cities.

Ills friends alnnr Broadway were
without number. At a recent dinner
K'ven for him by the Friars there were
eOO guests. Ho discovered and made
aozens or actors and actresses. Among
his hest known stars were Andrew Mack,
Louis Mann and Clara Llpman. He
was called the Peter Tan of the theatri-
cal business on account of his unfailing
good humor and perennial youth and

trennurer' of the Actors Fund benefit
pcriormnnccs ana was connected wun
many other philanthropic enterprises.

eHV days of his career. "The show
in inose aays was goou r

IouaineKs but no good for those
In It," ho once said. "We helped

to populate many or tno smaller towns.
Thousands of actors who left New Tork
In thoie days never got back. They
settled In the smaller places and became
useful cltltens."

At the time of the depression In the
theatrical business he said: "If we had
more authors writing good plays we
could nil our theatres. It Is much
easier to build a theatre than to write
a play." About the theatre he also
said: "Wise men run theatres; fools
build them."

Shocked hy Son's Death.
Few of the enterprises In which he

was the most Important factor bora his
name, and notable among the plays
which he produced under his name were
"Are You a Mason?" "All on Account
of Kllza" and more recently "Damaged
Goods."

He was staggered by the loss of his
son, II. U. Harris, when the Titanic
went down, and he never fully recovered
from the shock. At tho time ho had re-

tired from active business and was
acting principally In nn advisory ca
pacity to his son, to whom he entrusted
ulniost everything. After tne death or
H. B. Harris he took up the burden
iiR-il- and had since directed tho Harris
enterprises. The pluys at present under
the Harris omen management are "The
Thirteenth Chair" at the Forty-eight- h

Street Theatre, and "Arms nnd the Girl"
nt the Fulton. Arnold Daly Is now play
ing in "The Master" at tho Mollis Thea
tn In Boiton under the Harris man
iigement.

He is survived by his widow, who
was formerly Florence Quayle, one of
his stars; his son, William Harris, Jr.,
who was associated with him In the
management of the H. 11. Harris estate,
and two daughters, Mrs. Minnie Slcrnc
ond Mrs. Gertrude I.otb.

PLATE EXPERT, DEAD

Is Found on Railroad Track
Near London, Apparently

Victim of Accident.

London, Nov. S5, William Henry
Jnques, who did much to develop tho
American armor elate and ordnance In
dustry, was found dead yesterday morn
ing on a railroad (rack near his sub-
urban home In High Darnel, not far from
London. He left his homo on a business
trip on Thursday morning and at night
started to return. It Is believed that he
stepped from the car on the wrong side
of the track and was struck by a train.

Scientific publications gave credit
years ago to Mr. Jaquea for applying
bessemer steel to defensive purposes with
unusual success. Mr. Jaques, who was
born In Philadelphia on December 24,
111), was a graduate of the Naval Acad-
emy at Annapolis In tho class of 18S7.
He became lieutenant four years later,
but resigned In 1SS7 to establish the
heavy ordnance department at the works
of the Bethlehem Steel Company and be-

came Its chief ordnance engineer.
Mr. Jaques served on the Coast and

Geodetic Survey, was secretary of the
Gun Foundry Board and of the United
States Senate Committee on Ordnance
and Warships. Ho was on the Jury of
awards at several expositions aa an ex-
pert on war materials and transportat-
ion. President Arthur sent him abroad
with a commission to study munition
plants. Ho wrote authoritative books
on torpedoes, armor and heavy artillery.
Fluid compression and hydraulic forg
ing were two of the mechanical proc-
esses ho brought to the United States
In his endeavor to make this Govern-
ment the best equipped In the world.
