The price of bread will be
lowered and all storage warshousea
flled with provisions will be opened and
thelr contents sold at prices fixed by the
Government.

“It haa been found that there s
enough food wasted every day In the
hotels, clubs and restaurants of London
to feed thousanils of people,. We cannot
teach the proprietors und ¢ooks of these
places to avold the waste, It has heen
decided to ¢lose the dining rooma of the
big hotels to the publle and to shut up
the big restaurants and the club restau-
rants, Then everybody In England wiil
be put on a food amllowance that will
not permit waste, The law will be
democratic.
