Cummins said he was In favor of a sub- -
tantlil enlargement of tho powers of

the Intent tic Commerce Commission.
He at once launched Into n line of quest-
ioning which was plainly directed to the
purpose of putting on the roads the

DEMURRAGE RATES ADJUSTED.

Interstate Commerce Commission
Telia of Car "liortase Relief Plan.

Washington, Dec. 1. Formal an-
nouncement of the new adjustment of
demurrage rates designed to release
freight carrying cars more promptly
from the hands uf shippers and to meet.
In part, the car shortage problem was
made y by the Interstate Com-rr.T- oi

Commission.
The commission's order directs rail-

roads Immediately to cancel all de-

murrage schedules recently submitted
and which the commission had suspended
on account of shippers' protests and
authorizes filing of new rchedules: "first,
making no change In the present ef-

fective form of tho weather rule or aver
age agreement ; second, providing for
two days free time, exclusive of Sun
days or legal holidays, and following
rates or dem'irrage nfter expiration or
free time: $1 for the first day, $2 for
the second day, 13 for the third day and
15 for the fourth and each succeeding
day; third, provided track storage
charges shall remain In effect ns nt
present except where the demurrage
rate Is $3 per day or more; fourth, pro-
vided further that these provisions be
embodied In tariffs f.xcd to expire by
limitation May 1, 1917: fifth, and pro-

vided that the carriers' demurrage
schedules suspended In orders of No-
vember 15 nnd 29, 1916, are contempora
neously cancelled upon notice of this
commission and to the general public
by not leas than three days filing and
posting."

CALLS ORDINANCE A WEAPON.

Yonkera Jo it ate Believes 13 Day
Motnrman l-- Unconstitutional.
The fifteen day ordinance, which for-

bids men without half a month's train-
ing to operate trolley cars In Yonkers,
was held to be unconstitutional yester-
day In the opinion of Judge Joseph H.
Peall of the City Court. Instead of pro-
tecting the city and tho carmen, he said,
the ordinance Is n powerful weapon In
the hands of the traction companies,

it permits them to suspend service
whenever they have labor troubles nnd
make no effort to live up to their fran-
chises.

In accordance with this ruling he dis-

missed Louis Hchwam, a new motorman,
arrested under the ordinance on com
plaint of Snmuel Jloey, president of the- -

carmen union.
The Judge held the ordinance to be

against the public welfare nnd also In
conflict with the State railroad law.
