ASKS D. S. SYMPATHY

Says Action of Allies Is a Vio

lation of Nation's Sov-

ereign Rights.

IS UNABLE TO RESIST

Document Is Handed to State!
Department by Envoy

Here.

Washington, Dec, 1. The protest of
the Greek Government against what it
terms Infringement of Its sovereign
right b.v the Kntente Allies wn dellv
ered to the State Department late this
afternoon by A. Vouros, the Greek
Chargu d'Affalres. It seeks In enlist the
sympathy and support of the United
States, but requests no specific action.

The Greek Government fcas already
communicated tin protest to the American
Legation nt Athens, but as no word has
leached the State Department from ths
legation Mr. Vouros communicated the
protest to Counsellor Polk. It will be
taken under consideration by Secretary
Lansing and the President,

There I a note of defiance In the pro-
test when It Is stated that the tlreek
Government will not submit to these
measuies. as the army, the Government
and the people are unanimously against
them nud desire the Government and
iRjnple of the United States to become
ognlnanl of the real statu of affairs.
