PAWNBROKER, DEAD

Son of the Founder of Noted
Loan Shops Was Horse

Fancier.

William Simpson, the pawnbroker, son
of the "original Simpson,' also named
Wllllsm, who established n pawn shop In
is:: on the site of the Manhat.au en
trance to the Brooklyn Bridge, died at
his home, 960 Bryant avenue. The
Bronx, early yesterday mornlnx. He
was In his eightieth yenr.

Ills father, coming from England to
New York at the beginning of the nine.
teenth century, established a chattel loan
business which has now many branches.
In 1512 the first Simpson pawn shop
stood in a row of three and four story
buildings 'lust east of the present
entrance to the Brooklyn Bridge. The
original store of Henry Hart, who nfter-war- d

owned tin Third Avenue Railroad,
the Hope House, the Dal'u .Vrws and the honor,
aiaam-xniun- g were in the row.

The William Simpson who died yester-
day had charge of the business for lift)'
years or more. He accumulated great
wealth, which includes Inrge and valu-
able real estate holdings In The Bronx.
His hobby was the breeding of line har-
ness horses, and he established a stud
farm In Cuba at cost of many thou-
sands of dollars. When he paid $50,000
for the stallion McKlnney the trotting
horse world was astonished. Later he
paid $26,000 for Axworthy and sold John
It. Gentiy for about $20,000.
