Abolition of Disability List Nullifies Increase in Player Limit by National League at Its Annual Meeting

NATIONALS' PLAYER

LIMIT IS INCREASED

Tenor League Also Tasscs

Legislation Eliminating
Disability List.

M1XOKS ASK FOR RELIEF

A niggardly Increase of the player

limit from twenty-on- e to twenty-tw-

plncrs, the effect of which wa prac-

tically annulled by the total elimination
t the disability list, was the most Im-

portant business transacted by the Na-

tional League at the first day's session
of Its annual meeting at the Hotel Waldorf-

-Astoria yesterday.
Harry Hempstead, president of tho

Giants, proposed nn amendment to the
constitution to return to the old twenty-liv- e

player limit and presented the
strong argument that so long as the
American League had a twenty-liv- e limit
and the National had n smaller one the
parent league always would remain at
ft disadvantage In lis contests with the
junior league. He nlso pointed out that
a larger limit gave the American League
a better opportunity to develop young
players.

Hempstead's nrguments could convince
no one but Charley Weeghman of the
Cuba. The nix other clubs voted It down.
Kbbets's amendment to raise the limit
to twenty-tw- o players then was adopted
with a slight amendment as to the dates
when clubs could hold thirty-fiv- e players

the winter limit. The twenty-tw- o limit
will go Into effect on May IS (fifteen
days later than the former limit) and
Will extend until August 30.

Disability List s Sabtertasie.
In his annual report President Tener

recommended tho elimination of the dis-
ability list, which ho said was used by
clubs as a subterfuge to cover players,
and that players repeatedly had been
placed on the disability list with al-
leged cuts and skin bruises with no other
purpose than to circumvent tho former
twenty-on- e limit This action was taken
and the disability list was struck out In
Its entirety. This means that should
any club have threo or four players dis-

abled the Injured players still will be
Within tho twenty-tw- o limit.

Much of the time of the Nn'lonal
League was consumed In listening to elo-
quence from numerous sources. First
aeorge Wharton Pepper, one of Phila-
delphia's leading barristers, addressed
the league on the various phases of the
suit of the directors of the defunct Bal-

timore Federal League club against the
various major league clubs and the for-

mer Federal League promoters. This
case Is to come up for a hearing shortly
after the new year.

Then Gov. Tener made his annual re-

port. In which he made the pleasing
atatement that the National League at-

tendance last season Was the greatest In
the league's history, passing the former
high water murk net In 1909. He also
made recommendations for the changing
of the. spoils In the world s series. In
tead f having the player participants

of the scries divide all the money he
would have a certain percentage set
aside to be divided among players of
other clubs, the amounts to be propor
tloned on the relative standing of the
different clubs. Action on this subject
was deferred until 's session.

Wants Drafts Removed.
The last Iionr of the meeting was

given to the two minor league commit'
tees which came to plead better condl
tlons for the minors. The first, consist

two from the National Association and a
neutral chairman who has no baseball
connections.

This committee nlso expressed to the
National League tho disapproval of the
minor leagues to taking players from
big league clubs who have had no pre-
vious minor league experience. This
particularly referred to players released
under optional agreements.

The other committee consisted oi
three presidents of the different Class
A A leagues Barrow of the Interna-
tional, Hlckey of the American Associa-
tion and Baum of the Pacific Coast
League who asked exemption from the
draft and voiced the objections of the
minora to the present system of draft-
ing players. They also requested that
players purchased by major league clubs
from tho minor leagues be permitted to

tay with the club selling the player un-
til tho finish of the minor league season.

No Action on Plraa Taken.
Aa the league adjourned for the day

after hearing these plaints no action wait
taken on them. However, It would take
joint action by the two major leagues to
glvo the minors the relief they seek.
The two minor league committees leave
for Chicago where they will re-
peat their address for the benefit of Ban
Johnson and his American League
brethren.

The election of the directors of the
National League was postponed until the
February meeting, as there is a feeling
of dissatisfaction with the present five
man board. The committee on consti-
tution was Instructed to report on an
amendment to the constitution which
would glvo each club one member on the
board of directors. Baker of Philadel-
phia, for one, objected tn sitting outside
waiting for t lie five directors to get
through. It was argued that as each
club Is as Interested In the league's af-
fairs as any other each club should have
representation on the board.

Baker Introduced a measuro which
would prevent any club selling or trad
ing a player after August 1 unless every
club In the league had granted waivers
on him. This question will come up for
a vote MoHt of the magnates
seem to bo In favor of It.

McGrnvt'a nmr Not Mentioned.
According to Secretary Heydler John

McGraw's name was not mentioned either
at tho meeting of the board of directors
or at the regular league meeting. If
John J. docs come up ho will come up
under "new business" The
league nlso Is to vote on Its choice for
chairman of the commission

TENER STIRRED BY

REVOLT OF MINORS

Authority of National Com-

mission Must Be Unques-

tioned, He Declares.

The action of VA Barrow and his In
ternational League henchmen In voting
to defy the decision of the National Com-
mission In the Ebbets-Newar- k case did
not win the minor leaguers much popu-
larity with the National League mag-
nates yesterday. John K. Tener, presi-
dent of the National League, and one of
the commissioners who voted to award
Kbbet 19,000, especially was displeased
with the action of the International
League in defying supreme court of
baseball.

"I am net prepared at this time to say
what will happen to tno International
League If it persists In us determination
to Ignore the commUtsInn's finding,"
said Tener, "but you know what has
happened In the past to clubs or players
who have refused to atlde by baseball
law. As far as I know this is the first
instance where any league openly has
deflCi! the commission, and naturally we
will tsae some action. Tho case, how-
ever, requires tliouRht. and it does not
do to Jump at conclusions. Bight now I
cannot say what action the commission
will take, but there Is no denying that
some action will be taken at the next
meetings of the commission.

JOHNSON DISAPPROVES.

"Ban' Condemn International
Leaarne'a Action.

Ciiicaoo, Deo. IS, Sharp disapproval
of the action of Ihe International League
In refusing to abide by the decision of
the National Baseball Commission grant-
ing the Brooklyn club of the National
Leaguo 89,000 In Its claim against the
Newark club waa expressed y by
President B. B. Johnson of the Amer-
ican League, member of the National
Commission.

President Johnson said he had urged
President Barrow of the International
League to withdraw case from before
the National Commission, but that Bar-
row had Insisted the only safe course
waa to leave the question to the com-
mission. He said Barrow feurcd Presi-
dent Ebbets of the Brooklyn club would
begin court proceedings against his or-
ganization. Johnron said ho had not
taken the same view In. the case as hl
colleagues on the commission, but that
he disapproved the International League's
action.

HEYDLER ISSUES REPORT.

National League Teams Postponed
08 Game Lnat Meason,

John H. Heydler, secretary of the Na-
tional League, In his annual report yes-
terday showed that In tho 1916 season
there wero AS postponed games, of which
22 were In April und 2T In June. Boston,
Brooklyn and Pittsburg suffered most,
each having 1C postponed. In St. Ixmls
thero were but C postponements. Four
games remained unplnyed.

Ninety-nin- e double headers were
played, as follows; At Boston, 17;
Brooklyn, 16; New York. 16; Philadel-
phia, 14; Pittsburg, 14; Chicago, 0; St,
Louis, 8, and Cincinnati, s.

During tlte season 14,774 baseballs
were used an increase of 1,B?6 over the
1915 season. New York used the great-
est number and Pittsburg the least.
