''BETTER TERMS LATER"-- !

Germany Will Have to Sue As

a Vanquished Nation, Is
Frenchman's Prophecy.

"Not for a moment would France and
tier' allien thlnX of accepting the terms
of .peace which Germany now propoaci.
I predict that within forty-eig- hours
after they reach the allied Government!)
Germany will have her anawer flat re-

fusal to consider peace on such a basis."
This from Stephane Lausanne, editor

of he Matin of Paris, Lieutenant of the
Frenoh army at Verdun, now In this
country on a mission for the French
Minister of Foreign Affairs. Mr. Lau-

sanne sat In his room at the Vandcrbllt
anil rend carefully the German Chan-
cellor's proposals as summarised In the
Washington despatch In yesterday's
Byknino Run. Then he, analysed some
of them and Indicated why they could
not bo accepted.

Mr. Iauznnne prophesied that next
spring Germany wou'.d put forth a new
offer, considerably better, than this one,
and that It too would be rejected unless
It amounted fb an ncceptance of the
principles for which the Entente rowers
arc fighting. Germany must be thor-
oughly beaten, must be punished, must
sue for peace as. a vanquished nation.
Never while the posed as a conqueror,
talking of "restoration" but not of
reparation and atonement, would her
plea be honored, said Mr, Lauianne.

Flails Terms Rneoaraglnsr.
"All of us Frenchmen will feel that

ttie terms which the Central Towers now
fTer are most encwuraglng," ho began,

"and J will tell you why. It Is because
this Is the 'fourth tlmo that Chanoellor
von Bethmann-ltoltweghasoffer- terms
publicly. Four times he has stood In
the Reichstag and said, 'Wo are prepari-
ng1 for peace and these are our condi-
tions,' and each time the terms have
been better than before. Here are the
exact dates. Let us see how ho has
progressed :

"On August IS. 1915, the Chancellor

The Military Aspeet.
"There Is no military reason for ac-

cepting these terms. Next spring, for
tho first time, France will have all the
big cuns and ammunition aha requires.
and a rest Britain; the results of con-
scription visible, will hare her maximum
of trained men In the field.

"It Is apparent. that Germany does not
yet feel that 'she Is beaten. The position
she assumes y Is, 'We are the vic-
tors; here Is what we offer to you, the
conquered.' That will never do. We
cannot stop until Oermany says, TVe are
beaten; what are your terms r We do
not want to destroy Oermany, but she
must be made to feet that she Is not the
strongest nation but the weakest.

"In proposing peace Oermany obvious-
ly hopes to encourage her people to be-

lieve that they are victorious and that
the end of the war la near. But It seems
to me they will ask, 'If It Is true that we
are victorious, how Is It that we do not
ask for more?'

"Germany also seems to think that
she Is Impressing neutrals with her deep
desire for peace, and In their eyes' Is ab-
solving herself from blame for further
slaughter. But the neutrals will not be
deceived. They know that what oer-
many offera to-d- Is not What we are
fighting for.

"Oermany must guarantee the" rebuild-
ing of Belgium and the ruined parts of
France, ahe must rebuild the towns and
churches, 'she must restore the treasure
she has taken away, she must return the
Belgisns to their homes. After that it
will be time to talk of other terms of
peace."

GERMANS REPULSED

BY CURTAIN OF FIRE

Artillery Activity Increased
on French Front With No

Gains Reported.

rxms, Dec. 12. Fresh activity haa
been developed by the Germans on the
Franco-Germa- n front.' An attack on the
edge of Des Loses Wood, near Lesslgny,
south of the Somme sector, waa checked
by the French, according to the Paris
announcement of-

ficial statement follows: '
The night was calm on the whole

front except south of the Somme, where
the artillery was active In the sectors
of Blaches and La Maisonnette."

Earlier In the day this statement was
Issued :

"In the region to the 'north of Les
slgny yesterday evening the Germans,
after a sntrlted bombardment, attacked
our trenches at the eastern boundary of
Des leges' wood. Our curtains of nro
checked the attack, however, and certain
deatchments of the enemy who had ob-

tained a footing In our advanced posi-

tions were driven out. After fighting In
which hand grenades were used our line
was completely reestablished.

There was the customary cannonading
last night along the rest or the front."

The Belgian statement said:
'Enemy, patrols attempted In the night

to approach our positions, but were re-
pulsed. To-da- y the artillery action was
particularly active In the region of
Steenstraeto and Het-Sas-

Tlia Herman official renort follows :

"Army group of Crown Prince Rup- -
pert: In the Somme battlefield the ac
tlvlty of our artillery, which had con
slderably diminished since the end of
November, was again temporarily In'
creased yesterday afternoon.

"Army group of the German Crown
Prince: On the east bank of the Meuse
and near tho Moselle there was heavy
artillery and mine throwing activity,
without Inrantry operations."

The British official communication Is
sued shortly before midnight (rays:

"Last night (Monday) we carried out
successful mining operations south of
Ypres. In the vicinity of the bluff. Hos
tile artillery ami trench mortars have
been active opposite Festubert and
Neuve Chapelle. An enemy ammunition
dump near Vlmy was seen to be afire.

"During the day (Tuesday), near the
north bank of the An:re, In retaliation
for the enemy shelling points In our
rear, we bombarded his support line and
the areas behind his front."

TWO CONVOYED SHIPS SUNK.

British Deny That One of Them
Was a Transport.

Bkrlin (via London), Dec. 15. An
official statement Issued y by the
uerman Aamiraity says:

"uur submarines torpedoed on Novem
ber 58 and .December. 3 In the eastern
Mediterranean two big transport steam
ers of, between 5,000 and ,000 tons
loaded with war material. One of the
vessels was armed. Both were escorted
by destroyers."

London, Dec. 12. Regarding the Ber
lin report of the sinking of two hostile
transports In the Mediterranean the
Official Press Bureau y says the
Admiralty statement Is wholly Incorrect
aa regards the character of the vessel!
apparently referred to and In part as to
the result. The sinking of the King
Malcolm, described here as an ordinary
cargo vessel ana not as a troop trans
port, on November 28 already has been
announced Itr this country. The captain
or the King Malcolm was taken prisoner
by tho submarine which sank her.

Lloyd's Shipping Agency reports the
Betglan steamship Keltler towed Into
Falmouth this morning, full of water.
from off the Bcllly Islands. The Keltler
was abandoned after being damaged by
a submarine, but did not. sink, as pre
viously reported. The vessel Is now
grounded In Falmouth harbor.

Lloyd's also reports the sinking of the
Danish steamship Inger and the Nor
wegian steamship Adger.

FRENCH WIN 5 BULOAR POSTS,

Victorious on Vardar Itlrer En
trnte Repulsed Near Monastlr.
London, Dect 12. The capture by

French troops of five small Bulgarian
posts on the right bank of the Vardar
Itlver, on the Macedonian front, is of
ficially nnnounced by the Paris War
Ofllce The French have also
brought dow,n an aeroplane on the
Struma front. A heavy snowfall In the
mountains north of Monastlr Is Impeding
Infantry opeiatlons in that region to
day,

Berlin announces the reDUlse. with se
vero losses, bf an nttack by Entente
forces In the neighborhood of Monastlr
yesterday.

The Frenci statement y Is as

"On the right bank of the River Var-
dar we have occupied five small Bui
garlan posts to tho south of the River
Lymnltza. Snow lias put n. stop to the
Infantry operations In all the region
north of Monastlr, but the artillery fight
ing goes on violently.

"An enemy aeroplane has been
brought down on the Struma front, Our
aviators have bombarded barracks of tho
enemy In the region of Dolran and In
the valley of the Vardar."

The Berlin report of operations on the
Macedonian front follows;

CONSTANTINE IS SORRY.

Greek Charge eVAffalrra Expresses
Regret la ParU.

Paris. Dec. 12. It Is announced offi
cially that al du Fournet,
commander of the allied squadron In
areek waters, has been replaced by Ad
miral Gaucher.

The Greek Charge d'Affalrea appeared
at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs this
morning for the purpose of "expressing
to the Government of the republic In
the name or the King and the Govern-
ment at Athens their sincere regret at
the events which occurred at Athens and
declaring that they deplored them."

London, Dec. 1". A despatch from
Copenhagen aays advices have been re
ceived there from 'Switzerland to tho ef
fect that King Constantino of Greece lias
ordered a general mobilization.

An Amsterdam despatch to the Times
fiays Count Revcntlow, the well known
German military critic, says Hlntr Con
stantino now only desires to gain time
to ennblo the Germana to concentrate a
relieving force. The Count Is quoted as
adding that It Is uncertain If the Greek
supplies will last lorw enough to permit
the Orrmane to come to their assistance.

ANARCHY IN ATHENS.

Vealsellate Iteported llrlng Shot at
lh in Prisons.

Special Cable Deipalch to Tna Sex from He
I.onion Timet.

Athens, Dec. 12. The condition of
anarchy which set In In this city Decern
ber 2, when the allied troops were driven
back to their ships with heavy losses,
continues. Organised attacks on Vent- -

zeltBta and their homes by Greek forces,
both of regular and of Irregular bodies,
continues, and the Inquisition to which
sympathizer with the head of the de
facto Government at Salonlca are sub-
jected has not lessened.

The number of persona thrown Into
prison Increases dally. House to house
searches are conducted by Gounarlst lu
dlclal functionaries. It Is reported that
Venlzellsts aro shot at night In tho prls- -
ons. Tnese reports are neither con
firmed nor denied. The days of Abdul
Hamld, at the height of the Terrorist re
glme, when the placing and subsequent
discovery of Incriminating documents In
any house sufficed for the condemnation
of the owner, could not huve surpassed
the reign of terror which has been In- -
auguratrd here.

Thi Entente Powers nr. still iinuM
to do anything for the protection of their
Greek friends. A pretended no teal
letter from m. venue os. bear nir every
indication or rorgery. ha.i been nubl shed
by the Germanophlle press as proot of
a mytnicai plot, tne existence or which
the Government Is frantically desirous
or proving as palliation for the abomlna
ble outrages said to have been encou
raced with Its knowledge. It baa si
lenced all opposition by the Imprison
mem or venizellst journalists.

The Government watchea with satis
faction Ha organs, which are launching
every conceivable accusation against the
supporters of M, Venlxelos. No Venlze
list paper has been published In Athens
since December 1, It la also encouraged
by the fact that nothing has happened to
make it necessary to punish the Govern
ment press, which ta now graciously
pleased to gloss over misunderstandings,
as they are complacently described. The
papers state that the Greek Government
has no desire to fight the Entente Powers
so long as the latter, having learned
their lesson, will In future abstain from
Interfering In Internal affairs.

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TEUTONS WIN MORE

RUMANIAN TOWNS

Pursued Army Continues to

Fall Back for Stand on
Buzcn River.

MACKENSEN EASING UP

Petrograd Hears He Is Able to

Withdraw Men for Service
on Other Fronts.

London, Dec. It. Two towns of Im-

portance were occupied y by the
Teutonic forces In their sweep through
Great Wallachta, Rumania's richest
province. Mlill, on the railway tine be-

tween Ploschtl and Buteu, forty-thre- e

miles northeast of Bucharest, and
twenty miles southeast of

Mlsll, were captured by the Austro-Ger-man-

according to the Berlin official
statement. , .

The German report says also that the
Ninth Army, which wrested these towns
from their defenders, haa taken more
than 10,000 Rumanians prisoners In the
last ,three days, together .with several
cannon and quantities of field material.

To all appearances the Rumanians are
manoeuvring their forces as best they
can In the face of tremendous opposi-
tion, with a view to taking up a de-

fensive line along the Buieu River, near
the southern boundary of Moldavia, their
northern province. Reports regarding
the operations In this sector are not in
entire .agreement. Despatches from
Petrograd fall to confirm all the Berlin
statement, but the most optimistic of the
despatches Indicate that the movements
of the Rumanlana are being made under
the heaviest pressure.

Bosae Men Being; Withdrawn.
A Rome despatch to the AVIreless

Press quotes an unofficial Petrograd re
port to the effect that the Germans have
begun the retirement of some of their
divisions from Rumania, transferring
them to other fronts. While at first
glance this might seem to Indicate that
the situation Is becoming more favorable
from the standpoint of the Entente It Is
conceivable, on the other hand, that the
Teutons consider that their work In Ru
mania haa been accomplished and these
forces can now be spared.

Pclrograd'a official statement Insists
however, that the Invaders are attacking
unsuccessfully In the Buxeu Valley. It
reports also the success of the Russians
on one of the heights soutn or tne vai
ley of the Usui River.

The evening statement issued in Ber
lin was as follows:

No Incidents of Importance are re
ported on the west or east fronts. In
Great Wallachla our victorious progress
against the Russians and Rumanians
continues."

Night Carpathian Attacks.
Thi. Rerlln dav statement said:
"In the wooded Carpathians, on the

Smotreo and on the Babaludova re- -

peated attacks were completely repulsed
by the German ana Ausiro-iiuiigriu-

troops, as were also nocturnal strong at-

tack in the Meste Canescl sector. Also
on both sides of the Trotus Valley the
Russians once more launched tneir men
and used their ammunition In unsuc-
cessful thrusts upon some of our height
positions. ,

"North of flulta the .Russians were
again driven from a height they had re-

tained in their recent operations.
"Fighting is progressing along the

whole front. L'rxlcchenl and Mlzll ar.e
In our possession.

'Durlnc the last three days tne ninth
army under Field Marshal von Macken-ce- n

has taken more than 10,000 prison-
ers, several guns and quantities of war
material from the Rumanians.

Report of the Rasslana,
The Petrograd dtatement fellows:
"On tho Rumanian front on Sunday

the enemy made unsuccessful attacks
In the valley of the River Buzeu, north
of Tshlslnu, on the Itlver Krlkov and
west of Mlzll.

"In Dobrudja an exchange of fire Is
proceeding.

'In the wooded (Jarpatnians tne enemy
conducted attacks nt a point five versls
northeast of Chlbena and In the region
of Caput Mountain. Both attacks were
arrested by our fire.

"In the region esst of Helbor the. at
tacking enemy was beaten, back. Our de-

tachments pursued them and captured
two heights.

"In the valley of the fiulta River
enemy attacks were repulsed on the front"
six vents northeast or ainshiutte, south
of the valley of tho Usui Itlver. We
gained one of the heights,"

SNOW CHECKS TEUTONS.

Pnraaera of Rnmanlana Are Far to
the East of nacharest.

Berlin (via London), Dee. 12. The
Austro-Germa- n pursuit of the Ruman-
ians haa been only slightly checked by
the snow, rain and generally bad
weather which has prevailed for twenty
four hours. The Teutonic armies are
already far to the eastward ot Bucha
rest. The advance has been o great
that the n line now runs
nlmost due north and nouth, and even
local successes by the Russians to the
northward would bo able only to nccom
pllsh u etlght bending In of the line.
while the Russian left flank on the Beret
line uppears to be endangered,

In German quarters not the slightest
anxiety Is expressed at the activity of
lien. Harriui in .Macedonia, which is ac
counted purely political, as otherwise his
efforts would not be mad In the Mon
astlr region, but to the eastward, uhere
the distance to Rumania Is not quite so
great.

It n reported that the destruction of
Rumanian petroleum supplies wnH con
slderably less serious than nt first be
lleved, as the Rumanian flight wan too
precipitate for them to do more than
partly set tho supplies on fire. They nrc
said to have lacked mimclcnt explosives,
while the work of the Austro-Germn- n

troopi In extinguishing such fires ns had
been set proved unexpectedly effective,

The total loefes of tho Rumanians in
nil sections since the beginning of the
war to date are estimated at lf0,000
prisoners, 250,000 men killed or wounded
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and 100 cannon, or the equipment of
four to fire army corps. The strength
of the remaining Rumanian artillery,-- In
consequence, la, reckoned at nearly nil,
and the strength of the army at even
leas than that ot the Berblan forces
which reached Greece after the retreat
last year.

TEUTONS TAKE OFFENSIVE.

Their Rrpalse In Klselln Region
Iteported by Petrograg.

PgTROORAD, Dec. 12. Teiftonlc forces
took the offensive yesterday In the re-

gion of Klselln, In Volhynla, west of
Lutsk. 's War Office statement
says the Russians were pressed back,
but that subsequently' the position was
regained. The announcement follows :

"in the region of Zubllno. southeast of
Klselln, the enemy after artillery prepa-
ration took the offensive and pressed back
one of our companies slightly. The at-
tack was- promptly repulsed by our re-
serves, who hurried to the spot. Our,
position was regained."

LLOYD GEORGE WILL

TELL PLANS TUESDAY

Premier's Announcement De-

layed Sq That Asquith May
Be at Hand.

London, Dee. 12. When the House of
Common aasembled to-d- Bonar
lw Immediately moved adjournment
until Thursday, when Premier Lloyd
George wilt move the vote of credit.
Reginald McKcnna suggested that the
Premier make his statement next Tues-
day, when Mr. Aequlth could be prosent.

Bonar Law said he thought Mr.

Reply to United States Asserts
They Arc Engaged in Peace-

ful Pursuits.

HARSHNESS IS DENIED

Assertion That America Js
Misinformed ns to the

Measures Taken.

Bislim, via London, Dec. 12. Ger-

many's answer to the American note re-

garding the deportation of Belgians Is

confined almost exclusively to a presen-

tation of tho situation In Belgium before
the deportation order became effective.
The note asserts that there was urgent

Allies, arc characterized In the reply ns
a severe violation of the laws of hu-

manity.

Saya America la Misinformed.
The note declares (hat the German

Government Is convinced that the United
tStates has been misinformed In regard
to tho measures which have been taken
and siya the lack of work has increased
until 1.250.000 are suffering and an un
bearable situation is created. Nothing,
remained therefore, tho noto continues,
but to offer the workless situations in
Germany, since work for all was not at
hand In lielslum. It Is contended that
the majority of those who have come to
Germany are happy and contented, with
