COL. HARDING HERE

TO GET $17,000,000

Canal Zone Governor Needs

Funds for His 28,000
Workers.

Cot. Chester Harding, Governor of the
Canal Zone, with his wife and daughter
arrived here yesterday on the United
Fruit liner Metapan.

On her northern journey the Metapan
ran Into the snowstorm which New Tork
experienced and wore a glittering cost
ot Ice when she entered tho harbor yes
terday.

Col. Harding came north with a
double purpose, to spend the holidays
and to appear before the Appropriation
Commltteo at Washington to ask for
$17,000,000 for maintenance and con-
struction work on the canal. The army
of 23,000 laborers will be employed on
the canal for several years to come.

Col. Harding said that nt present
there Is thirty-fiv- e feet ot water In tho
Culebru Cut and dredges are still ot
work. The engineers believe that the
side pressure resulting In slides have
been overcome.

In the remainder of the canal the
depth of water Is forty feet. Col. Hard-
ing declare that In peace times the
capal will be a decided paylne proposi-
tion for the United States, liven during
the war the tolls last month, ttr.O.OOO,
amount to more than the cost ot opera-
tion ot the canal.

Two coal pockets at Cristobal and
Italboa have a combined capacity of
400,000 tons, he said. At present there
Is on hand about 100,000 tons. Most of
the ships passing through coal on the
Atlantic side.

After holding sessions for almost three
months the special Federal a rand Jury
Impanelled to continue the Investigation
Into the alleged plota of
Frans Itlntelen, Congressman Frank
Huchnnan and others connected with
Inlor s National Peace Council reported
Its Inability to find Indictments yester-
day and was discharged by Judge Martin
T. Manton In the United States District
Court.

Frederick It. Fortmeyer, treasurer of
the National Mad Company, ac foreman
ot the a rand Jury, presented Raymond
It, Sarfaty, the Assistant United States
Attorney In chsrge of the case, with an
embossed set of resolutions commending
tho prosecutor for the ablo manner In
which he conducted the Inquiry.

The special Grand Jury was Impan
elled in the early part or October to take
up matters left over by the, Grand Jurv
which had Indicted Itlntelen, Buchanan
and others tor conspiracy to violate the
Sherman law by calling strikes among
munition workers and handlers. More
than fifty witnesses were called, Includ-
ing steamship men. exporters and labor
leaders, and tho testimony filled 1,000
typewritten page. Although nothing
was uncovered to Justify the finding of
Indictments. United States Attorney II.
Snowden Marshall declared yesterday
tha the evidence was "very Interesting."

Prosecutor Sarfaty has resigned from
tho Federal Attorney's office and will re
sume private practice after January 1.
Ho will probably be retained, however,
to nsslat In the prosecution of Iluchanan
nd the others whom the Federal authori-

ties plan to place on trial about the mid-

dle of January.

DEATH AT SING SING

Go to Chair With Finn Cour-

age After Cell-

mates Merry Xmas.

WARDEN AT EXECUTIONS

New Prison Head Says: "I am
Performing a Grim Duty the

Law Imposes on Me."

Ossikino, N. V., Dec. Stanley
Mlllsteln, 19 years old, and Charles
Kumrow, SO, the two boys who wanted
to dlo long enough before Christmas to
mako that day of cheer one ot less bitter
Irony to their families, went to the clec-

trlo chair In Sing Sing this morning with
firm courage.

Mlllsteln went first. When Warden
Moyrr went to his celt at SMC o'clock he
rose from knees beside the cot where lie
had spent his last four hours, kissed the
crucifix which Father Cashln held out to
him and then walkul firmly Into the
death chamber. As ho came to the little
door through which the condemned men
pass he called bade to those who were
bidding him goodby.

"Goodby, boys, and a Merry Christ-
mas," he said, and then went on and
seated himself In the chair. The straps
and apparatus were buckled on ns he
gave the responses to the lltnny chanted
by Father Cashln, who was visibly af-
fected. The. current wat turned on nt
S:3I, and after three shocks he was pro-
nounced dead nt (:0t o'clock. Kumrow
entered the chamber a moment later, also
with no sign of fear, and was quickly

dead.

Father Falls to Kcr Son.
His father, Joseph Kumrow, nhoie

home Is In Iluffalo, made a last but un-
successful attempt to see him early this
morning. He Is poor and was not nble
to get to the prison until 4 :30 o'clock.
He was told It wns Impossible, for him
to see his son such a short time before
the hour of execution. He carried a let-
ter from friends of his son. but It was
not delivered for fear It might unnerve
the boy.

Warden Moer witnessed the execu-
tions, the first warden to do so since
McCormlck's time. He took his place nt
the left of the wltnetses, between them
and the wall. He took no active part,
Dr. ThouiaH Harry giving the signal to
the electrician.

"I am performing a grim duty which
1 find the law Imposes upon me." he said.

it was the first execution at which he
had ever taken an ofllclal part and tho
second one he had ever seen.

II thought It would lx exciting to net
some of the mythical adventures out In
r 1 life. With a chum. Wllllsm Hellosa,
he planned n robbery. They broke Into a
hardwnre store and stole some old re-

volvers and cartridges. Policeman John
K. C'reedon riw them as they emerged.

Killed Policeman and Tied.
Mlllsteln re:lsteJ arrest, and In a short

struggle shot Creedon. The boy escaped
and Joined the army, but was betrayed
by Hellosa. Tho feeling among n l.irco
number of peoplo that Mlllsteln was
hardly responsible Iwcause of his sub -
normal mentality nroused much sympa
thy ror nis pnsiit.
