REPLY TO GERMANY

MAY GO THIS WEEK

Lloyd Gcorjrc and His Cabinet
Have Preliminary Drafts

Under Consideration.

DOOR REMAINS OPEN

Manchester "Guardian'' Urges

Berlin to Make Statement
Regarding Terms.

I,onuo.v, Dec. SO. There Is a strong
probability that Great Britain's role In

reply to the German peace proposal will

be made before Christmas. This was
the opinion In well Informed Govern-

ment circlet It la believed the
reply will be brief and will likely follow

the lines of Mr. Lloyd George's maiden
speech ae Prime Minister In so far aa It
will leave the door open for Germany to
make concrete peace proposals.

Great Hrltaln'a official reply to Ger-

many, as prominent official preferred
to term It. will be despatched almul-iuu.,1- u

win. that of her allies. F.Vr
since the German note was handed to
the Foreign Office by the American Am-
bassador it has been the subject of dis-

cussions between Premier Lloyd George
and his Cabinet Council, which meets
dally. The note and the nature of the
reply also have been discussed wltn
Great Britain's allies and It Is stated
that these conversations have progressed
so ranldlv that orellmlnarr draft have
been mad.

Waals l.oae Time.
It would therefore not be surnrlelnaT

If the Altlea' replies were ready by the
end of the week. Especially, It la satd,
would this be true tn the caae of Great
Hrltaln'a note, which the Prime Minister
is declared to be anxious to despatch
without delay.

When the tersis of the note are defi-
nitely agreed upon and the document Is
slcned bv Ird Robert Cecil, who Is act
ing; Foreign Secretary In the absence of
Air. lUlfour. It may be liandeii to Am
bassador Page with the request .that he
forward It to the State Department at
Washington for transmission to Oer
many. Tills Is said to be the most likely
method. Inasmuch as the United States
represents, the Allies' Interests In Ger-
many. It Is Just possible, however, that
Great Itrltaln may decide to despatch
the reply direct to the Rrltlsh Ambas-
sador at Washington, with Instruction
to turn It over to the State Department,

Riart Terms Desired.
The general comment in the Rrltlsh

press Is that If Germany really wants
peace she will, when the Joint reply of
the Allien Is received, stnte terms which
can form a basin of discussion. The
Manchester Guirdlan sa.vs:

"Mr. Lloyd George ban not shut the
door on peace witli that resounding
clang for which some of his less balanced
supporters In the prem have been listen-
ing. The German Chancellor must
be both more modest and more explicit
before he can expect any favorable an-
swer to his Invitation. Rut the teal
danger In the situation which his offer
created was that the Allies, this coun-
try In particular, might be led Into an
abrupt and sweeping refusal, not merely
of the actual Invitation but of any
proposal to dlcuss pe4ce terms. This
snare Lloyd George has avoided."

The Guardian notes that the speech
contained no hint of the crushing of
Germany, but says discussion of any
matter Is conditioned on restitution, In
the truest foim. It i continues, reparation
in liuportsllile, for the deepest wrong
cannot be undone.

"Security e certainly require," the
fJimrilluii continues. "The best security
Is the Arm. unbroken front of the al
liance, fortified when the war ends by a
universal league to enforce peace. In
such a league Amerlfa would play a
great part and her presence alone would
be no small security."

Will Heroine Part of First Class
Mystrm Over There,
