M. i} Oorbesco, perfoct of police at
Buchnrest, had learned of the exlitence
of certaln mysterious packagen at the
German Lezation, He went there on
October &, accompanied by Mr. Andrews,
the secretiry of the United Statea Lagas
tion, which i charged with the protec-
ton of German subjects In Rumania,
They found the watchman, Marcus, and
a servant, Maftel, left in charge of the
pouse after the staff had left. Both
men on belng questioned admitted the
existence of the cases and at M, Cor-
tesca's request went into the garden and
began to dig by the wall on the aide of
Cosma strect, between the elghth and
minth trees,

They very soon reached the cases,
burled wbout half a yard deep, They
contnined 1ty gluss tubes Iabelled Hick-
ferd cord mnd fifty tin boxesa  Theso
toses were inseribed “Douarch L. Kval-
Jerie Bpring Patronnen, sprengstoff .\, 6,
Carvonid Hambourg Schiebusch.

A small specinl
fund has been oponed to enable our wvisi-
tora to clicer thess poor souls during the
times of acule crisin  or prolonged
monotony, #n  that tha mental and
spiritunl stealn may be relieved tefore
the breaking point is reached,”
