20,000,000 PIBCES IN
XMAS MAIL HANDLED

Manhattan and Bronx Post
Offices Made Cleanup
by Noon.

By noon yesterday every one of the
millions of pleces of Christmas mall han-
dled In Manhattan and Ths Bronx had
been put in the hands of the carriers, who
had left the post oMces to dellver them.

The bulk of Christmas mall this year
was al least 256 per cent, greater than
last yeur.

Thia eleanup, of course, doea not mean
that all mall wag delivered at the usual
hours, for the carriers, laden down with
huge armfuls of packages, postcards and
letters, worked more slowly than usual
In some districts where the mail was too
heavy for the regular man to dellver
mlone a wagon and one or two helpers
were axsigned to help him.

In the holiday scason in thess two bor-
oughe 20,000,000 pleces of parcel post
have been handled, according to the estl-
mate of Postmaster Morgan. In the lust
week the maln Poat OfMce has handled
200,000 pleces of Insured parcel post mat-
ter rent wivl more than 500,000 Insured
parcels received for local delivery. ‘The
posteards have run far up Into the mill-
lons, and fully an equal number of let-
ters have been sent,

Mail from out of town points has been
delnyed because of the inability of the
rallroads 10 furnish enough car« to
transport It with the usual expedition.
Mall pent to out of town points has also
suffered, Mr, Morgan sald, because after
the postal authorities had done thelr
work und carried the mail to the station
they found that cars, ordered long In ad-
vance, were not at hand to carry away
the mall,

The Christimas rush began this year
much earller than usual because of the
crufade to induce people to lighten the
straln on the Post Oflve as much as pos-
sible.  Then, too, Christmas cards and
presenta sent early gave the reciplents
opportunity to buy presents for the send-
ers when they had not planned to, and
this Increased the amount of the mail.

“I have never encountered anything
ke the task met for ux this year by the
holldaye.” said Mr. Morgan. “One thing
thut caused us extra work was the
cheapness of Insurance on parcel post
packnges, which has led many persons to
take ndvantage of it"

He suld that the only evertime work
done by the carriers was on Sunday,
when they dellvered all the perishable
xoods and then returned to the offices
and arranged the remainder of their mail
for dellvery yesteday. The regular 2,400
carriers were augmented by 800 substi-
| tutes. Three hundred and Afty extra

| wagona were hired Lo nusslst in collecting
and delivering matl, In all the Post Of-
| Nce had delivered more than 2,000,000
parcel post peckages in the past few
days.

BIG DELAY IN MAIL.

Thousands of Sacks lield Up at
| Chicago—Cars Lacking.

Ciicago, Nee, 25 —~Thourands of sacks
of Arat class and parcel post mail are
hlockaded In the rallroad terminals here
