The revolt
against the club system at Princeton
Which was started by a group of

Grow Cleveland, threateni to be the
moit serious attack on Princeton social
conditions that the university has ever
faced.

When Voodrow Wilton was president
of the university there was a some-

what similar upheaval, but that had
It origin In tho faculty, Tho new revo-

lution, although encouraged by Dr. John
drier lllbben, president of Princeton,
was begun by students themselves.

Dr. Htbben said that It Is a
most significant movement and that If

it succeeds even to a small degree It

Wsla reduce the number of club and
InerlUbly lead to a modification of the
tab system.

The higher cost of living because of
the splitting of the upper class men
Into seventeen arrall club todies Is i
contributing factor, Dr. lllbben thinks,
bat he is inclined to believe that the
main reason for1 expecting the movement
to succeed Is the growing antagonism to

system whloh makes 85 per cent of
the student body Into exclusive and
luxurious organisations and leaves the
remaining IS per cent feeling that they
bars been humiliated.

Fnnramental Defect.
"This Is the fundamental defect of

club system as it stands." said Dr.
fflbben. "It Is not right, and I have
heard that men have left college 'be-
cause of their failure to make a club.
They are often, men of exceptional
ability, but wen who havo developed
lowly, who aro shy, retiring and not

apt to make their mark quickly In the
college. Money has nothing to do with
the question. I ihavo known men of
wealthy families to fall of belie chosen
for a, club.

"I believe the sophomores who have
placed themselves at the head of this
movement have done so from motives of
the; highest Idealism. ' Those who have
been most active In protesting against
the club system were practically assured
of being chosen for some' club; but they
did not think that a system which left
men outside with no place to go was
right and democratic and worthy of

.Princeton."
One of the chief reasons whv Or. Hih.

ben believes that the present movement
may acnieve more than any of Its prede-
cessors Is that It comes at a time when It
will' have the active cooperation of the
university authorities, most of whom be- -

uiui un movement is wise. Next
fall the new commons building win be
completed and the doors of what was
planned as a university club will beopen 10 upper classmen.

When this commons was planned itwag proposed, as Dr. lllbben explained
at the time the cornerstone was laid, to
haye lounging quarters with nil the
comforts of the big clubs on Prospect
avenue, where those men .who were not
cnosen ror clubs or did .ot care to join
them might gather. It was hoped that
this would take away a eood den) of
the sting from the failure to make a
Clue.

Smaller Club May Go.
This commons, or unlveriltv rlnh. re.

Hlbben pointed out, will be open when
me, memoers or the present lophomore
cian return to college as Juniors next
fall and If any considerable number of
them Join the movement It will bring,
about marked change In tfie club life.
One member of' tho senior class, a club-
man, went so far as to nay that If fifty
members of tho sophomore class hold
out against the blub system several oftha smaller clubs will havo, to close.

The students known to be actively op-
posed to the club system, those who have
proclaimed that they do not want to be
considered as candidates for any of tho
clubs which havo their luxurious homes
on Prospect avenue, nro In a small
minority, Itlchard Cleveland, who heads
tha revolt, has not more than thirty men
behind him, but he believes that before
the end of the college year he will havoat lat fifty.

The significant thing about the whole
movement Is that although the under-Traduatf- J!

in favor of abolishing the
club system aro a wmill part of tho
student body, tho majority of tho upper
class men recoxnlzo tho fact that tho
club system should be considerably
modified, Just how they would do thisthey do not know.

Those who have talked most about It
elleve that either one of two things

would have to be done tho clubs mustbe Increased so that every upper class-man would be taken In or the number ofclubs should be decreused so that moremn would be left out. That Is the seri-
ous thing about the situation at Prince-te- n

At most colleges whero there aro fra-
ternities the men who Join the "frats"are In the msjorlty. whereas here those
who are left out are tho small minority.
This Is why members of the faculty, whn
are quite generally in sympathy with the
movement, are so Keenly watching the
efforts of the undergraduates to solve
the problem.

The witness pointed out that of
the big Powers might Insist upon pay-
ment for tha lives and property of citi-
zens under such circumstances that this
country might find It necessary to object.

The policemen, who were accompanied
oy several men from the District Attor-
ney's office, tried to perform their duty
with as little confusion as possible, but
as they searched the place for the
women named In the warrants their In-

tent became obvious.

All Five Arrested.
Instantly the music stopped and men

and . women rushed toward the coat
rooms, ine investigators wno naa tes-
tified before the qrand Jury picked out
the four women wanted and Trim, the
h,a(1 wnUer. wer, hyinM donn
the elevator and taken to the West
Forty-sevent- h street station. After they
had given their pedigrees they were
taken to the Tombs.

The Strand roof was opened two years
ago by Miss Anne Morgan and Miss
Elisabeth Marbury. Its purpose was to
provide recreation centre for working
girls one that would protect them
from the usual temptations of Broadway
dancing places. Because of the In- -
truslon of an undesirable ejement
Morgan and Miss Marbury closed the
Place, it was reopened yeir ago
under new management

Simultaneously with the Indictments
against Trim and me four women,
fifteen other Indictments were returned
against frequenters and employees ot
two negro resorts In Harlem.

These four men,
posing as persons pt wealth, went to tho
Btrand Itoof, They reported a loose-
ness of conduct In the, placea condition
toward whlcln some of the employees
contributed.

They sad that on the first night thny
went there they were Importuned by ono
of tho employees who aparently was a
procurer. He offered to Introduco them
to girls who sing In tho chorus of tha
roof revue. When this offer was re-
jected he brought to their tablo several
girls avowedly Immoral.

On tho next night, according to the
charges, Trim, the head waiter, made
them acquainted with four girls. These
girls, who aro named In tho warrants as
Honey Ilelmont, Evelyn Palmer, Iluth
Miner and Orace Horton, took the men to
their apartment In West 109th street
They were Indicted for maintaining a
nuisance In their home.

At po time slnco the beginning of tho
Investigation had tho ponce ooen taKcn
Into the confidence of the District Attor- -
ney or the Committee Of Twelve. Tho
flrat Intimation of the Indictments came
to them when Inspectors Thomas Ryan
and John Daly were summoned' to As-

sistant District Attorney James L.
Smith's office last night.

In the morning District Attorney
Hwann went to Police Headquarters to
confer with Commissioner Arthur
Woods. Neither would disclose the rea-
son for their talk, but In the light of
subsequent events It Is believed they
discussed the Indictments that were
found. "

It Is understood conditions similar In
many respects obtain In many of the
Broadway cabaret and dancing places.
Last night's campaign Is believed to be
merely tha forerunner of a crusade
which Is expected to end the activity of
several of the gaudiest places In the
White Light section.

Oalvln Tomklns, Former Dock
Commissioner, Admits Dis-

crimination Exists.

1'OItT CONDITIONS BLAMED

lie Suggests Tunnels or
Urldgcs and Elevated Freight-wa- y

on Manhattan Side.

The contention of northorn New Jersey
cities that theje is discrimination against
them In favor of New York In the mat-to- r

of freight rates is to be threshed out
nt a series of hearings which began yes- -
lcrday at ,n8 chamber of Commerce
Building. 66 Liberty street, before Wil-
bur La, Iloe, Jr., examiner attorney for
the Interstate Commerce Commission.

Calvin Tomklns, former Dock Com-
missioner of New York, and J. Spencer
Smith, a New York commission merchant
who lives in Tenafly, N, J., were the only
two witnesses examined yesterday,
Cieorge w. Wlckersham appeared as at-
torney for the city of Ne York. Julius
Henry Cohen for the State of New York
und tho Chamber of Commerce and
Charles F. MacLean for the New York
Board of Trade and Transportation.

New Jersey Interests are complaining
that their freight rates are three cents
on each hundred pounds In excess of
what they should be, and that this
amount represents tho charge for llght-erag- o

to Manhattan. TKIs is so, they
:iy, becauso the Jersey shore Is con-

strued as a part of the port of New
York so far as rates aro concerned.

Tomklns's Oagarestlons.
Mr. Tomklns's testimony was In favor

of port Improvements. It la not the
financial or engineering difficulties that
stand In the way of the port Improve-
ments, according to Mr. Tomklns, but
rather the "political hold" that comes
from the vested Interests. Specifically,
Mr. Tompkins Is In favor of tunnels or
bridges between New Jersey, New York
una iong isiano points. Ha would
havo a large classification vard on
the Jersey meadows, where the cars
could be grouped according to their
final destinations. For the present, how
ever, until this change can bo brought
about, he told the examiner that he was
in ravor or maintaining the lighterage
system. He admitted that the present
rates are discriminatory In favor of
New York, but said that both New York
and New Jersey should work together
for the Improvement of port conditions.

ew York's commerce Is gradually
slipping away from her, Mr. Tomklns
saia, on account of her poor port facili-
ties, and much of It Is going to Mon-trea- l.

Among his suggestions was ono
for an elevated frelghtway along the
West Side of Manhattan that could be
usM In connection with the proposed
bridges or tunnels from Jersey.

Crux of the Situation,
"Is It essential to the proper develop-

ment of the port," Inquired George L.
Itecord, attorney for the complainants,
"that other railroads have a parity of
privilege on the West Bide with the New
York Central railroad T"

"That." responded Mr. Tomklns, "Is
the crux of the whole situation."

J, Spencer Smith said that for export
chipping he would obviate the lighter-
age question altogether by bringing the
ships to the New Jersey shore and have
the cargoes placed on them there.
Freight that can be handled outside the
city ought not to be brought Into Man-
hattan, he asserted. The New York

The St. Paul
brought tha malls and some of tha pas-
sengers of the Cunarder Laconla,
rammed by a cargo vessel In the Mersey
and taken baok to dock for repairs.

Alfred Noyes, poet and professor of
English at Princeton, arrived with his
wife. He said the Entente Allies would
not accept peace until Prusslanlsm had
been crushed forever. The best armies
would win, and the .British believed they
and their allies had the best armies.

"The British and French are pushing
surely, although slowly, toward the
Rhine," said Mr. Noyes, "and the Ger-
mans are gradually falling back. It Is
doubtful If the Allies will reach the
Rhine, and no man can predict when the
war will end or how peace will be

'achieved."
President Wilson's note, the poet said,

had been not clearly understood In Eng-
land. The phrase that all the nations
were fighting for a like object Impelled
many Englishmen to remark, "If that Is
true England should never have gone
Into the war."

Eugen Ysaye, Belgian violinist, here
with his son Gabriel for a concert tour,
left his wife, several daughters and eight
grandchildren In London and three sons
on the Belgian front.
