Since Saturday the had been 'nursing
the daughter of James Tobln of 3692
Broadway. Following tne Instructions
of the physician, sho was preparing to
give her patient an alcohol bith yester-
day. She had moved Miss Tobln out of
hor bed to a couch In the dining room.

Somehow the alcohol In a phn on tho
stovo became Ignited and tho flames
caught Mrs. Duntley'o dress. She ran
screaming through the rooms, while Miss
Tobln added her 'screams to' the noise.
Mrs. Duntley then leaped into the bed
Which Miss Tobln had occupied and at-
tempted to smother the flames In the
bedding. But .tho.bcdclothes caught fire
andMhe alcohol fumes and tho smoke
soon, overcame her.

Johnyconnor, superintendent of the
apartmentSipusc, heard the screams land
broke' down the door. He carried Miss
Tobln to another apartment. The fumes
nearly overcame him, but he opened a
window and soon revived. When an am-
bulance physician got there Mrs. Dunt-
ley was dead.

She wUs BO years old and lived at 53
Vtest 130th street. She leaves two sons;
one, Walter, who lives at 1319 Washing-
ton avenue: tho address of the other,
Chester, could not be learned.

ELECTORAL VOTE FIRST

Col. Salter Stayed Up All

Night in Washington to

Register Result. '

Washington, Jan. 9. The electoral
vote of New Jersey was the first to he
delivered here Col. of
Ttenton, who cnrrled tho returns, ar-

rived In Washington at 10 o'clock last
night, hut could not locate

Matshall, who Is In Arizona, or his
secretary, Mark Thlstlewalte, who was
at the theatre.

So tho Colonel paced the hotel rotunda
until 1 :30 this morning, when he suc-
ceeded In getting the
sccietary out of bed. He was told the
vote would have to be delivered to the

ofllcc at the Capitol, so
he had a tnxlcnli at the apartment house
In which Thlstlcwalte lived at 8 A. M.

and conveyed him mid the ballots to the
Senate, where the New Jersey returns
were formally acknowledged and placed
under lock and key,

A few minutes later the Maryland
messenger from Rockville, only a few
miles out of Washington, came hurrying
In, believing 1k had "put one over" be
cause of his proximity to vvasiiingion.
Hut his ballots were found to be Irregu-
lar for some reason nnd the Maryland
returns dropped Into fourth place, while
Rhode Island came under the wire sec-

ond with Vlrglnln third. Connecticut
came later In the day. Thereafter In-

terest In the returns subsided. The mes-
sengers will be dropping In from now on
and little Intciest Will be taken In their
arrival. Theic Is always an Interest in
the first few arrivals.

Col. Salter, who made the record for
New Jersey simply repeated his
peiformance of 1913, when he was the
State's messenger nnd outdistanced all
others.

The icturne as they arrive will be
placed In the custody
until turned over for tho official canvass
In the presence of both houses, which
will come In February.
