Both, It Is pointed out,
agree to the evacuation of France .and
Belgium. The only questions left upon
tka west front, therefore, are the allied
demands for Indemnities and the Intima-
tions that Alsace-Lorrain- e must be re-

turned to Franco nd some kind of se-
curity for maritime frontiers.

On tho east front the provinces of
Lithuania and Poland arc Ip dispute,
Lithuania, formerly Russian, but

Bulgaria demands paits of Serbia,
Macedonia and Rumania as her recom-
pense for the' war and has stated through
her Premier that her work, consisting in
conquering those sections, now U fin-
ished. The whole question of the return
of various nationalities to their own
countries presents a complex nnd con-
fusing problem.

Turkey then remains. The Allies haxe

demanded her withdrawal from Europe,
without saylns who shall fill the vacancy'
at Constantinople. Former Premier
'Crepoft has announced that the Allies
have promised that city with the
straits to Russia, but the question is
left open In the allied note. The Turkish
capital nnd the proposed division of the
Ottoman Empire In Asia Minor furnish
stIU another tremendous difficulty to be
overcome.

The question of colonies and of the
Far East Is left untouched In th allied
statement. Germany Informally has In-

dicated that she will expect her colonies
back.

It Ia tlie belief of officials here that
only by u careful definition of these
questions and by a mutual give and
take will It ever be possible to make
a peace that will be permanent. A be-

Conquest.

COMMENTS KY PAPERS',

Demand for Restoration of
Belgium and Other Terri-

tory Approved.

Speuol Cable Itetpateh to Thk Sf Irom the
London Timet.

Iajndon, Jan. 12. A special despatch
from Amsterdam says the Dutch are
convinced that peace Is no nearer now
than It ever was, after liavlng read the
notes of the Allies to President Wilson
and of Germany to tho neutrals.

"It Is Idle to deny that the Dutch re-

gard both Tides its out for conquest,"
the despatch says. 'Their attitude may
best be described In the Shakespearian
words, 'A plague o' both your houses.'
All the Dutch papers recognize that the
attitudes of the two groups exclude an
early peace. The Socialist paper I'olt
says the framtrs of the Allies' pro-
gramme can scarcely believe their de-

mands will be realized."
The 7imlelbfu says It Is a disap-

pointed In dls:overing In the peace terms
of the Entente Allies, as set forth In
their reply to President Wilson, "an In-

consequent mixture of the Ideals of rlslit
with the ordinary conceptions of con-
quest, which have nothing to do with
right."

The paper approves the demands for
the restoration of Belgium, Serbia and
other occupied territories. It disapproves
of the clause .regarding the restoration
of territories formerly wrested from the
Allies. Alluding to Alsace-Lorrain- e.

Schleswlg and the proposal to nxpel the
Turks, from Europe, it says that one
might as well declare that America
should be restored to the Indians.

The llandeltblad hopes that Armenia
will not bo left in the hands of Turkey,
and strongly criticises he German note
to neutrals.

ALLIES' STEP SKILFUL

American Officers Believe An-

e offers. The slightest sign of weak-nes.i.- Jt

is said, would have been seized
upon in Germany as a sign of distress.
As matters now stand the men fighting
for the Kntente can be peisuaded that
tho enemy wants peace because of weak-
ness, and whether or not this I' actually
the case the effect on Untente troops will
be virtually the same.

Fight to KxbsHstloa.
The tone of the Untente note tov s

regarded as calculated to discourage the
enruiy. As one officer put It : "The Kn-

tente gives naming that It Is to be a
light to exhaustion even though the
exhaustion Is mutual."
