London, Jan. 14. Tho military corre-
spondent of the Times writes as follows
upon the situation caused by the failure
of peace talk :

"We ought to see clearly enoush now
If wo have not before that our military
effort on land, especially on the decisive
western front, has not been adequate to
secure a decision or even to deserve It.

"Somo of our friends abroad boast
vvilh a tendency to exaggeration that we
British have 2,000,000 men In Franco
and suppose we shall soon win through.
Wo might say also that France has

men In the field and will also
soon win through, but statements of this
nnturo serve rather to obscure Issues
than to Illuminate them.

13ft German lllrlalnn.
'The truth of tho situation In the west

Is that Germany hns 12S divisions op-
posed to us and that the number of
French. British nnd Belgian divisions Is
not yet such as to promise a decision In
offenslvo war. Beforo tho war we sup-
posed that two or even three to one su-

periority was not too great for the at-
tacker. It must be repeated again :md
again that we hnve nothing like this
superiority and victory depends upon ob-

taining It. Over and over again In this
war the Nelsonlan maxim, 'numbers
alono annihilate,' has been shown to be
correct"

The writer urges the concentration on
the decisive front of all scattered troops
and proceeds t

"Iord Kitchener proposed to continue
day by day and year by year the devel-
opment of fresh forces, whereby It was
expected that when other Powers were
exhausted we should t capable of
continuing tho war. Thla plan gradually
lapsed for many reasons, the chief of
which was the recruiting muddle, which
ev en at the present day Is far from being
clcaied.

Trnile Alintv Victory.
"There was a party In the late Cabi-

net which thought more nbout trade
than victory To the evil influence of
this party the writer has no hesitation
In assigning the main responsibility for
the nrnlnnirntlon of the war. This c.ire

I for trade brought the value of our ex
ports to 2,500,000,000 in 1010, almost a
record, but what advantage accrued
from reaching such a figure at the cost
of a prolongation of tho war no one has
atteimpted to explain.

"The balance of power, though Inclin-
ing toward our side, docs not Incline
fHr enough to cause the enemy's svale to
kick Ihe beam, We have left 4,000,000
men of military ago In civil life. There
never was any military policy more
penny wise and pound foolish."

After outlining ways of speedily ob-

taining more men, the writer proceeds:
"We need another sixty divisions In

the west. The necessary mso exist, and
there is every probability lliftl tho ap-
pearance of these new divisions In the
field will decide the war."

Outcome of Commission Meet-

WASiitNOToy. Jan, 14. The reported
plan of President Wilson to lift the

against arms nnd nmmunitlon des-
tined for Mexico Is brewing a storm In
Congress whlcfi will break with a bitter
attack upon- the Administration's entire
Mexican policy as soon as announced
officially.

The expectation Is that the announce-
ment will be made at meet-
ing In New York of the Mexican com-
mission, when announcement of the
withdrawal of the Pershing expedition-
ary force fiom Mexico Is also expected.

If President Wilson lifts the embnrgo
on arms Into Mexico he will be acting In
the face of the advice of two American
members of tho commission Secretary
of the Interior Franklin K. Lano anil
John R. Mott. Of these Secretary Lane,
at least, took up the negotiations of the
Joint commission favoring the lifting of
the embargo and cineiged from the meet-
ings even more strongly opposed to such
action.

How Gn ns Are I'seil,
Information brought to American

members of tho commission Impressed
them with the belief not only that am-
munition shipped to Carranza has been
turned against American soldiers and
probably will be In the future but that
It finds Its way surely and In large quan-
tities to the various bandits, Vllllstns,
Zapatistas and followers of Salazar, and
by them Is employed not only In border
forays and attacks on American troops
in Mexico but In the terrorizing of for-tlg- n

Interests and the outraging of
Amerclan citizens In Mexico.

At first disinclined to believe this, the
American commissioners finally were
forced to accept the charge as proved
and turned a deaf ear to the pleadings
of the Carranza commissioners.

the Carranza forces traded ammunition
for food with the "soldnderas" of the
