In the
other he was pictured ns a hero, who
gave his employees the cue to flee when
the first smoke of the are came trickling
wp the stairway and stood by until the
last bad disappeared.

The witnesses, men and women sur-

vivors of the fire, not only differed In
their attitudes toward Barkln, but five
of them, girls of IS to 17 years, testified
tkfct ths door which figures as a grim
erkhlblt In the cans was actually open a
few talnutce before the fire.

Others Found Door Locked.
On the other hand Louis Goldstein of

112 Rockaway avenue, Brooklyn, testi-
fied that he found the door locked, and
after wasting precious minutes tn an
effort to force It. Jumped from the fourth
floor of the five story building to the
root of a one story garage, where he
saw Barkln. While men and women,
ether avenues of escape cut oft, were

prawllng about him in their Jumps for
lite, he walked up to tho manufacturer,
tie says, and shouted:

"It was on your account I nearly lost
way life. There are men and girls up
there now who will lose their Uvea be-

cause of you."

stein. He told too of the struggle around,

desperate effort and then awaited their
chance to squeeze through the opening.
It providentially they were slim enough
to do so. Rose Goldman, the girl for
whose death Barkln is being tried, was

till awaiting her chance when he left
her to "Jump for it." Rlvkln testified.
The chance never came. The girl's body
was found near the locked door.

Defence Has Its Inning?.
Others testified to confusion, the

creaming of girls, the struggle to force
their way out of the trap ; but tho color
f the testimony changed abruptly tn

the afternoon after Meier Stelnbrlnk,
counsel for Barkln, had opened for the
defence. Mr. Stelnbrlnk ssld he would
ahow that' the trapdoor reeponslblo for
the fatalities had been unlocked by Bar-
kln, that It was open half an hour be-

fore the fire and that whoever locked
It, certainly not his client, was respon-
sible for the deaths.

Louise do Vrlsco, 17, of 213 North
Seventh street, Brooklyn, the first wit-
ness for the defence, testified that Bar-
kln always opened the trapdoor In this
morning and that she knows It was
open a short time before tho fire, be-
cause the girls were dancing and sing-
ing near the bottom of the staircase
when she returned from lunch and that

ome of them were flirting with men In
the loft tvbove Less than an hour later,
according to her testimony, Barkln was
crying:

"Girls, run 1 There's a fire !"
ino way wo were going down," she

continued, ' tho door was closed. Sir.

TELLS OF VACCINE

TO COMBAT TYPHUS

Dr. Harry Plote Gives Details
of Experiments in Eastern

War Zones.

SEBUM USED IN MEXICO

Many Interesting Tapers Bead
Beforo New York Academy

of Medicine.

Dr. Harry Plots, the youthful looking
'he Is still in his twenties) and brilllaptJi'llt ""ached to Mount Slnal
Hospital, who more than two years ago
Isolated tho germ which causes typhus
fever, last night read a paper before the
New York (Academy of Medicine

hla experiments In tho war zones
of eastern Kurope with tho typhus
vaccine which Dr. Plots, working with
ether young pathologists of Mount Slnal
Hospital, also perfected.

"Our experiments In the Balkans and
Vothynla," said Dr. Plots In summing up
his paper, "during The winter of 1815- -
1S16 with the vaccine made of the
bacillus (typhus
germ) would therefore seem to indicate
that It Is capable of reducing the In
cidence of the disease, although It does
not Insure absolute Immunity."

Dr. PloU'a paper on prophylactic im
munization with the bacillus Immediately
rouowea a paper by his coworker In
Russia and the Balkans. Dr. George
Baehr, on the etiology and epidemiology
of typhus In the eastern war cones of
Europe. Various phases of the recent
experimental work In typhus ridden Mex
ico by Drs. P. H. Olltsky. B. S. Denser
and C. E. Husk were discussed In papers
by Dr. Denser and Dr. Olltsky earlier In
the evening.

One Doctor Gives Life.
Dr. Olltsky contracted typhus during

his Mexican work and "owes his life." as
he put It last night at the conclusion of
his paper, to the efforts of his colleague.
Dr. Denier. Dr. Husk also contracted
typhus ' during the experiments, and al
though hurried back to the border and
skilfully cared for, he died in El Paso,
Tex., last winter.

Under virulent epidemic conditions In
Mexico, It was reported by Drs. Olltsky
and Denser, as well as In the endemic or
scattered cases of the disease here in
New York, a le organism, or
germ, precisely the same as Dr. Plots
had Isolated some time before, had been
obtained. Also the vaccine was used as
extensively as possible In Mexico, but
owing to a lack of statistics the Mexican
results obtained by use of the vaccine
could not be stated with the positive
neos with which Dn Protz and DrTBaehr
detailed their experiments abroad.

The general belief among medical men
that body lice are the solo Infectious
carriers of the typhus germ from one
person to another was discussed In vari-
ous phases during the reading of the
papers. Dr. Nathan E. Brill, the at-
tending physician at Mount Slnal Hospi-
tal, whose early work with typhus here
caused the local exanrples of tho disease
to become known as Brill's disease, paid
a high compliment to the late Dr. Husk
as one of the many martyrs to science
among medical men.

Dr. Plots Gets Praise.
The work of Dr. Plots and hla young

coworkers In typhus experimentation
had been so exhaustive, complete and
scientifically convincing, said Dr. Brill,
that there Is nothing left now for future
experimenters but to corroborate what
Dr. Plots and his associates already
have disclosed to the nvedlcal world on
tho subject. Dr. Brill enrrrefwod belief
that the body louse was tho disease car-
rier In epidemic typhus, but hoped to
seo positive proof before accepting the
belief that In endemic oases there Is no
other source of Infection.

Dr. Plotx In his brief paper gave
many Instances of the use of the new
vaccine as means of Immunization and
exact statistics to show the apparent
worth of the vaccine. Owing to a com
paratively limited supply of the vaccine
It was used chiefly on those most ex-
posed to typhus, such as hospital physi-
cians, nurses and military nnd civic
groups when the disease became preva-
lent around them. Of 8,119 persons to
whom the vaccine was administered In
a given group of forty-eig- ht Institutions
early last year only three had developed
tha disease up to May, 1916, and only
one died, despite the violence of tho
epidemic. This group of 3,169 persons
was but one of many groups cited by
Dr. Plotx, the results being gratifying at
an uraee.

TO COPE WITH RUSH

Bccord Congestion Makes It
Hard for Late Arrivals to

Find Booms.

135,000 VISIT0B3 DAILY

Jam Expected to Be Greater
Than Ever When Influx

of Buyers Begins.

Thomas D. Green, president of the
Hotel Men'l Association, says N,ew York
city has moro first class hotels than
London, Paris and Berlin combined.
Despite the fact that the hotel ca-

pacity of the city, built at a cost of
$500,000,000, Is more than 100,000, It
was difficult for visitors arriving late
last night to find rooms. In fact, up to
10 o'clock the demand for rooms Just
about equalled the supply.

Investigation by reporters for Tng
Sun revealed that the overcrowding
of hotels did not end with the football
season, but that the automobile show
found tho hotels still more congested,
The present week Is regarded by the
hotel men as a sort of lull prior to
the Influx of buyers In greater numbers
than ever from all parts or the country.

That gives an Index of conditions,
Every room taken used to be called a
"rush." Now It Is a "lull." A "rush'
Is the condition which has existed neany--
alt winter, when guests sleep In bath
rooms or are vent to Newark end
Brooklyn.

"New York, the city of big things,"
said President Green, "has not enough
hotels to supply the demand, and Rl
though there are several hotels with f
total capaclty'of more than 6,000 rooms
In course of construction they will not
be sufficient to provide for the ever
Increasing number of visitors to the
city."

Walt Loner for Booms
Colts at a number of the leading hotels

last night furnished proof of this fact.
J. W. Rogers, assistant manager at the
Waldorf-Astori- a, said people had been
waiting since 10 o'clock In the morning
for rooms s that for weeks every prlvalo
dining room and every small meeting
room had been utilised as Dearooma.
At the Belmont the same condition was
reported, and bookings have been made
for weeks ahead. Assistant Manager
Woods at the Blltmore reported that
hotel booked full from September 1 until
April 1, and said dozens had been turned
away In the course of the day.

The Astor. Vanderbllt. St Regis. Man
hattan nnd other big hotels announced
they had all the guests tney could com
fortably provide for. The AlcAlpln
managers said they had a few rooms
left, but that was the first time In days.

LA ?" the, ! J"sons inquiring rooms had re.
ferred to the headquarters of the Hotel
Men's Association, which has a sort of
clearing house for steering strangers to
hotels that are not overcrowded,

At the Hotel Men's Association It was
said the week had been exceedingly
busy. Evory night until 12 o'clock
scores of persons were calling up and
aKing wnere they could get rooms. ' On
Tuesday night," said one of the men at
the headquarters, "a man called up and
we referred him to a hotel that only
a few minutes before had told us It had
five single rooms left. He called back
etiortly and said every room was gone."

Reasons for Jam.
Assistant Manager Rogers of the Wat

dorf figured last evening that the tran
slent population In New York city Is
easily 135,000, Instead of 100,000,
formerly estimated, and he said It Is
constantly Increasing. Various hotel
managers said the throngs seeking ac
commodattons In the hotels at present
were greater than at any similar time
In previous years. Automobile week of
course Is always heavy.

As to the reasons for the Jam, the
managers held different views. Ono Is
the presence In the city of hundreds of
people who nre shopping before moving
to the big hotels and resorts In the
South. Another Is the beginning of the
Influx of buyers from every part of the
country. The stock market also Is cred
ited with having attracted to the city n
great number of persons, but the recent
slump has tended to send away a num-
ber of those persons.

Another manager pointed out that
countless persons who ordinarily epend
the winter In Europe or who live there
the greater part of the time have re-
turned to America, and New York Is the
only city with the life and gayety to
which they are accustomed. The pres-
ence of representatives of foreign gov-
ernments Interested In war contracts to-

tals up In a surprising manner. Follow-
ing the rush of automobile week have
come many persons who, realizing that
the hotels would be Jammed at that
time, deferred their business trips to the
,cuy until afterward.
