Nnw London, Jan. 20 Ono of the
largest submarines ever built In this
country, and, In fact, one of the largest
and most powerful In tho world, arrived
off Southwest Ledge light at 4 o'clock
Tuesday afternoon and within a

poked her nose Into the berth
nt the New London Ship and Engine
Company's wharf.

The monster undersea fighter Is the
Isaac Pern I. She was built at Qulncy,
Mass., by the Electric Boat Company for
tho Spanish navy, and manned by the
crew which will take her ncross the
Atlantic In a few day, she slipped
Into this port with American flag fly-

ing after an uneventful trip via the
Capo Cod canal. Sho was piloted to
this port by Capt. Joe Lewis of the
T. A. Scott Company and S. A. Oardner,
manager of the Electric Boat Company's
plant at Qulncy was a passenger on the
run to New London.

In command of the Isaac Peral Is
Capt Fernandez Carranze, and In the
company Is Lieut. Vlon, both of whom
have made their headquarters In this
city for several months and are well
known here. The entire crew, In fact,
have spent many days at the plant of
the New London Ship and Engine Com-
pany In Oroton, where they were per-

fected In, the art of navigating an under-
sea fighter.

Can Trarel 5,500 Miles.
The Isaac Peral Is about 200 feet

long and In her sixe and dimensions is
similar to the German submarine, the
U-6- which put Into Newport last
Bummer. She Is of the 800 ton type and
can make IS knots when running on the
surface 'and 10 i when submerged. She
has a radius of action of 5.S00 sea miles,
and when submerged her radius Is ap-
proximately 100 miles. The Peral Is
equipped with four torpedo tubes in the
bow and carries a three Inch rapid firing
gun, which Is so mounted that It can
be turned against aircraft. The gun
Is placed Just forward of the conning
tower.

Two 600 horsepower Diesel engines
made at the Croton plant of the Elec-
tric Boat Company, supply the power
when she Is running on the surface. The
famous German subsea freighter, the
Deutschland, has a total horsepower of
900, and the Peral has a surface speed
of over 60 per cent. In excess of the Ger-
man submarine.

The Peral Is manned by three officers
and twenty men. A glimpse Into her In
terior will cause the layman to gasp. To
a person unfamiliar with submarine con-
struction the mass of machinery, wheels
and coll upon coll of pipe Is confusing
and one marvels at the human Ingenuity
which has made possible the building of
this big steel lnvader"ot the ocean's
depths.

Steered by Small Lever.
Tho operating compartment, about

amidships, contains an awe Inspiring
array of dials. Indicators, levers and
other devices. The big boat Is steered
by the manipulation of a small lever,
much smaller than the throttle on the
wheel of an automobile. The moving of
this a fraction of an inch will set the
rudder of the vessel. Forward of tho
operating room Is the officers' compart-
ment. This Is lined with cork to Insure
dryness and though ice covered the
decks of the submarine Tuesday the In
terior was very snug and warm. Abaft
the operating room tho big Diesel m
glnes aro Installed and then come the
motor which furnish tho power when
the vessel Is submerged.

The bunks for the crew fold .back Into
tho sides of tho boat when not In use.
Thero Is an electric stove for cooking
purposes ana every available cubic Inch
Is utilized In some manner.

To newspaper men who were allowed
to go through the submarine Capt. Car
ranze orieny told of, the trip to New
London on the Peral. At 2 o'clock Mon
day afternoon they left Boston and ar
rived about 5 :30 o'clock at the easterly
cna oi i;ape uoa uanai. wnere they tied
up ai sanawicn to await favorable tide.
At 8 o'clock Tuesday morning thev
started their trip through the canal and
nan ciearea me big ditch by 9:40.

A wreck In the canal necessitated can
tlon on tho part of Commander Carranze
and his men. and because of Ice In Buz- -
zara s uay tne speed of the Peral was
kept down. At 1 :30 Tuesday afternoon

.sne wan reported Dy wireless as tasn
ing juaun ana it was given out
that the big submarine would make this
port anout o o'clock. She came in near
ly an hour ahead of time.

Gardner were welcomed at the Ship andEngine Company's wharf by

the Atlantic with delight evidently and

the boat can do.

The Isaac Peral was started thirteen
months ago. Her hull- - was hullt at
Qulncy and her engines here. Tho local
plant will manufacture other engines for
the submarines the company Is now
building In Spain for the Spanish Gov-
ernment, When launched at Qulncy the
Peral was christened by Senora de
Rlano, wife of the Spanish Ambassador.

Officials and employees of the Electric
Boat Company feel particularly proud of
tho Isaac Peral. She Is the first subma-
rine fighter built In this country for
Spain.

Ten Boats JIbtp .Hade Trip.
When the Peral makes her transatla-

ntic trip It will not be the first Instance
nf a submarlno of tho Electric Boat
Company's typo having crossed the
ocean, In July, 1915, ten boats of
smaller tonnage, but of tho same type,
mado the trip.

The Isaac Peral was christened for a
Stianlnh tiMVitl officer who in 1 S ft 7 com-
pleted Spain's first practical submarine,
which was named tha Peral. Lieut.
Peral received a title nnd $100,000,
Soinc'Mdea of the advance In submarlno
I'onHtructton since then may he gained
when one compares the vessel lying at
the NIseco wharf with Lieut. Peral's first
boat, which was seventy feet long, with
a beam of eight feet and six Inches and
n displacement of eighty-seve- n tons.
She was of lxty horse-pow- and had
one torpedo tube, hut no guns.

This up to data undersea craft will
probably remain here for a few days,
Hhe will be ready to leavo as soon ns
her machinery gets Its final Inspection
and will probably run on tho nuifaco all
ttfc way across the Atlantic Ocean, Con-
trary to reports she will not have a con-
voy on the voyage.
