LANSING DENIES HE
WILL LEAVE CABINET

Says Report He Object to
Peace Plan Wat Spread to

Hurt Wilton.

Wasiunuton, Jan. 23. Secretary
Tanning Indignantly denied to-d- a re-

port that he contemplated resigning from
President Wilson's Cabinet. The report,
printed In afternoon newspapers, snld he
expected to resign after March 4.

"There Is not the slightest foundation
for the report," said tho Secretary to-

day. "The only purpose of such reports
Is to embarrass the President."

It Is understood the rumor was tho
remit of n growing belief here that Mr.
Iinslng does not take the President's
peace plan seriously and that he be
lieves It may seriously embarrass this
Government. There were reports that he
endeavored to have tho president re-

frain from sending his pvace note of
December 18 nnd that he predicted It
would be hailed ns Being
cognizant with all tho wrinkles of
diplomacy here, Bccretary Ijinslng Is un-
derstood to havo felt that the Central
Powers would at onco use the President's
efforts for their own endH and endeavor
to make him the champion of their peace
cnuse.

There has been good reason to believe
that Mr. knew the Entente
would be offended nnd reject the peace
proposals nnd that he made his views
known to his chief, but the President
Is said to have determined upon pro-
motion of the peace Idea at any price
and consequently went ahead with his
own programme regardless of all ad-
vice.

MILLIONS WASTED

ONTHE MISSISSIPPI

Chnrge Made in Congress That
Upper River Work Is Worse

Than Useless.

Washington, Jan. 25, That after
spending millions on the upper Mlasle-Blp- pt

In constant river and harbor bills
the Government, by allowing tho con-
struction of the Keokuk dam, naa seri-
ously Interfered with nalgntlou, was
charged to-d- In tho discussion of the
river and harbor bill by Representatives
Krear of Wisconsin and Halney of Illi-
nois.

Ralney sought to have an amendment
adopted prohibiting the Secretary of Wnr
from granting authority to Impound
water-abov- e any damn on the river. He
charged that the Mississippi River De-
velopment Company, which constructed
the dam, had been able to finance the
enterprise because of representations
made that It would develop 200,000 horse- -

v"ZrThat was absolutely false." con
tinued Ralney. "I have a letter from
the engineers advising me that 75.000
horse-pow-er was as much as they had
been able to.develop without Impounding
the water, for which the consent of the
War Department Is necessary. It Is part
of the great water power trust that Is
cnahackllng this country. The result has
been that river steamers now ground be-
low the dam because of the impounding
of water. I would like to know why
spend mere money on this river above
the dam and then permit a corporation
to dam It up under authority of the ex-

ecutive officers ot, the Government to
stop the natural flow of water."

Ralney said he had taken the matter
up with the War Department, but with
out satisfactory results. His amend-
ment will be further discussed

Representative Frear, who wanted tho
appropriation for the upper Mississippi
cut In half, told of a trip he had taken
down the river and said conditions were
far worse than before a single dollar had
been spent on it. The boat, he said, had
been stuck seventeen hours below Keo
kuk dam. The dam, hn said, had dona
more to ruin navigation than nil the
sandbars between St Paul and St. Louis
combined.

He quoted reputable river captains as
saying that the upper river was uafor
before Government expenditures were
made on It than now, and that 90 per
cent, or tne commerce lias dwindled
away whller the Government has been
expending JiS, 000,000 on the upper river
aione.

rrear declared that n waste of Gov
ernment funds on the upper river reached
over 80 per cent, of tho 128,000,000 al
ready given in appropriations, and fur
ther charged that In order to secure such
enormous sums for a desertod r the
engineers gave misleading stnteinonts of
river commerce. When nctually ana-
lyzed, he claimed, nine-tent- of tiie com-
merce appeared to be padded by ferriage
statistics. Government material used by
engineers or by logs and timbers floated
down the river as they wcro forty years
ago. The average river haul for the In-
significant commerce was given ot
twenty-si- x miles, or about 4 per cent, of
the upper river length.

The $2,000,000 asked by army en-
gineers In 1917, Frear said, on the up--

river In addition to $1,500,000 granted
by the last bill only could bo used to
maintain a regiment or two of employees
to do useless work.

STAREK REMOVAL

STILL A MYSTERY

William P. Malburn Comes to
Bo Chief National Bank

Examiner.

HUMORS IN WALL STREET

One Report Is Change Was
Made to Pay Political Debt

of Administration.

Washington, Jan, 2S. William P.
Malburn resigned his post as Assistant
Secretary of the Treasury y and
left for New York to take up the
duties of chief national bank examiner
for the New Vork Federal reserve dis-

trict, the position made vacant by the
removal of Charles Starek.

Roth Secretary McAdoo nnd John
Skelton William, Comptroller of tho Cur-
rency, refused to give the reasons for
the removal of Mr. Stark. Treasury
officials, however, Intimated there was
Justification for the action, but It was
obvious that there la to be no explana-
tion unless It Is brought about by Mr.
Starek himself.

The fact that Mr. Starek has not been
performing his duties since October Is
put forward ns un Indication that Comp-
troller Williams In removing him did
not act without careful consideration of
tho case. It Is said also that Mr. Starek
was given ample opportunity to re-
sign. Apparently ho preferred to have
the Treasury officials take the Initia-
tive, and, it Is said, neglected to obey
the departmental summons to Washing-
ton.

It was clear y that the Treasury
officials are not expecting any con
troversy over Mr. Starek's removal.

RUMORS IN WALL STREET
One nrport Attrlbotea Starek's

Removal to Polities.
No dissipation of the mystery sur-

rounding the ousting of Charles Starek
as chief national bank oxamlnar for the
New York Federal Reserve district came
yesterday. The dbposed official and his
brother, Frederick Starek, remained
hllent. They made no effort to stop the
rumors that have cropped up In Wall
Street since the news was made publln.

One of the most persistent reports was
that Starek was removed by the Admin-
istration so a political debt might be
paid. Those who gave circulation to
this pointed out the fact that William P.
Malburn la a of Senator
Chsrles S. Thomas of Colorado. In the
recent campaign the work of Senator
Thomas was an Important factor In giv-
ing the State to Wilson.

Starek went on a month's leave of
nbsence on October IS. His leave ex-

pired November 15, a week after elec-
tion. When he returned to hit desk it
was to learn he had been superseded.
His admirers Insist he was sacrificed to
repay Senator Thomas for carrying
Colorado.

99 ARE INDICTED
IN OHIO ELECTION

Federal Grand Jury Says
Wholesale Frauds Are

Prevalent.

Cincinnati, Jan. 25. Six sealed in-

dictments, naming ninety-nin- e Individ-

uals as defendants, were returned to-

day hy the Federal Grand Jury which
has been lnvetlgatlng alleged election
frauds. The names were given to the
United States Marsha! and he will bring
the men Into court under capias ns soon

as they Are apprehended.
Persistent rumors that several men

of more or less political prominence In
State politics had been indicted could
not be verified, and the United States
Attorney announced that It was hardly
probable that any names would be given
out until the men were arrested.

In h supplemental statement to the
court the Grand Jury pointed out that
"wholesale prostitution of the sanctity
of the ballot seems to be generally prev-

alent." The statement added that "cer-

tain newspapers, by giving undue prom-
inence to Interested citizens and organi-
zations or through their editorial col-

umns, seemed to have made a studied
effort to direct public sentiment to the
belief that the United States of Amer-
ica Is conducting a persecution of Inno-
cent men for Insidious purpose. The
whole course of our Investigation has
convinced us that nothing is further
from the truth."

Kleveu men, among them two Repub-
lican City Councllmen, an assistant clerk
of the City Council and a Hamilton
county deputy sheriff, wero taken Into
custody

Robert Urlcho and John Burckhaueer,
both Councllmen i Krank Rels, assist-

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SPARKS FROM A TOOL
BLOW UP FUSE PLANT

Three Men Badly Burned,
Two Girls HurtPanic in
Irvington, N. Y., Factory.

Sparks flying from a dull tool a work
man was using to a heap of powder
caused an explosion yesterday afternoon
In the Riverside Metals Corporation plant
in Irvington, N. Y. Three men wero
badly burned, one of them may die, one
girl was Injured by falling walls of the
room where the combustion occurred and
another was hurt sliding down n bank to
escape.

The fire was In the shaving room, close
to the powder magazine of the plant,
which has been manufacturing time fuses
for the last year. One hundred girls and
as many men are employed In the fac
tory. When the sparks fell into tne
powder heap n ball of flame leaped to
the celling, bringing tho walls down with
a crash, Whllo the room filled with gar,'
flames caught on the clothing of John
I.eonard, Henry Schneider and John
Llebold.

With the crash of tho explosion
Ethel Raxtcr tried to get out of tho
room. he was caught by tho falling
walls. Theresa Noonnn gained safety
by Jumping through the aperture opened
by the explosion, but she fell down the
bank outside the building.

Through an automatic arrangement
the powder magazine was closed. How
ever, the fatal outcome of recent ex-

plosions In Now JeiBey so frightened tho
girls In other parts of the plant that
many of them fainted. Watchmen on
the first concussion had rushed Into the
building, forgetting to unlock the gates
of the plant. This caused more hysteria
among tho women workers.

CAUCUS OF SENATE

DEMOCRATS FAILS

So Much Disagreement Over
Programme, Subject Goes

Back to Committee.

Washington, Jan. 2S. Democrats of
the Senate after a three hour debate In

caucus ht over a legislative pro-

gramme for the balance of the session,
found themselves In such disagreement
oer measures that should take prece-

ferred back to the steering committee
with Instructions to report to the caucus
at a later date.

"Morning after" discussion of the rlot-lou- s

"secret" conference held last night
by Republican members of the House de-

veloped to-d- what miy prove s bnsls
of compromise between reactionary and
radical wings of 'the party and lesull
In a united front behind a constructive
paty programme in the next Congress,
whether the House Is organized by
Democrats or Republicans.

The one' positive result of last night's
meeting Is the emplacement of the pro-

tective tariff principle as the dominat-
ing economic contention of the party. To
that extent It Is admitted tho old guard
leaders triumphed oer the other ex-

treme of the party.
It was evident Jo-da- y that last night's

exchange of views developed n, strong
feeling in support of a policy which,
wille including the tariff as a dominant
part, would Involve definite positions on
other legislation which may reasonably
be expected to be brought before the
Sixty-fift- h Congress.

Old guard leaders y admitted
that they are opposed to complicating
the attitude of the party by Including In
a programme anything except the tariff.

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WOODS ASKS MAYOR

FOR TRAFFIC BOARD

Urffcs Creation of Commission
to Work Out Solntion for

Prohlem.

SrOOESTS NEW STREETS

Advocates Wider Roadway in
Madison Ave. and Radical

Change in Park Ave

Arthur Woods, Police Commissioner,
suggested to Mayor jlltchel yesterday
the creation of, a traflld commission to
handle the clty'i problem. With his let-

ter favornlg such a body he gave a series
of iilnns that would uld In relieving
vehicular congestion. His Ideas on the
subject are In line with those he con-

tributed to The Sun several weeka ago
and they Incorporate also the opinions
this newspaper gathered from scores of
persons who had devoted! years of study
to the traffic situation. The Police Com-

missioner predicted that business will be
Impaired seriously within the next year
or two unless remedies are found now.

Ho called tho Mayor's attention to the
fact that 659 persons wero killed and
2.H00 Injured In street accidents In 1916,
and the number of ileaurc automobiles
lias Increased from 86,000 to 116,000 and
commercial automobiles from 14,000 to
21,000, making n grand total of 214.086
vehicles, not counting those thnt come
Into the city from Long Island, New
Jersey, Westchester nnd other adjacent
points.

rn Thorough fares edeH.
A trafllo. commission, lie said, could de- -

voto lis entire time to the solution ot
the problem. While the police arc doing
their best to regulate trattlc they are un-

able to lo more than to follow the
trallic rules. What Is needed Is the
opening of additional thorotighfares and
tho diverting of some of the tratllo to
other streets.

The suggestions Mr. Woods offers for
Improving conditions are ss follows:

lleinovnl of the elevated pillars from
the middle of the street to the curb line
In the Howery. Second. Third, Sixth.
Klghth, Ninth and Columbus avenues
and Forty-secon- d street.

Widening lexlngton avenue between
Twenty-thir- d and Seventy-secon- d streets
and Madison avenue helweep Thirty-nint- h

and Seventy-secon- d streets by re-

moving stoops and obstruction and cut-
ting oft six feet of sidewalk on each
side. This would provide a double north
and muth roadway for irslllo and at the
same time furnish u sidewalk twelve
feet wide.

Clolng the t raffle gap In Fourth ave-
nue at Thlity-eooit- d street, completing
the connection between Fourth avenue
and the thoroughfare the Grand
Central Station and eliminating the park
plots In the middle of Park avenue be-

tween Thlrty-nlnt- h nnd Ninety-sevent- h

streets. The latter plan, he said, while
it would add forty-tw- o feet of roadway
for vehicles In Park avenue would wipe
out the danger of Occidents due to the
park plots shutting on the view of the
drivers.

Reducing the width of the easterly
sidewalk In Ccntial Park West from Co-

lumbus Circle to 110th street from 27
feel T Inches to 6 feet 7 Inrhcs, thus
providing for a vehicular roadway 24
feet wide east of the ear track".

SHOCKING CONDITION

AT HOSPITAL SWORN

Philanthropic Foofl Unfit, Pa-

tient TStlfy to Chari-

ties Board.

NUKSK STRUCK, SUK SAYS

Physician Calls Operating
Room Damp and Unfit

for Such Use.

Startling testimony was given yester-
day at the State Board of Charities' In-

vestigation Into the sanitary conditions
at tho Phllanthropln Hospital, 2076 Fifth
avenue. Witnesses supported with spe-

cific details the charges made by the
physicians who have demanded that the
institution's charter be .revoked.

Mrs. Tandllch of 311 East Seventy-nint- h

street was a patient In tho hos-
pital for ten days last September.

"Tho first day after my operation,"
she testified, "they brought, me a cup of
llciuld they declared was coffee. It was
cold and the surface of the liquid was
covered with dust It looked and tasted
Just as I Imagine tobacco Juice would
look and taste. The following day they
brought mo a dish of stuff they said
was chocolate. I found two big cock-
roaches In It. Tho next day I was
given a dish of hash. I found two long
hairs In It. I turned the whole portion
over and there In the bottom of the
dish 1 found a big live cockroach."

Mrs. Adele Reld, one of the nurses who
went on strlko last October, asserts she
had been struck and knocked down by
one of tho physicians in tho ho;pltal.
She charged that charity patients re
ceived practically no attention and con-
ditions were very unsanitary, although
private patients got good treatment.

Mrs. J. Heckman, for two years treas-
urer of the Women's Auxiliary ot tho
hospital, told how Mrs. Cronston. the
wife of the physician In charge of the
Phllanthropln, tried to obtain 5lu in
the auxiliary treasury to help patients
she said were starving. The money, Mrs.
Cronston was told, could not be used for
that purpose, she said At the next
meeting Mrs. Cronston notified them that
their hospital work had been unsatisfac-
tory and the auxiliary was disbanded.
Tills testimony was corroborated by Mrs.
Annie Aekerman, corresponding secre-
tary of tho organization.

Dr. I. Korndleh of 304 IJast Eighty-fir- st

street, who wax a member of the
medical staff, testified that In the hos-
pital's operating room the celling plas-
ter was In such bad wiai that It
sweated moisture and "water dripped
down on the dressings of patients." Com-
plaints of this trouble were Ignored by
the executive committee, ho added.

Dr J. M. Lohsenz. one of the hospital
board, denied all charges, nnd character
ized one or the women witnesses as n
"liar." The chairman Induced him to
ask that this eplrhet be stricken from
the record. The committee announced
that other statements will be accepted
If sent, signed, to the hospital commit-
tee within the next two or three weeks.

O'GONNELL OPENS

FIRE UPON PERKINS

Says He Ran Moose as'Private
Corporation Until the

Chicago Debacle.''

John J. O'Connell, who, with Matthew
Hale of Massachusetts, haa been active
In endeavoring to rcsurrce' the Progres-

sive party to the exclusion of George W.
Perkins and Theodore Roosevelt, yester-

day fired some hot shot at Mr. Perkins
for styling as "Wilson Democrats" those
Progressives who refused to Join the
Republican party last June.

In a letter to Mr. Perkins Mr. O'Con
nel made the following remarks:

"I appreciate your feelings In tho
movement started by Hale, as It must be
galling to a man of your versatility to
see anybody else take a lead In the
Progressive party. But don't you think
that your activities are Just a little too
nil pervading? Tou are the chief mentor
of the Mltchcl city administration, which
Is Democratic; you are the guide, phllos
ophcr and friend of Mr. Whitman and
his Republican machine and were the
chief contributor to his campaign fund ;

Judging by newspaper accounts and the
results you were the chief executive of
the Hughes campaign ; you ran the Pro-
gressive party a your private corpora-
tion until the debacle at Chicago, of
which politeness forbids me speaking.

"There was not a 'peep' out of you
regarding Progressive doctrines since
June, nil your efforts having been dt
rected toward driving us pell mell, Irre
speetlve of principles. Into the party of
reaction . but now that you arc In a con
test, slinm or otherwise, for decorative
places In the Republican machine, you
again proclaim yourself a Progressive."

Mr. O'Connell concludes with a warn-
ing that it will do Mr. Terklns no goo'd
to try to prevent real Progressives from
attending tho Progressive organisation
meeting called by Chairman Hale, by
using the bogy of WINonlsm or Democ-
racy. Real, sl.ncere Progressives. Includ-
ing many who voted for Hughes, will
attend the Albany meetlns January 27,
averted O'Connell, nnd will nol be
frightened away by .Mr. Perkins.
